AC PERSIAN NON-SELF CHAMPION, MALE

1 GCC TONKS' GRAND CHAMPION ZENDIQUE UVEBEEN TANGOED, 70 12a/5t, M, 9.5.2008

A big, chunky cat of excellent type and balance; his head was massive with breadth of skull and neat, dinky ears, rounded at the tips and set wide apart in the rounded contours of the head. His forehead was rounded and he had a short, broad nose with a stop; his cheeks were full as was his muzzle. His eyes were large, round and an excellent copper tone with a bold, confident expression. His shoulders were broad and he had depth to the chest. He stood low on sturdy, well boned legs and rounded paws. His tail was thick, short and rounded at the tip. Excellent coat, beautifully presented to perfection; it was really dense and plush, standing well away from the body. The white was pristine and the rich red classic pattern so well defined. He has a wonderful temperament and is a delight to judge.
RES: ELLIS' GRAND CHAMPION ROSJOY WHAT ASHOCK, 13B15, M, 23.7.2005
A mature, masculine cat of excellent type and overall balance; he had a lovely broad head with full cheeks and neat, well furnished ears set well apart and low. His nose was short and broad with a stop. His eyes were large, round and expressive; the depth of blue was extremely good. Cobby body with a solid, muscular feel; his chest had breadth and he stood low on strong, sturdy legs with tufted paws. His tail was short and bushy, giving final balance. His coat was long, dense and silky with a frill. His red tabby points were well defined on the face and a rich red. Some tail rings apparent but I would have liked more evidence of barring on the legs. Nevertheless he was a quality cat beautifully presented in excellent condition and with an excellent temperament too.
AC PERSIAN NON-SELF CHAMPION, FEMALE

1 GCC HAYCOCK'S CHAMPION TAMOSAH CHABLIS, 10, F, 4.8.2004

A beautiful Chinchilla who was so confident and had such attitude! She had lovely type and such a gorgeous expression. Her head had breadth and was rounded with width between the neat, well furnished ears. She had width at the cheeks and muzzle and a snub nose with a brick leather outlined with black. Her eyes were large, round, outlined in black and an excellent blue-green colour. She had a cobby body with a firm, muscular feel and short, thick legs. Her tail was short, bushy and gave overall balance. Her coat was long and silky with a fine texture and a lovely frill to frame her face. Her undercoat was pure white with her head, ears, back, flanks and tail evenly tipped with black giving her that desired sparkling appearance. Her lips and paws pads were black. She was well presented and was a pleasure to judge. I loved the way she gave my steward a slap (no claws extended) and looked at me with utter contempt!
RES: WALLS' CHAMPION SHEERBLISS ARABELLA, 70 12/1, F, 21.2.2009

This young female has great potential I feel. She is well developed for her age and felt cobby, compact, solid and muscular. Her head was round with breadth to the skull. Her ears were small and set well apart in the contours of the head. Her cheeks were full as was her muzzle. The nose was short, broad and of uniform width with a stop. She had a good bite and chin. Her eyes were large, full and round; the colour was a pleasing orange and she had a bold expression. Her body was compact with breadth to the chest and she is developing well. She stood low on short, strong legs and the tail was in proportion. Lovely density and a plush quality to the coat which stood away from the body well; the tortie was a rich red and dense black with some mingling to the patches on the back. The white was pristine. She was beautifully presented in sparkling condition and had a delightful temperament. 
AV FOREIGN IMPERIAL GRAND CHAMPION, MALE – 6 Males present !
1 IGC ROBERTSON& RICHARDSON'S GRAND CHAMPION ESANES ETOURDISSANT, 76a/30, M, 22.4.2008 – WOW! I have often described a cat as having the "wow" factor and this magnificent Bengal had it in spades – he was a real star and THE cat of the day for me! He was a walking standard of points with the most superb alert, friendly disposition in spite of a neighbour being rather vocal and provoking. His type was outstanding with a broad, medium wedge having rounded contours with high cheek bones and medium ears, short but wide at the base and rounded at their tips. They were well set to follow the contours of the face and tilted forward in profile. The profile was excellent with a slight concave curve at the bridge and gentle rounding at the forehead. The nose was large, broad and really did have the "slightly puffy" nose leather described in the SOP. His muzzle was full and broad with a rounded but strong chin and widely set canines. His whisker pads were pronounced, giving the muzzle that perfect "look". His green eyes were almost round and large; they were set at a slight slant. He had a wonderful expression that just said "Bengal and proud of it!" to me. His body was long, sleek and muscular with strength and balance and the back legs slightly higher than the front. The paws were large and rounded. His tail was of medium length and fairly thick with a rounded tip. He had a fabulous coat; it was really short, really dense and luxuriously soft to the touch. The ground colour was a rich "old" ivory tone with clearly defined markings and rosettes. The pattern was in brown; he had pale "spectacles" to highlight the eyes and paler too were his whisker pads and chin. The overall effect was of pearl dusting and it looked beautiful. It was such a privilege to judge a cat of this quality who was just sparkling with condition and so confident and affectionate. His owners/breeders should be congratulated.
RES: BOND-WONNEBERGER'S GRAND CHAMPION FURBELL STARGAZER, 16A, M, 3.3.2008
A very handsome male of excellent type and quality who was so unlucky to meet the winner as he has everything it takes to be an Imperial Russian! He was firm, muscular and masculine but also had elegance and style. The wedge was short with a flat plane between the ears and a good angle when viewed in profile. The ears were large, pointed, wide at the base and set vertically to continue the lines of the upper part of the face. His whisker pads were prominent giving a "finish" to the wedge. The profile showed a very shallow concave curve and the nose was straight. The chin was strong with good depth. His eyes were most expressive; they were set well apart and almond shaped. The colour was a vivid green. His body was long with medium bone and he stood tall on long legs with oval paws. The tail was of balanced length and tapered to a rounded tip. I really liked his coat quality; it was short, very fine, dense and plush – probably the best Russian coat I have felt in a long time. It was a beautiful clear, medium blue with a most attractive silvery sheen. He was shown in superb condition and had a sweet, gentle disposition. 
AV FOREIGN IMPERIAL GRAND CHAMPION, FEMALE

1 IGC LACEY'S GRAND CHAMPION JENANCA ANJALI, 34, F, 25.9.2006
Another beautiful cat of excellent type that inspired me to wax lyrical! She felt firm and lithe, was of medium build and though she looked dainty had an underlying strength. Her head was heart-shaped with breadth between the eyes and her face gently curved to a well developed rounded muzzle. Her forehead was large and flat. There was a slight stop to the profile and her nose was short with a slight downward curve. Her ears were large with a flare at the base and rounded tips. They were set high. Her eyes were truly beautiful; they were large and luminous, particularly prominent and an excellent green, her expression was almost melting! Her body, legs and tail balanced well. Her coat was single and of medium length. It was close-lying with a healthy gloss. The colour was an attractive medium blue with silver tipping to give it that gorgeous silvery sheen. She was shown in sparkling condition and had a superb temperament.
2 RES/WH BRYNES' GRAND CHAMPION BOUNTIFUL OSUGAR, 33A 36, F, 1.8.2007

This Devon was very attractive and had that "pixie" look when viewed "straight on" but on closer inspection I felt her profile showed a dip rather than a definite "stop" and her whisker break needed more definition. The brow curved back with a flat plane between the ears. Her wedge was short with breadth across the cheeks and high cheek bones. The ears were large, very wide at the base and rounded at the tips with little tufts. They were set well apart and reasonably low. She had muffs at the base of the ears. Her eyes were set well apart, oval shaped and set oblique to slope to the outer edges of the ears. She had a good chin. Her body was excellent, hard and muscular though slender. It was of medium length with breadth to the chest. Her legs were slim and the paws neat and oval. The tail tapered but needed an inch or two for balance. Her coat was short, dense and soft to the touch with deep waves on the back, sides, tail and down the legs. Her whiskers were crinkled. I felt at this standard, I could not award the Reserve Imperial with the issues I had regarding her profile and whisker break. She was beautifully shown in excellent condition and had a delightful temperament. 
PERSIAN CREAM ADULT
1 CC + BOB HUTCHINSON'S CHAMPION HERRAFARESIAH BUTTERBALL, 5, M, 24.5.2007

A solid, balanced male with good type and expression; his head was well rounded and showed breadth of skull. His ears were neat, well furnished and rounded at the tips. They were set well apart and low on the head. His cheeks were full as was his muzzle. His forehead was rounded and his nose was short and broad with a stop. His eyes were large, full and round. The colour was a bright orange. The body was of cobby type with a muscular feel to him. He stood low on short, strong legs with large, round, tufted paws. The tail was short, bushy and balanced well. His coat was reasonably dense and a good length. It was fine in texture but could have had some more preparation, particularly on the underparts. He was a pale cream with some paling at the roots also. He was in excellent condition and had a sweet temperament.
DILUTE CAMEO ADULT

1 CC + BOB VAN HEUMEN'S CHAMPION HIGHSPOT HARMONY, 52F, F, 23.6.2007

A very pretty female of good type and balance overall; her head was well rounded with breadth to the skull and a snub nose. The leather was pink and was reasonably well formed with full nostrils. She had good width between her neat, well furnished ears. Her chin was firm and her bite good. Her eyes were large, round and very expressive. The colour was a deep orange and pleasing. She had a cobby body with good muscle tone with short, firm legs and tufted paws. Her tail was short and formed a full brush. Her coat was a good length, fine and silky in texture. She had a good frill to frame the face. She was a little lacking in undercoat but the base was silvery white lightly dusted with pale cream giving a very attractive and subtle effect. The tipping was evenly distributed. The chin, frill, chest, underbelly and ear furnishings were pure silvery white. She was well presented and had a delightful temperament.
OCICAT KITTEN

1 + BOB BRYCE'S YESSO LEILANI, 73, F, 9.6.2009

 A well grown kitten of moderate Foreign type with a "wild" look but a sweet temperament; the head formed a moderate wedge that was slightly longer than its width. The ears were fairly large, wide at the base and set at the correct angle. The eyes were large and almond shaped with a slightly oblique setting slanting towards the ears. There was a slight dip in the profile but the chin could be stronger. Her muzzle was broad and well defined. Her body was muscular but do not allow her to become any plumper or her type will be blurred! Good legs and tail. Her coat was short, glossy and sleek. The coat was a little cool in tone but that could have been due to the lighting in that part of the hall. Her spots and pattern were well defined. The nose leather was brick rimmed with black and the eye rims and paw pads black. Well shown in excellent condition although she did look as though she loved her food!
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
