AC BURMESE GRAND PREMIER, MALE

1 IGP BESWICK'S GRAND PREMIER MAINMAN LEONARDO, 27, MN, 6.4.2007

A handsome and beautifully balanced Burmese of excellent type and style; his head formed a short wedge with width at the cheeks and a blunt finish to the muzzle. His ears were of medium size, broad at the base and rounded at the tips. They had a slight forward tilt and continued the shape of the upper part of the face. His forehead was gently rounded and there was a distinct nose break with a straight nose and good depth to the chin. His eyes were excellent! The top line slanted towards the nose slightly and the lower line was rounded. They were chartreuse and very expressive. He had a medium neck and his body felt hard and muscular. He was an excellent weight for his elegant appearance with a rounded chest, slender legs and oval paws. His tail was of good length to balance and tapered to a rounded tip. His coat was moderately short but close-lying and glossy. It was a rich, warm seal brown. He was shown in excellent condition and had a wonderfully affectionate temperament.
RES: ROBINSON'S GRAND PREMIER ROSSIKHAN STATUS SYMBOL, 27C, MN, 3.11.2007

Another handsome and affectionate boy with excellent type, style and panache! His head was short with a blunt finish to the muzzle and width at the cheekbones. He had beautifully expressive yellow eyes, set well apart and of excellent shape. The top of the head was gently rounded as was the brow when viewed in profile although I felt the nose break could be more distinct. He had a good chin. His body was of medium length, strong, muscular but elegant with slender legs and a very good tail to balance. His coat was short, fine and close-lying although in the hall lighting the lilac looked a little dark and lacked that pinkish cast. He was shown in excellent condition and had a super temperament too.
AC BURMESE GRAND PREMIER, FEMALE

1 IGP TEGG'S GRAND CHAMPION & GRAND PREMIER MINOTOSA PANDORA, 27e, FN, 17.7.2003

A beautiful brown tortie with style, type and charm! She had an excellent head forming a short wedge with width at the cheekbones and a blunt finish to the muzzle. Her ears were of medium size, broad at the base, rounded at the tips and spaces well apart. Her brow was slightly rounded and there was a distinct nose break. Her nose was straight and her chin had depth. Her eyes were large, set well apart and very expressive; the top line slanted slightly towards the nose and the lower line was rounded. Her eye colour was chartreuse and her expressive wicked although she was affectionate and a joy to handle. She was of medium size, solid and muscular but elegant with slender legs and a very good tapering tail to balance. Her coat was short, fine, glossy and close-lying. She was very confident of her beauty and was presented in excellent condition.

RES: GILES' CHAMPION & GRAND PREMIER RAWEKE MIRROR IMAGE, 27, FN, 20.8.2007

This female had very good type and expression but was rather tense and tended to hold her ears high which spoiled her head type and balance. She also tended to open her eyes too wide, making them appear round. Otherwise she was of excellent quality with a particularly good profile showing the definite nose break and depth to the chin. Her body was muscular with slender legs and a good tail. Her coat was moderately short, fine and close-lying; it was a rich, seal brown. She was shown in excellent condition and had a sweet temperament although she was nervous.
CP SIAMESE ADULT

1CC + BOB CHAMPION MYLYNN MATINEE IDOL, 24B, M, 4.1.2008
A handsome cat of very good type with an excellent head that formed a long wedge with even lines; his ears were large, broad at the base and well pricked. He had excellent eyes for shape, setting and colour with a wicked look in those eyes although his temperament was gentle. He had a long, straight profile and very good depth to the chin. His neck was elegant. He had a long body with a firm, muscular feel. His legs were long and elegant with neat oval paws and his tail was long and fine. His coat was of medium length but fine and close lying. His points were a dark but rich chocolate that had some "rusting" from the sun. There was good contrast but some dark hairs brindled through the coat between the ears. He was in excellent condition.
TP SIAMESE KITTEN

1 + BOB WITHERS TINTALLY SHOOTING STAR, 32/1, F, 29.10.2009

She was a little star! A really elegant kitten with a great deal of potential in my opinion! Her head formed and even wedge with excellent ears that were large (the correct size for a kitten of this age without being exaggerated) set wide apart to complement the even lines of her wedge. She had excellent eyes of Oriental shape and set. They were a deep, brilliant blue and so expressive. She had a long, straight profile and lovely depth to the chin which finished the wedge. She had excellent head carriage and a long, slender neck. Her body was long, fine and muscular with excellent legs and tail. Her coat was reasonably short, fine and close-lying. She had excellent tabby points with well defined markings and lovely contrast to the body. She was shown in excellent condition and had a superb, confident temperament.
TP SIAMESE NEUTER

BOB PREMIER MAFDET MCTABBY, 32/1, MN, 11.5.2008

A really handsome and balanced cat with excellent type, wonderful looks, well defined points, excellent contrast but not at all happy! He has real quality but whether the heat was getting to him, I do not know, but he was in a very bad mood!
