AC BRITISH/MANX/SELKIRK REX GRAND PREMIER, MALE
1 IGP ABSALOM'S GRAND PREMIER CHARWAY ROGAN JOSH, 30, MN, 27.5.2005

A cobby, strong cat of excellent type and balance; his head had breadth of skull with neat ears set well apart in the rounded contours. His face was round with full cheeks and a short, broad nose. The eyes were full, round, a good colour and very expressive. The chin was firm. His body was compact and solid with strong boning and excellent muscle tone. He stood low on sturdy legs and his tail balanced well. The coat was short, dense and had an excellent, crisp texture. The agouti ground was a rich coppery brown and the markings and spots were very well defined. There was some linkage at the shoulders. He was in excellent condition and had a superb temperament. 

AC BRITISH/MANX/SELKIRK REX GRAND PREMIER, FEMALE

1 IGP MARTIN'S UK & IMPERIAL GRAND CHAMPION & GRAND PREMIER WELLMAR ISABELLA, 28, FN, 13.8.2001. A very beautiful female of excellent type and balance; she was cobby and solid with a broad head and round face with full cheeks. Her neat little ears were rounded at the tips and spaced well apart in the rounded contours of the head. Her eyes were well opened, full and round, an excellent orange tone and very expressive. She had a short, broad nose and a good rounded muzzle. Excellent body and she stood low on strong legs and round paws. Her tail was thick, rounded at the tip and balanced well. She had a superb short, dense, crisp coat that was a medium blue with cool cream intermingled through it. There was a patch on the throat but the overall effect was lovely. She was shown in excellent condition and had a good temperament though gave me a slap when she went back into the pen – I loved it as my blue-cream at home does exactly that too! I was pleased to make her Best of Variety British later.
RES: MOORE'S CHAMPION & GRAND PREMIER VALPETINA HEIDI RAZZAMATAZ, 21, F, 25.1.2002

Another very attractive female of excellent type and overall balance except that her tail could be a little longer for perfection? She had an excellent head with neat ears and expressive eyes. She was compact and solid with excellent muscle and boning. Her legs were short and strong but her tail was a fraction short for balance? She was a lovely rich tortie with dense black and shades of rich red mingled through. Her coat was short and dense but a little greasy and separating. I felt her overall quality deserved the certificate but would have liked to see more care with her presentation.
AC SIAMESE OR BALINESE CHAMPION, MALE

1 GCC/WH HIRST'S GRAND CHAMPION TOGHAR BY DESIGN, 32/3, M, 12.10.2008

Basically this cat has good type and expression but was not in top show condition on the day and so was not up to the standard I would expect for this award. He had a balanced wedge with large, well pricked ears set well apart. There was a slight dip in the profile and a noticeable depression on the forehead. The chin had reasonable depth. He had lovely eye shape, set and colour but he did not look alert and wicked as a Siamese male should. His body was long, fine and quite well muscled. His breast bone felt prominent. He had long, fine legs and oval paws. The tail was a little short and thick at the base. His coat was rather coarse in texture but his chocolate tabby markings were good and there was clear contrast. He had a delightful temperament.
AC SIAMESE OR BALINESE CHAMPION, FEMALE

1 GCC/WH MASON'S GRAND PREMIER EPITOME SWEETDREAMS, 32B8, F, 28.10.2006

A well presented female of good type; I would have awarded her a CC but did not feel she had that extra quality demanded for the Grand certificate. Her head formed a long wedge with reasonable width between the large ears but there was a slight dip and then a bump in the profile and the chin sloped away. Her eyes were of reasonable shape and set, a good blue tone but she had a very bland expression. Excellent body that was long, fine and muscular with good legs, paws and tail. Her coat was short, close lying and in excellent condition. Her points were well broken and there was contrast. She was beautifully presented and had a sweet temperament.
2 PALMER'S CHAMPION STYPERSON TOP DRAWER, 32/1, F, 1.7.2008

An attractive female who was thrown totally out of balance by her huge "Concorde" ears; they were so out of proportion, they made her wedge appear narrow and snipy and her eyes deep set and small. She had a lovely fine, muscular body with good legs and tail. Her coat was short and she had well defined seal tabby points and good contrast. Excellent condition and temperament.
AC SIAMESE OR BALINESE PREMIER, MALE
1 GPR HOWARD & HANBY'S PREMIER AMARRICHI PRICELESS PRINCE, 24, MN 15.3.2007

There was a great deal about this seal that was very pleasing; he was solid and muscular yet fine boned and elegant. His head formed an even wedge with a virtually straight profile and good chin. He had excellent oriental eyes of brilliant blue that were very expressive. His ears were large with breadth at the base but he tended to hold them rather high until he relaxed back in the pen. He had an excellent body, long, fine legs and a superb whip tail. His seal points were warm in tone and there was good contrast with the beige body. He had a very good coat that was fine and close lying and well shown with an excellent temperament.
RES: CROWLEY & LAMBERT'S PREMIER JOHPAS RAFAEL, 32FN, MN, 9.5.2008

This boy was of good type but the head lacked the strength of the winner's. His head formed an even wedge with a good profile and well set ears, but the eyes were rather full although a good colour. He looked worried rather than wicked! He had a good body with fine legs and a tail that balanced well. The coat was a little long but close lying. The points colour was good and there was contrast. He was shown in excellent condition and had a sweet, shy temperament.
AC SIAMESE OR BALINESE PREMIER, FEMALE

1 GPR WEBB'S PREMIER APRIKAT SUNSPLASHED, 61E, FN, 30.3.2007

I really liked this female; there was nothing exaggerated about her but she was beautifully balanced and had such a confident, affectionate temperament that could have charmed the birds from the trees! Her head formed a moderately long, even wedge with a good chin to "finish". Her ears were large, well pricked and set well apart. Her oriental eyes were an excellent depth and brilliance and she had a lovely expression. The profile was straight. She had a long, fine but muscular body with dainty legs and oval paws. Her tail was an excellent length to balance and formed a lovely plume. She had superb coat quality; it was a good length, fine and silky. It lay flat down the spine and fringed at the sides. She had excellent tortie points with well mingled shades of rich red on all points. She was beautifully presented and had a charming temperament.
BRITISH BLUE ADULT, MALE – 5 entered
1 CC/WH CHANCE'S CHARMODEN SIMPLYHANK, 16, M, 3.3.2007

A solid, powerful male of good type and balance; his head had breadth with a round face and full cheeks. He did have jowls but, when these were smoothed it was clear there was still the required breadth. His ears were neat, rounded at the tips and set well apart in the contours of the head. His eyes, although full, round and well opened were a pale lemon tone with a hint of green around the pupils. His nose was short and broad and he had a reasonably strong chin. The body was solid and cobby with excellent muscle tone. He stood low on strong legs, the chest was deep and the back short and straight. The tail balanced but was pointed at the tip which spoiled the overall effect. His coat was fairly short, quite dense but a little soft. It was a dark blue with paler roots. With the eyes and the coat quality I felt I could not award the certificate. He was well shown in excellent condition and had a good temperament.
2 MARTIN'S WELLMAR TITAN, 16, M, 23.7.2008
This male is developing well; he has cobby type and a solid, muscular feel to him. The head had breadth with neat ears that were set well apart in the contours of the head when he relaxed back in the pen. His eyes were a good shape but the colour a pale yellow. His nose was short, broad and straight but his chin very weak. The body was compact and solid with depth of chest and sturdy legs with round paws. The tail balanced well. His coat was quite short, dense but soft to the touch. The colour was a pale blue with some tipping. He was shown in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament.

3 ROBINSON'S PENNYDOWN FLACK, 16, M, 1.5.2009
A young male who was looking immature among his peers but who has promising type and a lovely expression; his head has breadth with a round face but spoiled by a weak chin. The eyes were full and round with a bright orange tone. His body was cobby and compact with good legs and tail. He was a good weight and had a solid, muscular feel that was good for his age. His dense coat was short and reasonably crisp but it was unsound and heavily tipped with silver. He was shown in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament.

4 ANDREWS' THORNCHASE MOONLIGHT MONTY, 16, M, 19.5.2009
Another young male who was solid and muscular with good boning and excellent muscle tone; the head had breadth with a round face and full cheeks. His ears were neat and rounded at the tips but he tended to hold them high. The brow was rather heavy making the eyes deep set although they were a good deep orange tone. The nose was short and broad and the chin reasonably strong. He had a very good body, legs and tail. The coat was short, dense and crisp but a dark blue although reasonably sound. He was shown in excellent condition and had a good temperament.
BRITISH BLUE ADULT, FEMALE

1 CC + BOB HOWARD'S ADATESH KINGSTANDING BLUE, 16, F, 29.8.2008

A cobby, compact female who was very attractive and who had type and balance; her head had breadth with neat ears set well in the rounded contours. The face was round with full cheeks and beautiful deep orange eyes that were round, full and well opened. She had a sweet, innocent expression. Her nose was short and broad and she had a good chin. Her body was solid and muscular yet feminine and she stood low on sturdy legs. The tail balanced well. Her coat was short, dense and crisp. She was a medium blue and virtually sound. She was presented in excellent condition and had a sweet temperament.

2 MURRISH'S DOUBLOON LEONORA, 16, F, 8.8.2008
Another very attractive female who ran the winner close; she was chunky and compact with excellent muscle and boning. The head had breadth with rounded contours and full cheeks. Her ears were neat and well placed. Her eyes were large, round and a good colour. The nose was short and broad and the chin had depth. The body was short in the back and deep in the chest; she stood low on strong legs with rounded paws. The tail balanced well. Her coat was quite short, dense and crisp. It was a medium blue and virtually sound. She was in excellent condition and had a very pleasing temperament.

3 FIGGINS' MIBAYBESE SARAFINA, 16, F, 27.7.2008
This female was well balanced and of good type. Her body was cobby and she had excellent muscle tone. I felt she was developing well but was badly let down by her dark, slatey, unsound coat although the texture was fairly crisp. She was well shown in excellent condition and she had a good temperament.

4 HOLMES' TANYRALLT NEXT BEST THING, 16, F, 25.5.2009

This female was definitely at the "in between" stage where the head was small in relation to the body and nothing appeared in balance. Her ears were rather prominent although she had beautiful, expressive eyes. She was muscular but her body appeared a little long and she stood rather high. The coat was dense and fairly crisp in texture. The colour was a medium blue and virtually sound. She needs more time but was enjoying the show and had a lovely temperament.
BRITISH BLACK/CHOC/LILAC TORTIE ADULT

1 CC + BOB GRIFFITHS' FANATIKAT ETERNAL FLAME, 21, F, 21.6.2003

A promising female of very good type and balance; the head had breadth with neat ears set well apart in the contours. The cheeks were full and the nose short and broad. She had a good chin. The eyes were large and expressive; the colour was yellow. The body was cobby and muscular with good boning to the strong legs and a thick tail of balanced length. Her coat was dense and crisp in texture. Her tortie was well broken with rich shades of red mingling through the jet black. She was well presented in excellent condition and had an excellent temperament too.

2 HIGHCOCK'S TOPMARX PICTURE THIS, 21C, F, 6.4.2009

A young female looking rather small and immature with huge ears; she did have beautiful, expressive eyes though. Sadly her bite was badly undershot but her nose was short and broad. Her body was long and rangy and her tail was really long and pointed at the tip. She was a pretty lilac colour well broken by medium cream. The coat was rather flat. She had a delightful temperament.
BRITISH BLUE NEUTER, MALE

1 PR HIRST'S PREMIER VALPETINA FRANKSDREAM, 16, MN, 6.1.2005
A big, cobby chap with good type and balance overall; his head had breadth with neat ears set well in the rounded contours of the head. His eyes were a good shape and expression but pale in colour. The nose was short and broad and the chin had strength. The body was solid and muscular; he stood low on strong legs and the tail balanced well. The coat needed more density as it was a little flat on his back although it did feel crisp. The colour was a darkish blue but virtually sound. He was shown in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament.
BRITISH BLUE NEUTER, FEMALE

BOB MOORE'S PREMIER VALPETINA SOLITAIRE, 16, FN, 5.12.2003
A very attractive and balanced female well worthy of the BOB award.
BRITISH CREAM NEUTER

1 PR + BOB PALMER'S PREMIER ZINGFRO LEO, 17, MN, 26.7.2006

A big solid boy of excellent type and expression; his head had breadth and balance with a round face and full cheeks. His neat little ears were rounded at the tips and set well apart in the contours of the head. He had excellent deep copper eyes that were large, round, well-opened and very expressive. The nose was short and broad and he had a good chin. His body was compact and cobby with excellent boning and muscle tone. He stood low and the thick tail balanced well. His coat was short, dense and crisp. The cream was a little hot but virtually sound and he was beautifully presented in excellent condition with a delightful temperament.
BRITISH BLACK/CHOC/LILAC TORTIE NEUTER

BOB MOORE'S CHAMPION & GRAND PREMIER HEIDI RAZZAMATAZ, 21, FN, 25.1.2002

USUAL ABYSSINIAN ADULT, MALE

I CC + BOB KELSALL'S PONTABY ALESSANDRO, 23, M, 5.5.2009

A very handsome young male of excellent type and expression; the head formed a moderate wedge with gently rounded contours and large, tufted ears, cupped at the base and set well apart but not low. His almond shaped eyes were most expressive and a beautiful amber tone. There was a slight break in the profile; the chin was firm and the muzzle gently rounded. He had excellent head carriage. His body was lithe and muscular with slender legs and neat, oval paws. The tail was thick at the base and tapered to a rounded tip. He had excellent coat quality; it was short, fine and dense; it had a resilient texture as if you could "feel" the ticking! His facial markings were well defined; the base hair was a really ruddy orange tone and the black ticking very well defined. The coat was really glossy; he was presented in superb condition and had a confident, charming temperament.
USUAL ABYSSINIAN ADULT, FEMALE

I considered exhibit 216 for the BOB award but she was really cross and there was no way I was going to be able to assess her bite.
SORREL ABYSSINIAN ADULT

1 CC/WH KELSALL'S PONTABY GINEVRA, 23A, F, 5.5.2009

I was amazed to find on reading my catalogue that this female was the litter sister of my Usual BOB winner as she was small, very fine, immature and "kittenish". Her head was rather narrow and pointed with a weak chin. Although she had a good coat and was a rich colour with clearly defined ticking, she was not really ready for showing in the adult class.
SPHYNX ADULT
1 IC + BOB BRYNES' ONTARIO GRAND SPHYNX, 84 27FX, M, 30.10.2008

A very handsome and muscular cat of excellent type and style; the head formed a modified wedge with rounded contours and was just longer than the width. He had prominent cheekbones and a distinctive whisker break with prominent whisker pads. The muzzle was strong and rounded. His ears were large, wide at the base and rounded at the tips. They were set at a slight angle. He had beautiful eyes that were large, lemon shaped and had a slight slant. The nose was straight with a very slight stop. The chin was good. His body was hard and muscular with a rounded chest and rump. His legs were of medium length and strong. The paws were oval with long toes and thick paw pads. His tail was excellent, really long and slender. His skin had a lovely feel and he was beautifully presented. He was confident and affectionate.
2 THOMAS'S THOMASTAR DASH, 84 31, M, 27.10.2008

A handsome cat of very good type; he had quite a bit of fur on his nose! I thought his eyes were very expressive and he felt strong and muscular. Sadly he had a visible defect at the tip of his long tail.
RUSSIAN BLUE KITTEN, MALE

1 + BOB OAKLEY'S KREMLINKATZ BORIS BLUE, 16A, M, 18.8.2009

A handsome kitten of good type and promise; the wedge was short with well padded whisker pads to "finish" the wedge. His large, pointed ears were set and held vertically on the head with a flat plane between them. His angle is developing and the nose was virtually straight. He had a good chin. His almond eyes were a good green and very expressive. He had an elegant body with a firm, muscular feel, slender legs and a good tail. The coat was a typical kitten coat, soft to the touch, a little long on the back and reasonably dense. It was a dark blue but had a silvery sheen. He was shown in excellent condition and had an excellent temperament.
RUSSIAN BLUE KITTEN, FEMALE

2 (1ST NOT AWARDED) LECK & JENKINS' LOVEBLUES ROMA DIVA, 16A, F, 27.7.2009

I was concerned about this female as her type was too Oriental. Her ears tended to flare; they were set and held too wide apart. The profile was straight and the muzzle fined giving a rather triangular wedge. Her eyes were almond shaped and a good green. She had an elegant neck. Her body was long and fine though well muscled. She had fine boned legs and a long tail. The coat felt single; it was short and close lying. It was a medium blue with a silvery sheen. She was well presented in excellent condition and had a sweet temperament. I was sorry to withhold the first prize, but she just did not look "Russian".
USUAL ABYSSINIAN NEUTER

I considered exhibit 264 for the BOB award, he was a handsome lad but his tail was rather short which spoiled the overall balance.
1 PR + BOB MAPPIN'S UK GRAND PREMIER SYRINX SCHERZO, 23, MN, 24.9.2005

A very handsome and balanced cat of excellent type and expression; his head formed a moderate wedge with gently curving contours and a rounded muzzle. His large, well cupped and tufted ears were set well apart on the head. He had very expressive almond shaped eyes with a slightly oblique setting. His profile showed a slight break and the chin was firm. His body was lithe and muscular with slender legs and oval paws. The tail was thick at the base and tapered to a rounded tip. His coat was short, dense and glossy with a resilient texture. The base hair was a rich apricot tone and the black ticking and markings were well defined. There was some darkening of the roots on the shoulders. He was beautifully shown in excellent condition and lived up to his name with a playful, affectionate temperament.
CORNISH REX NEUTER, MALE

1 PR/WH LOWELL'S MEGGYMOO DANTES INFERNO, 33 36, MN, 23.3.2009

An elegant boy who balanced well with a firm, muscular feel; his wedge was of medium length with high cheekbones. The ears were large but set and held too wide. The skull was flat between the ears and the profile, after curving gently at the brow, was straight. The chin was fairly strong. His eyes were oval and set almost straight with a slight slant to the outer edge. He had an elegant neck with a hard, muscular body, long, straight legs and a long, fine, tapering tail. The coat was short, dense and fine but virtually straight apart from a few shallow waves on the sides. There was a bare patch on the tail. He was well presented in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament but I could not award the certificate with that coat.
CORNISH REX NEUTER, FEMALE

1 PR + BOB MARSHALL'S PREMIER INDASIA LEYLA, 33 40 3W, FN, 8.8.2007

A confident, balanced female with type and style; her head formed a balanced, medium wedge with high cheekbones narrowing to a rounded muzzle. Her ears were large, mussel shaped and set rather high on the head with a flat plane between them. She had very expressive oval eyes that were set virtually straight giving her that unique "wise" expression that is so attractive in Cornish. The profile showed a gentle curve at the brow and the nose was straight. The chin had depth. She had an elegant neck and a solid, muscular but elegant body with long straight legs and neat, oval paws. Her coat was beautiful; it was short, dense and silky with a beautiful healthy sheen. It rippled well with dense waves all over. She was well shown in excellent condition and had a confident, charming temperament.
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
