AC BRITISH & SELKIRK REX GRAND PREMIER, MALE

1 IGP SMITH'S GRAND PREMIER TEMPLEGATES MOONSTONE, 39, MN, 20.6.2005

A handsome, mature cat with excellent type and balance overall; his head showed breadth of skull with a round face and full cheeks. His neat little ears were rounded at the tips and spaced well apart in the contours of the head. His nose was short, broad and of uniform width. He had a good chin and level bite. His eyes were an excellent green, large and well opened with black eyeliner to emphasize the gentle expression. He was cobby and strong with solid muscle tone and he stood low on sturdy legs. The tail was of medium length and rounded at the tip. His coat was dense, slightly longer on the lower spine area but had a lovely crisp texture. He was evenly tipped with black on a silvery white base and was beautifully presented. He had a gentle, affectionate, confident temperament.
RES: McCOLL'S GRAND PREMIER TOPMARX SIR LANCELOT, 17, MN, 12.6.2007

Another very pleasing BSH of excellent type and quality; he was cobby with a solid, muscular feel. The head had breadth and the face was round with full cheeks and a well developed muzzle. His ears were small with rounded tips and they were set well apart in the contours of the head. His eyes were large, round, well-opened and a good orange tone. He had a short, broad nose and a good chin. He was compact and had breadth of chest. He stood low on strong legs and the tail balanced well. His coat was reasonably dense and crisp. He was a good cream and fairly clear of markings and sound. He was shown in excellent condition and had a delightful temperament too.
AC BRITISH & SELKIRK REX GRAND PREMIER, FEMALE

1 IGP SMITHS' CHAMPION & GRAND PREMIER TEMPLEGATES CARMEN, 39, FN, 3.3.2004

A very beautiful and balanced female who I see is the older sister of my male imperial winner! She was very feminine but solid, muscular, cobby and compact. Her head had lovely breadth with a round face and full cheeks. Her neat little ears were spaced well apart; they were rounded at the tips. Her nose was short, broad and straight. Her chin had depth. Her eyes were large, round and very expressive. The black eye liner emphasized them well. She had an excellent body with sturdy legs and a medium length tail to balance. Her coat was reasonably short, dense and crisp. There was even black tipping on a sparkling silvery white base. She was shown in excellent condition and had a sweet temperament.
AV ORIENTAL PREMIER, MALE

1 GPR/WH HAMILTON'S PREMIER EMERPUS HOCUS POCUS, 37K, MN, 12.5.2006

An elegant and fine boned cat with the most delightful, affectionate personality who was shown in superb condition; his head formed a long, narrow wedge with large ears set high. His eyes were green but rather small and very deep set which spoiled the oriental expression for me. There was a slight dip to the profile but the chin had depth. He had an elegant neck. His body was long, fine and muscular with very good legs and tail. His coat was silky, fine and glossy but a little long. The colour was a beautifully rich, spicy cinnamon that was virtually clear of ghost markings and sound. I was sorry to withhold the grand certificate, but I felt the problems with his head type precluded the award.
AV ORIENTAL PREMIER, FEMALE

1 GPR/WH FYFE'S PREMIER BETABIL MYFAIRLADY, 29C, FN, 5.8.2008
A pretty female with a sweet nature; her wedge was even with large ears set a little high. Her eyes were of oriental shape and set and a very good green. There was a slight bump on the profile and the chin had some depth. She had an elegant neck and a long, fine, muscular body with good legs and tail. Her coat was of excellent quality; it was short, fine and close-lying. The colour had a brownish tinge rather than the frosty colour with a pinkish tone I would expect in an oriental lilac. I took her to daylight to make sure the colour was not affected by the available hall lighting but it was a dull tone and for that reason I could not award the grand certificate. She was shown in excellent condition and her coat had a healthy gloss.
PERSIAN TABBY COLOURPOINT ADULT

1 CC + BOB McCLUSKEY'S JENZJEWELS SPOILTFOR CHOICE, 13b15, M 17.4.2009

A young male with promise and one who is developing well; his type is very good and he was strong, muscular, well grown and well boned. The head showed excellent breadth to the skull with neat little ears spaced well apart and low in the contours of the head. The forehead was well rounded. His cheeks were full as was his muzzle. His eyes were large, full and round with a pleasing depth of blue and a bold expression. His nose was short and broad with a full leather and a stop. His body was cobby and muscular with strong legs and tufted paws. The tail was bushy and balanced well. His coat was fine, dense and silky. His red tabby points were a rich, clear colour with the markings well defined. The colour on the mask and his other points matched well. There was excellent contrast between the tabby points and the apricot white body. He was beautifully presented in sparkling condition and had a sweet, affectionate temperament.
AC TABBY & WHITE KITTEN

1 + BOB THOMSON'S KITTIQ PHOEBE, 12a2t, F, 16.8.2009

A pretty kitten who is developing well; she was cobby, strong and well boned. Her head was broad with rounded contours and neat little ears spaced well apart. They were rounded at the tips, not unduly open and well furnished. The forehead was rounded. She had a short, broad nose and a stop. The cheeks were full as was the muzzle. Her eyes were large, round and an excellent colour. Her expression was bold. She was compact and felt solid and muscular. She had breadth of chest and stood low on sturdy legs with large, tufted paws. Her tail was short, bushy and balanced well. Her coat was reasonably dense, fine and silky. She had very good tabby markings on her face in blue against a cool beige agouti ground. She had a white moustache and a white patch on her chin. The "M" was clearly defined. It was difficult to assess the tabby pattern on her back as it was diffused and the ground colour was very pale. She had white patches on all four legs and on her underparts. She could have had a little more preparation, particularly on her stomach. Her temperament was confident and friendly.
CHOCOLATE/LILAC BIRMAN ADULT

1 CC + BOB McGOWAN'S ESAYA DREAM LOVER OF DYFRIG, 13C3, M, 4.4.2009

A young male with promise; his head had breadth with medium ears set well apart. The top of the head was slightly rounded; his cheeks were full and his muzzle well developed. His eyes were large, almost round and very expressive. His profile was good and he had a reasonable chin. He had a strong, muscular body with good legs and a bushy tail. His coat was silky and a good length but could have had more preparation. The points were a rich milk chocolate colour and there was good contrast to the ivory body. His gloves and gauntlets were pristine and well shaped. He had an excellent temperament and was in good condition too.
RED SERIES BIRMAN ADULT

1 CC + BOB McGOWAN'S DYFRIG GYPSY CREAM, 13C6, F, 19.5.2009

A very attractive Birman female who was beautifully presented; she has very promising type and a sweet, gentle expression. Her head has breadth with rounded contours and medium ears set well apart. Her cheeks were full and her muzzle developing well. Her eyes were large, almost round and a lovely shade of blue. She had a good profile and her chin had depth. Her body had length with good boning and firm muscle tone. Her coat was silky with good length and a pleasing ruff to frame the face. Her points were a rich tortie and all points showed both colours. Her body was warm and although there was some shading, there was plenty of contrast. Her gloves were neat and snowy. Her gauntlets were pristine but one squared slightly. She had a delightful temperament and a pleasure to judge.
2 CRAIG'S BULLAMOOR CHERRYBLOSSOM, 13C6, F, 22.5.2008
Another pretty female who was unlucky to meet the winner; she also had promising type and a good expression. Her head had breadth with well set ears and rounded contours. She did have tufts on her ears which made them appear pointed. Her cheeks were full and her muzzle is developing. She had a slight dip in the profile and a tiny bump on her nose. Her chin could have a little more depth. Her eyes were large, almost round and a very good blue. Her body was long with good legs and tail. Her coat was silky, a good length and slightly curled on her stomach. She had a ruff to frame her face. Her tortie points were well mingled and all points showed both colours. Her gloves and gauntlets were immaculate and well shaped. She was shown in excellent condition and had a sweet temperament.
BRITISH GOLDEN TIPPED ADULT

1 CC + BOB SMITH'S CLYDE V D PRONKSE SCHONEN, 75, M, 15.4.2009

A young male who showed to advantage out of his pen and standing on the table; he had good type and balance overall. His head had breadth with neat ears set well apart in the rounded contours. His face was round with full cheeks. His nose was short, broad and of uniform width. His chin was fairly strong. His eyes were large, round and well opened with black eye liner and a brilliant green colour. His body was cobby and strong with a solid, muscular feel. His chest was broad. He stood low on strong legs. His tail was of medium length and thick with a rounded tip. His coat was slightly long, but dense and crisp. The base was a rich golden apricot with not a hint of grey roots; he was evenly tipped with black. He was a little shy but sweet tempered and was shown in excellent condition.
2 SMITH'S TEMPLEGATES TIBERIAN SUN, 75, M, 24.7.2009
This young male had good cobby type and was well balanced overall and developing well. His coat was a little long but dense and crisp. I had some problems with his colour and pattern. He had a heavy spotted pattern on the body and clearly defined rings on his tail. The apricot base was cooler in tone and his body appeared ticked rather than tipped. He was in excellent condition and had a sweet temperament.
BRITISH COLOURPOINTED ADULT, MALE

BOB MACLEAY'S CHAMPION KRUZINKAL STEEL DAWN, 40 4, M, 15.6.2008

This young male, almost two years old, was an excellent size, solid, muscular, strong and cobby. He had excellent eyes that were a clear blue and a lovely expression. His points had a frosty tone and there was excellent contrast.
1CC CORBELL-McQUEEN'S LARNIKAT MR BEAUBUMBLE, 40 3, M, 16.5.2008

This young male is maturing well with breadth to his head and a round face with full cheeks. His ears were neat and set well apart in the rounded contours. He was a little anxious in the pen and his ears appeared to be set a little high, but they settled well when he relaxed. His eyes were large, well-opened and expressive. The colour was a reasonable blue. His nose was short, straight and of uniform width. He had a good chin. His body was compact, cobby and solid with a broad chest and short, thick legs. The tail balanced well. He had a dense coat that was relatively short and crisp in texture. The points were a dark chocolate though with some warmth. There was shading to the ivory body but also contrast. He was shown in excellent condition and had an excellent temperament too.
2 GORDON'S FREANDRA WHISKEY GALORE, 40 15, M, 18.7.2009
This is a young male who was looking rather "kittenish"; his head appeared small for his body. The brow was a little heavy and there was an acute nose break. His cheeks need to fill out as does his muzzle. He had superb eye colour but he would not open them fully so they seemed almond in shape. His nose was short, broad and straight. His body was a little fine and the tail pointed. He has a good coat with some crispness of texture. There were clear red tabby points and good contrast to the body. He was shown in good condition and had an excellent temperament. I think he needs more time.
BRITISH COLOURPOINTED ADULT, FEMALE

1 CC ORBELL-McQUEEN'S BEAUNOUVEAU LILY LAVENDAR, 40 4, F, 30.6.2009
A very pretty and promising young female who was cobby, compact and well balanced; her head had breadth with neat little ears fitting well into the rounded contours. Her face was round with full cheeks. Her nose was short, broad and of uniform width. She had a good chin. Her eyes were excellent! They were full, round and well opened and a good shade of blue. Her body was solid and muscular with sturdy legs and a good tail to balance. Her coat was short, dense and crisp with frosty lilac points and excellent contrast to her magnolia body. She was shown in excellent condition and had a confident, friendly temperament.
2 MACLEAY'S KRUZINKAL MOYERS SPICE, 40 9, F, 7.5.2009

Although older than the winner, this female seemed small, immature and lacking the solid muscle and strong boning I would expect. Her head appeared small in relation to her body and her ears seemed rather prominent and open. Her eyes were expressive and a good blue. Her nose was short and broad. She had a reasonable chin. Her body is compact and needs time to mature. Her coat was short, dense and crisp with excellent markings and contrast. She was in excellent condition and had a sweet temperament. I think, with time, she could be rather nice.
EGYPTIAN MAU NEUTER

1 PR + BOB JOHNSON'S PREMIER POLLYSTAR BRONSON, 78 30S, MN, 15.5.2005
A strong, muscular but elegant Mau; I felt his head could be slightly more rounded but it was of medium length with moderately large ears set fairly well apart and continuing the lines of the head. The muzzle showed a slight pinch and the chin sloped away. His eyes were a good shape and were set straight beneath a level brow. They were a good gooseberry green and he had a worried expression. His nose was of uniform width. His profile showed a gentle contour. His body was of moderate length with a hard, muscular feel. His legs were elegant with almost round paws. His tail was of medium length and tapered to a rounded tip. His coat was of medium length and close-lying with a resilient texture. His silver ground was, for the most part, clear but with some slight tarnish on the nose. His markings and spots were well defined and black. He was shown in excellent condition and had an excellent temperament too.
ORIENTAL SPOTTED TABBY ADULT

1 CC + BOB WOOLLEY'S TARTANROSE BLUEBELLE, 38A, F, 14.5.2009
A very attractive female; she had a medium wedge with even lines. Her ears were large and set well apart to make an equilateral triangle. The profile was virtually straight and the chin had some depth. Her eyes were of oriental shape and set; they were a good green and very expressive. She had an elegant neck. Her body was long, fine but solid and muscular with long, fine legs and a good tail. Her coat was short, fine, close-lying and glossy. She had defined blue spots on a cool, beige agouti ground. Her facial markings were defined; her legs well barred and tail ringed. She was shown in excellent condition and had a delightful temperament.
ORIENTAL CLASSIC & MACKEREL TABBY ADULT

WRONG PATTERN: CAMPBELL'S DEDANNAN REFLECTIONSINBLUE, 44A, F, 28.5.2009
An attractive female of good type and expression; she was very alert and tended to hold her ears a little tall. I liked her oriental eye shape and set very much and the colour was a good green. She had an elegant body with a solid, muscular feel; her legs were long and fine and the tail balanced well. She had a short, close-lying and glossy coat. Unfortunately she was not a mackerel tabby in my opinion. She had a solid, blue saddle on her black but the sides showed clear blue spots against a cool beige ground. There was linkage. She had well defined facials, leg bars and a ringed tail. She was shown in excellent condition and had a sweet temperament.
ORIENTAL BI-COLOUR NEUTER

 1 IC + BOB DYKES' MAZPAHS REBEL ROY, 48B, MN, 24.6.2009
A very handsome cat who was beautifully balanced overall; his head was long and well proportioned with large ears, wide at the base and set to continue the lines of the wedge. He had a straight profile and good depth to the chin. His eyes were of oriental shape and set, slanting towards the nose with a good width between them. They were a lovely green and very expressive. He had a long, slender neck with lovely head carriage. His body was long and svelte with a solid, muscular feel, slender legs, oval paws and a long, tapering tail. His coat was short, fine and glossy. He had white on his face, all four legs and along his underparts. The chocolate was a rich chestnut brown. He was in excellent condition and had a confident, affectionate temperament.
2 SAMPHIER'S EIREACHDAIL AINTMISBEHAVIN, 48 38D, MN, 24.2.2009
Another very handsome bi-colour of excellent type and quality; he was long, muscular and elegant with excellent balance and style. He was a rich, bright red spotted tabby with pure white patches on the face, legs and underparts. His coat was short, close-lying and glossy. Sadly, although his eyes were of excellent oriental shape and setting, the colour was a deep orange. He was in excellent condition and was confident and affectionate.
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
