AC SELKIRK REX GRAND CHAMPION

1 GCC/WH MARSLAND-ROUND'S CH CATBALU INDIANA, 79S 31d, M, 26.6.2004

A mature male who had an affectionate nature; I had issues regarding his type as I felt his head was too round without the rectangular muzzle and well padded whisker pads to give it the Selkirk "look". The skull had breadth with neat ears set well apart and in the contours although I felt they were small rather than medium in size. He had full jowls which accentuated the roundness of the face. His eyes were round but a little deep set rather than open. The nose was short, fairly broad with a slight downward slant. The chin sloped away; it was weak and stained. He was cobby and solid but too short in the back so lost the required rectangular look to the torso. The legs needed more substance. The tail was thick and of medium length. His coat was of fairly uniform length but lacked preparation and presentation. It was neither soft nor plush and was impossible to run your fingers through. It was coarse and "crisp" in texture on his back. The coat was well waved. His feet were badly stained and my overall impression was of a cat that had not been prepared and groomed for the show. I felt his type issues precluded the awarding of a Grand Challenge, but I was also dismayed at the lack of show presentation.
RED SERIES PERSIAN TABBY ADULT

1 CC + BOB HOWES' GR CH HONEYMIST EDANA, 8E, F, 12.4.2007

Such an attractive Tabby of very good type and lovely expression; the head was round with breadth and balance to the skull. The ears were small, neat and tufted. They were set well apart and low. Her nose was short and broad with a stop. The leather was fully formed. The bite was good and the chin firm. She had superb eyes, wide open, large and round. The colour was a deep orange that looked so beautiful in her rich tortie tabby face. Her body was cobby and muscular with short, sturdy legs and a short, full tail to balance. Her coat was a good length, dense and silky; it was beautifully prepared and presented and there was a healthy gloss. The agouti ground was a rich coppery tone overlaid with red. The markings were defined although the black was broken with rich red. She had a clear "M" to the forehead with lines going over the head. The back was a little solid but there were signs it was breaking to form parallel lines. The oysters were clearly outlined on the sides. Her legs were barred and there were some rings noted on the tail. The stomach had some markings but with the colour and the ground tone so rich it was more difficult to ascertain. She was shown in excellent condition and had a delightful temperament.
RED SERIES SMOKE PERSIAN KITTEN

1 + BOB PEARSON'S DANMOSO HONEY HONEY, 6F, F, 29.7.2009

A sweet kitten of good type and expression; the head had breadth and was well rounded with small ears that were set well apart and well furnished. She had width at the muzzle and her cheeks were full. Snub nose with fully formed leather and open nostrils. Her eyes were large and round; they were set well apart and the colour is very promising. She had a very pleasing expression. Cobby body with a firm, muscular feel; the legs were short and sturdy with tufted paws. Short, bushy tail that balanced well. The coat was dense and a good length. She had a cream mask but at the moment she has silvery white extending along the shaft of the fur on her body with some bands of cream although I did not penalise her for that. The cream is pale and I think she has promise when her kitten coat sorts itself out. Well presented in excellent condition and with an excellent temperament.
TORTIE & WHITE PERSIAN KITTEN

1 + BOB KEW'S FIRANTY AZTEC PEARL, 12 1, F, 16.5.2009
A strong, cobby kitten with excellent substance and muscle although still very feminine; she had good type and balance overall. The head was round with breadth of skull and neat, well furnished ears set well apart. At present there is a light bump between the ears and I hope that will sort itself as she develops. Her cheeks were full and her muzzle had breadth. She had a short, broad nose with a stop. The leather was full. The chin was firm. Cobby body with a solid, muscular feel; sturdy legs and large, round, tufted paws. The tail was short and bushy. Her coat was long, fine and silky with a pleasing frill to frame the face, she looked good but there could have been more preparation to her underparts. She had a small inverted "Y" on the face with red and black patches. There were patches of both colours on the body and tail. The coat was marginally coarser in texture on the back. She was shown in excellent condition and had a sweet temperament.
BLUE TORTIE & WHITE PERSIAN KITTEN

1 + BOB RODRIGUEZ-CASTRO'S CHERMICICAN GEORGIEGIRL, 12 2, F, 30.7.2009

A very confident kitten who showed herself well. Her head had breadth and rounded contours but she was so alert that her ears appeared to be set high. The latter were small, rounded at the tips and well furnished. She had full cheeks and a rounded forehead. Her nose was short, broad and had a stop. The nose leather was fully formed. Her eyes were large, full and round, promising in colour and very expressive and bold. Cobby body that had firm muscle tone with sturdy little legs and round paws that were well tufted; her tail was short, bushy and balanced well. Her coat was long and thick with a fine, soft texture. She was beautifully presented with the white immaculate; the cream and blue patches were pale and virtually sound. She had a white chevron on her face with patches of cream and blue. There were both colours on the body and tail. She was in excellent condition and had an excellent temperament.
BRITISH BLACK KITTEN, MALE

OUGHTIBRIDGE-HEARLEY'S ALEJANDRO PAINT IT BLACK, 15, M, 31.7.2009
A five month kitten who was cobby, strong and well grown for his age. He is developing well and the head had breadth but his cheeks need to fill out. The ears were a little large, rounded at the tips and set well apart in the contours of the head. The nose was short, broad, of uniform width and there was depth to the chin. His eyes were full and round with a most promising colour developing and a pleasing expression. Compact body with excellent muscle tone; he stood low on sturdy legs. The tail balanced well. Short, dense coat that was a little soft but it was a good, dense black that was virtually sound and had a lovely healthy gloss. Excellent condition and temperament.
BRITISH BLACK KITTEN, FEMALE

1 + BOB SHEPHERDS' TRUBRIT HAPPY GOTH, 15, F, 17.7.2009

An extremely pretty female with excellent type and expression; she was cobby and compact with a solid, muscular feel and excellent boning. The head was broad with a round face and full cheeks. Her neat little ears were set well apart in the contours of the head. The nose was short and broad and the chin had depth. Excellent eyes that were well opened and round; a deep copper tone is developing. Excellent body, legs and tail. She had a short, dense coat of crisp texture that was jet black and sound. I felt she was very promising.
BRITISH LILAC KITTEN

1 + BOB SMITH'S MALRIC INTHEPINK, 15C, F, 22.6.2009

A pretty female with good type and balance; she had very good head type with breadth to the skull and a round face with full cheeks. Her ears are a little large at present but they were set well apart in the rounded contours of the head. Her eyes were large, round and an excellent colour with a sweet, innocent expression. She had a short, broad nose and a reasonable chin. The body was compact and muscular with sturdy legs and a tail that balanced well. Dense coat that was a beautiful frosty lilac; although there were some ghost markings, the coat was virtually sound. She was beautifully presented in excellent condition and she had a delightful temperament.
BRITISH BLUE KITTEN, MALE

1 WEBB'S KOLINGA ELWOOD JACK, 16, M, 31.8.2009

A handsome young male of excellent type; he was cobby and compact with promising boning and solid muscle tone. Very good head showing breadth to the skull; the face was round with full cheeks, a short, broad nose and good chin. His ears are a little prominent at the moment but they are rounded at the tips and set well apart in the rounded contours of the head. Excellent eyes that were full and round and a pleasing colour. Strong body with sturdy legs and a good tail to balance. He still has his baby coat that was rather soft in texture but it was short and dense. The blue was a soft, pale tone but there is silver tipping present. He was beautifully presented in excellent condition and with an excellent temperament.
BRITISH BLUE KITTEN, FEMALE

1 + BOB ZERILLI'S WILLOWOOD MITZI FIZZBUCKET, 16, F, 18.6.2009

A very attractive and balanced kitten with promising type and style; the head was broad and well rounded with full cheeks. Her ears were a fraction prominent but set well apart in the head contours. Her face was round with a short, broad nose and good depth to the chin. She had beautiful eyes of excellent colour and a wonderful expression. Her body was compact and solid with cobby conformation. She stood low on strong, sturdy legs. Her tail was thick and rounded at the tip but a fraction short. I was really impressed with her coat quality, it was short, dense and crisp in texture. It felt absolutely "correct" and was a very attractive blue. It was the coat quality and texture that decided the BOB award!
BRITISH CREAM KITTEN, MALE

1 + BOB TAPPING'S TAPMACKS PRETTYBOY FLOYD, 17, M, 29.5.2009

A handsome, well grown kitten who was looking strong, compact and solid; he had lovely breadth of head with a round face and full cheeks. His nose was short, broad and straight. The chin was firm with good depth. His ears were small, rounded at the tips and set well apart in the contours of the head. He had really expressive eyes that were large, round, well opened and a pleasing deep copper tone. The body was cobby and it was obvious he is well fed! He stood low on short, strong legs with round paws. The tail was thick and of medium length with a rounded tip. His coat was short, dense and a good texture. It was a very attractive "powdery" pale cream. Some ghost markings were apparent and the tail was ringed. Well presented in excellent condition and with a superb temperament.
2 WILLIS' CRYSTALMIST SAND-STORM, 17, M, 17.7.2009
Another handsome and well grown kitten who was compact and cobby with a solid, muscular feel and strong boning. The head had breadth with a round face and full cheeks. The nose was short, broad and straight and the chin firm. He had large, round, open eyes of excellent colour and expression. Strong body, short in the back with depth of chest and he stood low on strong, sturdy legs. The tail balanced well. His coat was short and dense; the texture was good and although a good cream, it was not as pale and powdery as the winner's. Some markings were apparent and the tail was heavily ringed. Excellent condition and temperament.
BRITISH CREAM KITTEN, FEMALE

1 TILLEY'S SKELLUM HONEYBUN, 17, F, 25.5.2009

A rather shy but sweet tempered female of good type and balance; the head had breadth and the face was round but the cheeks could be more full. The nose was short, reasonably broad and straight. The chin sloped away. Her ears were neat and set well in the contours of the head. Her eyes were a promising colour, full and round. The body was compact and muscular with good legs and tail. Her coat was reasonably dense although a little flat on the back. The cream was of medium tone and sound but the tail was ringed. Presented in excellent condition.
EGYPTIAN MAU ADULT
1 CC + BOB WICKS' CHANTINA AMISI OF MEMPHIS, 78 30, F, 21.4.2008

A very attractive, elegant and balanced bronze female of moderate type with a slightly rounded wedge of medium length; her ears were quite large, broad at the base and moderately pointed with ample width between them and a slight flare. They were set well back on the head but cupped forward giving her an alert expression. There was a slight curve to the profile at the nasal bridge. Her nose was of uniform width and her brow level. Her eyes were large and shaped like rounded almonds; they were set straight giving her that unique worried expression. The colour was green. Her muzzle was gently rounded. Her body was of medium length, lithe and graceful with a firm, muscular feel. The legs were elegant and her paws dainty and almost round. The tail was of balanced length and it tapered. Excellent coat quality, it was of medium length and close lying with a beautiful sheen. The colour was rich and there was excellent contrast between the ground colour and the well defined spots and markings. She was beautifully presented in excellent condition and a confident, friendly personality.
CHOCOLATE BURMESE ADULT

1 CC + BOB BEIRNE'S CH MINAHTO CHOCOLATE CARDAMON, 27B, F, 22.10.2007

A mature and elegant chocolate female of excellent type and expression; her head formed a short wedge with lovely width at the cheek bones and a blunt finish to the muzzle. The top of the head was gently curved, as was the forehead when viewed in profile. The ears were of medium size and set well apart to continue the lines of the upper part of the face. She had a distinct nose break and there was good depth to the chin. Her eyes were set well apart. The top line slanted slightly towards the nose and the lower line was well rounded. The eye colour was chartreuse. Her body was of medium length with a hard, muscular feel. She had elegant legs that were slender and in proportion with neat, oval paws. Her tail was of balanced length and tapered to a rounded tip. Her coat was of medium length; it was fine, glossy and close-lying. The chocolate was warm in tone and was even. Excellent condition and temperament.
AOC TORTOISESHELL BURMESE NEUTER

1 PR + BOB BATCHELDER'S KYMIAN BLUEBELL, 27G, FN, 29.12.2008

A very attractive blue-tortie with excellent type and I really loved her wicked expression. Excellent head that formed a short, blunt wedge with width at the cheeks. Her medium ears were set well apart and continued the lines of the face. Short nose with a definite nose break and good depth to the chin. Her eyes were of excellent shape and set. The colour was a pale yellow. She was so balanced with a firm, muscular body and slender legs with a tapering tail that gave overall balance. Her coat was of medium length but fine, close-lying and glossy. Very attractive pattern, soft blue grey intermingled with shades of cream. She was beautifully presented in excellent condition and had an excellent temperament. 
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
