AV SLH GRAND PREMIER, MALE – A LOVELY LINE-UP OF SIX HANDSOME CONTENDERS!
1 IGP IZZARD'S IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER VANBELMA NITRO EXPRESS, 13C1, MN, 31.8. 1992

A really handsome seal Birman, looking wonderful at his age and a total delight to judge! He has excellent type with breadth of head and rounded contours. His ears were medium in size and spaced well apart. His nose was of medium length, straight and with a slight dip in the profile. His eyes were large, almost round and an excellent blue with a soft, gentle expression. He had a long body with excellent muscle tone and medium length legs with excellent boning. His tail was bushy and in proportion, giving him balance overall. His coat was a good length, silky and beautifully presented. There was a ruff to frame his face! His seal points were a warm, dark brown; the body had some shading but there was plenty of contrast with that slightly golden halo to give it warmth. Well marked gloves and gauntlets. Shown in excellent condition and with such a sweet, purry personality!
RES: BUNCE'S UK & IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER COONTASTIC NIJINSKY, 64 31T, MN, 27.10.2005

Another very handsome cat, beautifully presented in superb condition and with a healthy gloss to his coat; he had excellent type and balance with a medium length head and strong, square muzzle with a firm chin. His ears were large, set tall; they were broad at the base and well furnished and tufted. His eyes were very expressive, round with an oblique setting and spaced well apart. His nose was of uniform width with a shallow curve at the bridge. His cheeks were fairly full and he had high cheekbones. His body was strong and muscular with breadth of chest and strong, substantial legs with large, round, tufted paws. His tail was long with width at the base and profuse. His coat was in excellent condition with an undercoat and a beautiful glossy top coat. His classic pattern was excellent; although his back was a little solid, you could see where the parallel spine lines were coming back. Excellent condition and temperament.
AV SLH GRAND PREMIER, FEMALE – FIVE FABULOUS FEMALES IN THIS LOVELY LINE-UP!
1 IGP BUNCE'S IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER KEVERSTONE CLEMENTINE, 64 31ET, FN, 11.2.2007

A very attractive and balanced female who was a little shy but beautifully presented in sparkling condition. Excellent type with a balanced head of medium length, square muzzle and fairly good chin; her ears were large, broad at the base and set tall. She tended to hold them a little wide when she was in the pen but they were fine when she was being judged. Her large eyes were full and round with a slightly oblique aperture. Her cheeks were fairly full and she had high cheek bones. Her nose was of uniform width with a good profile. Long body with excellent muscle tone gave her a rectangular appearance and she had substantial legs and large, tufted paws. Her tail was a good length to balance. Superb coat for quality and pattern – her tortie tabby had such rich tones and the glossy topcoat just gleamed with health and vitality. 
RES: SEMOS' UK GRAND CHAMPION & GRAND PREMIER PRIDNJOY ARABESQUE, 13C1, FN, 20.8.1999 A beautiful Birman of senior age who was looking very regal! Her type was excellent with breadth and balance to her head. She had well set ears of medium size. Her profile showed a slight dip. Her eyes were large, almost round and a good depth of blue with a soft, gentle expression. Her muzzle was well developed but her chin sloped away. She had an excellent body, legs and tail. Her seal points were warm in tone and although there was some shading, her body showed contrast and had the desired "golden saddle". Her gloves and gauntlets were well shaped and pristine. She was presented in excellent condition and had a delightful temperament.
AC BRITISH PREMIER, MALE

I was SO disappointed exhibit 196 could not be handled as he looked really handsome and he was the most beautiful frosty lilac colour that was really even in tone. In the afternoon he was behaving beautifully for his owner and seemed really cool, calm and collected!

1 GPR N/A TOLHURST'S CHAMPION & PREMIER VECTENSIAN SPORTY SAM, 19, MN, 6.5.2004

This boy had a rich red classic tabby pattern and a lovely dense, crisp coat but he seemed rather immature and rangy, particularly for his age, although he had firm muscle tone. His head appeared a little small in relation to the body. The ears were rounded at the tips and set well apart but were rather prominent. I would like to see more breadth to the skull and fullness to the cheeks. His eyes were full, round and a deep orange tone. His nose was short, broad and straight but his chin sloped away. His body was a little long in the back, making his torso rectangular rather than compact. He had fair boning to the legs with round paws. The tail balanced well. He was shown in excellent condition and had a good temperament.
AC BRITISH PREMIER, FEMALE

Here was another cat that was not going to allow us to handle her and so I was not able to judge exhibit 199.
AC SIAMESE OR BALINESE PREMIER, MALE – There were five males present in this class but, apart from the winner, they did not seem at all happy or show themselves to advantage. 
1 GPR TOBIAS' IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER SHERMESE FUNANDGAMES, 32 1, MN, 9.9.2006
A very handsome and relaxed seal Tabbypoint of excellent type and style! His head formed a long, even, triangular wedge with large, well pricked ears, broad at the base and set well apart making a perfect equilateral triangle. His oriental eyes slanted towards the nose and were a brilliant blue; his expression was haughty and confident. His profile was long and straight with good depth to the chin. His body was long and elegant but solid and muscular with long, fine legs and neat oval paws. His tail was fine and tapering but could be an inch longer for perfection. His coat was quite short; it was close lying and glossy. His points were well defined with excellent barring to the legs and a reasonable number of rings on the tail. Excellent colour to the points and though the body had shading, there was contrast. He was presented in excellent condition and had a delightful temperament.
2 (RESERVE W/H) HARRINGTON'S LOLUJA CASTINGASPELL, 32 10, MN, 8.9.2007

An elegant, muscular apricot point but he would not relax and so his large ears appeared high, giving an overall effect of an isosceles triangle. The profile was straight but the chin sloped away which weakened the wedge. The forehead was a little flat. His eyes were of oriental shape but rather deep set although a very good blue. Long body with firm muscle tone and long legs with neat oval paws. The tail was fine and balanced. His coat was of medium length, fairly close lying although a little coarse in texture on the spine. Good points colour and though the body was shaded, there was contrast. He was presented in excellent condition and he had a good temperament.
AC SIAMESE OR BALINESE PREMIER, FEMALE

1 GPC N/A CORPS' CHAMPION & GRAND PREMIER PANDAI NEASSA, 32B1, FN, 20.2.2005

This girl had excellent type and looked very elegant. Her head formed an equilateral triangle with large ears, broad at the base and set well apart. There were even lines to the muzzle and a fairly good chin. Her eyes were a brilliant blue but she was not very happy and her left eye seemed to "turn in". I wondered if she were stressed? She had a long, fine body with good legs and tail. Her coat was of medium length but fine and close lying. Her tortie was black with cool shades of red and there was virtually no contrast between the points and the body. She was in excellent condition but I felt she was not of sufficient quality for the Grand certificate.
2 HAYWOOD'S PR MONARD COSMIC GIRL, 32/3, FN/ 12.8.2005

A muscular female of fair type and balance; her head formed a moderate wedge with reasonably large ears set quite well apart. Her eyes were a little full but did slant towards the nose. They were a medium blue. She had a virtually straight profile and a reasonably firm chin. Her body was moderately long and muscular with fairly fine legs and oval paws. The tail tapered and was long enough to reach the shoulders. The chocolate tabby points were well defined and there was good contrast to the ivory body. Her coat was of medium length, fine and close lying. She was shown in excellent condition and had a sweet temperament. She was a nice female but not "grand" material in my opinion.
CHINCHILLA ADULT, MALE
1 CC N/A NEALE'S CHAMPION CUSHKA JUSTANILLUSION, 10, M, 30.8.2007

A mature male with excellent muscle tone and feel to him; his head had breadth across the top with small, well furnished ears set well apart. He had a snub nose with a fully formed leather that was a little pale in tone. His eyes were large, round and really expressive. The colour was a good blue-green. His muzzle lacked breadth and his chin could be firmer. His body was cobby with short, thick legs and his tail short and bushy. Unfortunately he was lacking coat and although the fur was fine, it felt dry rather than silky. Without the pure white undercoat to give his top coat "body" and lift, everything appeared flat and he was heavily tipped which made him appear shaded. His lack of frill made his face appear "exposed" and I felt this was why his muzzle appeared to lack breadth. His coat was short on the back. His paw pads were black. I felt with his coat problems I could not award the certificate.
CHINCHILLA ADULT, FEMALE

1 CC N/A NEALE'S CUSHKA AUTUMN SERENADE, 10, F, 25.8.2008

This female felt muscular and was a good weight. Her head had breadth with rounded contours and small, well furnished ears set well apart. She had width at the muzzle and a snub nose with a fully formed brick leather. Her body was cobby and muscular with short, strong legs and a short, bushy tail to balance. She had a fairly long and dense silky coat with evenly distributed black tipping on her back, flanks, head, ears and tail. There was rather a yellow tinge to the fur on the tail. Her paw pads, eye rims and lips were black. Her underparts were white. She was heavily stained on her face and was not up to the standard for the CC on the day.
BROWN OR BLUE TABBY MAINE COON ADULT

1 CC + BOB GILLMAN'S MABALAKAT ROTHKO, 64 41W, M, 23.2.2009
A young male with excellent muscle and boning who is developing well; his head is marginally long at present but he has the potential for balance with maturity. The ears were large, tall and wide at the base with excellent lynx tips. They were set about one ear's width apart and high giving him a really alert look. His muzzle was square and the chin firm. His cheeks were fairly full and he had the high cheek bones to give the muzzle the correct definition. His nose was of uniform width with a shallow, concave curve at the nasal bridge. His eyes were very expressive; they were full and round with  a slightly oblique setting. His neck was moderately long and is thickening nicely. His body was a good size, rectangular in appearance with breadth to the chest. He had long, substantial leg with large, round, tufted paws. His tail was a good length, tapering and well furnished. He was beautifully presented with a really glossy topcoat. His fur was shorter on the head, neck and shoulders but increased in length down the sides and he had shaggy breeches and belly fur. His classic markings were well defined and although the "saddle" was a little solid, there are signs it is beginning to break. He was shown in excellent condition and had an excellent temperament too.
BRITISH CREAM ADULT

1 CC EVANS' EVAVALE MAMMA MIA, 17, F, 29.5.2008

A female coming into maturity with style and balance; her head had breadth with a round face and full cheeks. Her ears were neat, rounded at the tips and placed well apart in the contours of the head. Her nose was short, broad and straight. Her chin had reasonable strength. Her eyes were large, round, well opened and a good orange tone. Her body was cobby with firm muscle tone and good boning. Her coat was short, dense and crisp. It was a dark cream but even in tone and fairly sound. She was presented in excellent condition and had an excellent temperament.
AC SELKIRK REX NEUTER

BOB RYAN'S PREMIER CURLU NEVE, 79S 40 5, FN, 19.4.2008

A beautiful Selkirk Rex female of excellent type, conformation and curly coat! She was beautifully presented and thoroughly enjoying her day at the show.
EGYPTIAN MAU NEUTER, MALE

I considered exhibit 302 for the BOB award but he was at that "in between" stage where the balance was not quite right. His ears were held a little high and his head was a little small in relation to his body. It is important not to allow Maus free access to food as they can be rather greedy and then their elegance is blurred!

Exhibit 304 was withdrawn from consideration as he belonged to my steward!
EGYPTIAN MAU NEUTER, FEMALE

BOB WILLIAMS' GRAND PREMIER SANTILLO JASMIN, 78 30S, FN, 3.7.2007
A very beautiful silver Mau of excellent type and worried expression; her coat was resilient and the black markings and spots well defined against the silver agouti ground. She had some faint brownish marks on her shoulders and I wondered whether that was from saliva when she washed herself?
BROWN BURMESE ADULT, MALE

I considered exhibit 312 for the BOB award – he had excellent type and a wonderful expression, his coat gleamed like satin and the colour was a really rich seal brown. It was a close run thing, but the female winner looked so wicked I could not resist!
1 CC MACOY'S CHAMPION KYMIAN WESTON, 27, M, 22.3.2008

A handsome, balanced cat of very good type and style; his head formed a short wedge with width at the cheeks and a blunt finish to the muzzle. The top of the head was gently rounded with medium ears, broad at the base and rounded at the tips set well apart but continuing the lines of the upper part of the face. In profile, the forehead was slightly rounded and he had a short nose with a distinct break. There was good depth to the chin. His eyes were large and very expressive; the top line slanted towards the nose and the lower line was nicely rounded. The colour was clear chartreuse. His body was of medium length with a solid, muscular feel with a strong, rounded chest and straight back. His legs were slender and the paws oval. His tail was of balanced length and tapered to a rounded tip. His coat was short and close-lying with a lovely gloss to the rich, dark brown. There were a few scattered white hairs on the shoulders. He was presented in excellent condition and had a superb temperament.
BROWN BURMESE ADULT, FEMALE

BOB MATTHEWS' CHAMPION ADSETBU KATCHYN KAHLUA, 27, F, 17.11.2006
A very attractive female who was a rich, warm seal brown; her type was excellent and she had such a wicked expression although her temperament was friendly and affectionate. She looked elegant but felt really muscular.

1 CC RANSOM'S CARINIS FIRSTKISS, 27, F, 15.2.2008

A very attractive female who was alert and friendly; she had very promising type and style. Her head formed a short, broad wedge with a blunt finish to the muzzle. Her ears were broad at the base and rounded at the tips. They were set well apart and continued the lines of the upper part of her face. Her eyes were large, they appeared a little too round as she was so interested in her surroundings but were excellent when she relaxed back in the pen. The colour was chartreuse. The profile showed a distinct break and she had a firm chin. Her body was of medium length and felt firm and muscular. Her legs were slender with neat, oval paws. Her coat was of medium length and close lying. Her coat was a warm tone but was slightly darker on the face. Excellent condition and temperament.
2 RIDDLE'S CATAMARIAN BACCARAT, 27, F, 2.4.2008

This female was firm, muscular and elegant with slender legs and a body of medium length with a rounded chest and straight back. Her tail was of balanced length and tapered to a rounded tip. Her head formed a medium wedge with width at the cheekbones but the muzzle rounded. In profile she had a break in the profile and reasonable depth to the chin. The ears were medium in size and spaced well apart. Her eyes were large and lustrous. The colour was good. Her coat was of medium length, glossy and close-lying; the colour was a warm, even seal brown. She was well presented in excellent condition and had an excellent temperament.
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
