AC PERSIAN NON-SELF CHAMPION

1 GCC CRAIG & BELL'S CHAMPION SHEERBLISS MYSTICAL CHARM, 70 12a6ts, F, 15.5.2009

A very pretty female who was a gorgeous colour with a well defined classic pattern; excellent silver base and the white was immaculate. Her type was very good with breadth and balance to the head. The contours were rounded with neat little ears spaced well apart. She had a short, broad nose with a stop and good depth to the chin. Her cheeks were full as was her muzzle. Her eyes were large, full and round with excellent depth of colour and a bold expression. Her body was cobby, muscular and well developed. She stood low on strong, sturdy little legs. Her tail was thick and rounded at the tip. Her summer coat was reasonably dense and stood away well from the body. Although she was moulting in the humid heat of the hall, she was well presented in excellent condition and had a delightful temperament.
AC BRITISH CHAMPION

1 GCC SMITH'S CHAMPION ANYAMANEE MDM POLKADOT, 39f, F, 4.4.2008

An attractive queen of very good cobby type and showing overall balance; her head had breadth with a round face and full cheeks. Her ears were neat, rounded at the tips and set well apart in the contours of the head. Her eyes were full, round and well opened. The colour was a deep orange and she had a very pleasing expression. Her nose was short, broad and of uniform width. There was good depth to the chin. Her body was compact and well muscled with sturdy legs and a medium length tail to balance. Her coat was a trifle long but reasonably dense for the season and it had a lovely crisp texture. The tipping was even and a good cream. She was shown in excellent condition and had an excellent temperament too.

RES: BALFOUR'S CHAMPION NORSHELIAN SHADYLADY, 36e, F, 22.2.2008

This female had good type but I felt her coat showed the effects of the season more and was rather flat and soft. This made her appear rangy. Her head had breadth but I would have like more fullness to the cheeks. Her ears were fairly small and spaced well apart in the contours of the head but appeared slightly prominent. Her eyes were a good shape and setting but the colour was pale. Her coat was short and she was a very attractive tortie smoke colour. She was shown in excellent condition and had a sweet temperament. She deserved the Reserve as she does have the quality and the coat problems are seasonal.
AC SELKIRK REX CHAMPION

1 GCC WEBER'S GRAND CHAMPION CRINKLES HOPE, 79L 21, F, 11.9.2005
A beautiful Selkirk of gorgeous type and expression, she was my Best of the British Section on the day. Her head had breadth and balance with full cheeks and an excellent rectangular muzzle with prominent whisker pads to emphasize the look. Her ears were of medium size and set well apart in the contours of the head. She had that slight downward slant to the nose and lovely depth to the chin. Her eyes were large, set well apart and very expressive. Her body was rectangular with a solid, muscular feel. Her legs were strong and her tail balanced well. She had a reasonably dense summer coat that was prepared and presented to perfection. It was soft and scrunchy with excellent curls and waves. It was slightly straighter down the spine but she had curls in all the right places. She was a real character, shown in excellent condition and with a confident, affectionate temperament.
AV FOREIGN ORIGINAL CHAMPION, MALE

1 GCC KELSALL'S CHAMPION PONTABY ALESSANDRO, 23, M, 5.5.2009

A young male of excellent type and style who was confident and showed himself to great advantage; his head formed a moderate wedge with rounded contours. His ears were large, well cupped with little tufts and set well apart. His eyes were of almond shape, set well and very expressive. His profile showed a slight dip and there was depth to the chin. He had an elegant neck and lovely head carriage. His body was of medium length, lithe and muscular with slender legs and a very good tail to balance. His coat was short, fine and close lying but of the correct, resilient texture. The base was a rich apricot with well defined black ticking and markings. He was shown in superb condition and had an excellent temperament.
AV FOREIGN ORIGINAL CHAMPION, FEMALE

1 GCC MATHER'S CHAMPION MAKIMA DESERT ROSE, 23, F, 3.10.2008

An elegant, well balanced female of excellent type and style; her ears were large, well-cupped and set well apart on her medium wedge with a rounded muzzle. She had a slight nose break and good depth to her chin. Her eyes were large and very expressive; they were a rounded almond shape and a deep hazel tone. Her body was lithe and muscular of medium size and build. Her legs were slender and elegant with oval paws. The tail was quite thick at the base and tapered to a rounded tip. She was a rich colour with an apricot base and well defined black ticking and markings. She was shown in excellent condition and had a calm, confident temperament.
AC SIAMESE/BALINESE PREMIER, MALE

1 GPR SAXON'S PREMIER SHIMILEETA STONECOLDCRAZY, 32/3, MN, 4.10.2006

A handsome cat who was elegant and stylish; his wedge was long with even lines to the muzzle. His ears were large, broad at the base and well pricked. They were spaced well apart, continuing the lines of the wedge. His profile was long with a bump on the nose. There was good depth to the chin. His eyes were of Oriental shape and setting and the blue was of very good depth. He had a long body that was well muscled with long, fine legs and neat oval paws. The tail was long, fine and balanced. His points were an excellent milk chocolate tabby with well defined markings, rings and bracelets. His coat was really short (so lovely to see!), fine and close-lying and there was minimal shading to the ivory body. He was shown in excellent condition and had a sweet temperament.
AC SIAMESE/BALINESE PREMIER, FEMALE – Two beauties in this class, I had to split hairs to decide the placings!
1 GPR SPENCE'S PREMIER SCOTMAR SIMPLY MAGIC, 24, F, 14.9.2007

A very stylish and well balanced female with a long wedge and well set ears spaced well apart to complete the triangle; she had excellent deep blue eyes of Oriental shape and set with the most wicked expression! She had a good profile and excellent depth to the chin. Her neck was elegant and she had graceful head carriage. Her body was long, fine and muscular with excellent legs and tail. Her coat was short, fine and close lying with dense seal points. Although there was some shading there was still contrast to the body. She was shown in excellent condition and was a delight to judge.
RES: MACLEAN'S PREMIER RIVANESS BARBAROSA, 32/1, FN, 29.5.2007

Another beauty of excellent type and expression; her wedge was long and well balanced with width between her large, well pricked ears. Her eyes were of excellent shape, set and expression and a deep blue. She had the slightest dip to her profile but a good depth to her chin. She had an elegant neck and excellent head carriage. Her body was long, muscular, fine and well balanced with excellent legs and tail. Her coat was short, fine and close-lying. Her seal tabby points were well defined and there was good contrast to her body. She was shown in excellent condition and had a superb temperament. 
NORWEGIAN FOREST NEUTER
I considered exhibit 67 for the BOB award. She was very attractive with a good triangular head and an almost straight profile. She tended to hold her ears wide and I felt her tail could be longer. She had a double coat of excellent quality.

BOB COLEMAN'S GRAND PREMIER SKOTKATT BRUN HILDE, 67 14C, FN, 9.11.2004

This female had lovely type and balance and held her ears high to continue her triangular wedge. She needed more top coat but her spotless white coat had a lovely texture and she really did look the part.
SNOW SPOTTED BENGAL ADULT
BOB ROBERTSON & RICHARDSON'S IMPERIAL GRAND CHAMPION ESANES ETOURDISSANT, 76a30, M, 22.4.2008. A magnificent Bengal of superb type, quality and expression; he is so muscular and strong but has a superb, confident and friendly temperament. His colour and markings are excellent and his coat short, very soft and really luxurious. He was my best cat of the day and to paraphrase, "Judging doesn't get better than this!"
USUAL ABYSSINIAN NEUTER, MALE

1 PR + BOB SMITHERS' GLENDAVAN RED KITE, 23, MN, 7.10.2009

A very handsome young cat with lovely type and expression; he had a very pleasing moderate wedge with gentle curves and large, well-cupped ears set well apart. His eyes were of rounded almond shape and very expressive. He had a slight dip to the profile and a good chin. Slight indentations formed the rounded muzzle. He had a firm, lithe, muscular body with slender legs and a very good tail. His coat was of superb quality with a resilient texture and rich colour that almost glowed. His apricot base was bright in tone and the black ticking and markings were well-defined. He was shown in excellent condition with a confident, affectionate temperament.
2 CAMPBELL'S ABYGLEN AVENTURA, 23, MN, 24.10.2008

Another handsome Aby of very good type and balance with a moderate wedge and slight dip to the profile; he had excellent eyes of rounded almond shape and a gentle, smiling expression. He was lithe and muscular with slender legs and a good tail to balance. His coat was short and a good texture. The apricot base was rich in tone and the ticking and markings well defined in black. He was feisty but in lovely condition.
USUAL ABYSSINIAN NEUTER, FEMALE

1 PR CAMPBELL'S ABYGLEN AURIS, 23, FN, 24.10.2008

A very attractive female with lovely type and expression; the moderate wedge was well balanced with curving contours. Her ears were large, well cupped and set well apart. She had a good profile and depth to the chin. She had a lithe, muscular body with elegant legs and a good tail to balance. Her coat was short, fine and close-lying but slightly soft in texture. Excellent rich apricot base coat with well defined black ticking and markings. She was shown in excellent condition and had a confident, relaxed temperament.
2 CLARKE'S ABDERUS ARIADNE, 23, FN, 28.3.2008

This female had good type and a pleasing expression with expressive eyes. She was lithe and muscular with elegant legs and a good tail. Her coat was short, fine but resilient in texture although I felt her base coat was cool in tone although the ticking and markings were well defined in black. She was shown in excellent condition and had an excellent temperament too.
ORIENTAL SPOTTED TABBY KITTEN

1 + BOB GIBSON'S KHERAF FAWKSYGUY, 38D, M, 5.11.2009

Handsome kitten of good type and overall balance; his wedge was long and even with well set ears. They were broad at the base and well pricked. There was a tiny bump on the profile and a good chin. His eyes were of Oriental shape and set but of an olive green. He had a lithe, muscular body that was long with fine legs and neat oval paws. The tail was a good length to balance. He had very good spotting with good contrast between the pattern and the agouti ground. There was some linkage towards the flanks. His coat was short, fine and close with a healthy gloss. He was shown in excellent condition and had an excellent temperament too. 
CHOCOLATE POINTED SIAMESE ADULT, MALE

BOB BRUNO-GRIEVE'S CHAMPION FLUTTERBY CONQUISTADOR, 24b, M, 12.6.2009

This was a handsome, balanced male of excellent type with milk chocolate points and an ivory body.

CHOCOLATE POINTED SIAMESE ADULT, FEMALE

1 CC COX'S KHERAF COXSPIPPIN, 24b, F, 29.8.2009
A young female with pleasing type who is developing well; her wedge was long with even lines and large, pricked ears set well apart. She had Oriental eyes of excellent shape and a good blue. She had a tendency to squint but was fine most of the time and I felt she was feeling the heat. Her profile was long and straight with depth to the chin. She had a long, fine, muscular body with slender, elegant legs and dainty oval paws. Her tail was long and fine giving overall balance and style. Her coat was short, fine and close-lying. Her points were a warm, milk chocolate with lovely contrast. She was presented in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament.

2 MASON'S SERAPIS SPIRITOFADREAMER, 24b, F, 17.7.2008

This female had a long wedge with large ears, broad at the base but set rather high and I would have preferred more width to the top of the head. There was a tiny bump to the back of the head. She had a good profile and depth to the chin. Her eyes were of Oriental shape and setting with a good depth of blue. Her body was long and fine but solid and muscular with very good legs and tails. Her coat was of medium length but close-lying. Her points were a darker chocolate but there was good contrast with the body. She was shown in excellent condition and had a good temperament too.
LILAC POINTED SIAMESE ADULT

1 CC + BOB BRUNO-GRIEVE'S REDMOSS AIMEE ATHELSTAN, 24C, F, 26.5.2009

A pretty young female with type, style and balance; she had a balanced, even wedge with large ears, well pricked and broad at the base that were set well apart to continue the lines of the triangle. Her profile was almost straight and there was good depth to the chin. Her eyes were of Oriental shape and set with a good depth of blue and a pleasing expression. She had lovely head carriage. Her body was long, fine but muscular with elegant legs and dainty oval paws. Her tail balanced well. Her coat was reasonably short, fine and close-lying. She was a most attractive lilac point with a frosty pink tone and there was excellent contrast to her magnolia body. She was shown in sparkling condition and had a confident, affectionate temperament.
