The bonus was that Hilary Dean stepped in to steward for me so we had a fun time enjoying the cats and I could relax in her expert care – I look forward to the Supreme now when we will be working together again. I took on some classes from Christina Dugdale and Malcolm Brace; I send my best wishes that all will be well with them soon and hope the exhibitors were not too disappointed with the changes.

AC PERSIAN GRAND PREMIER, MALE

1 IGP PEACHEY’S IMP GR PR CASHEL HEADBOY, 54, MN, 11.7.2003

I took over this class because Mrs Dugdale could not be present and it was good to see my old friend once again! He has so much personality and shows himself to great advantage; he also showed my steward that some Persians have “cattitude”! Excellent type and balance with a broad, round head and neat little ears set wide apart and well furnished. The forehead was rounded and he had a snub nose with a fully formed brick red leather outlined in black. There was lovely width to the muzzle and a firm chin. Excellent eyes; they were large, round and so expressive. They are a deep emerald in tone with the black “eyeliner” to emphasize their size. He has a solid, cobby body and short, thick legs with tufted paws. The tail was short and bushy and balanced well. Excellent coat and condition, he was groomed to the last hair and his coat was long, dense, silky and fine. His undercoat was a rich apricot that deepened to gold with just a suggestion of darkening at the base of the coat. His chin, furnishings, chest and stomach were apricot and his lips black. He had black “heels” of solid black. Paw pads were black. His tipping was for the most part even with slightly darker effect on the lower back and tail. He was shown, as always in superb condition – a worthy winner of this highest award.

RES DAVEY’S GR PR BRONABA SONGSUNG BLUE, 3, MN, 10.7.2002
Another very handsome exhibit of excellent type, size and substance; his head was round and massive with breadth to the skull. His ears were small, rounded at the tips and set wide apart and low in the contours of the head. His forehead was rounded and his nose short, broad of uniform with and with a stop. The cheeks and muzzle were full and the chin firm. He had large, full, round eyes that were a deep, brilliant orange and very expressive. Cobby body with a solid, muscular feel and he stood low on short, sturdy legs. The tail was short, bushy and balanced well. His coat was a pastel blue and virtually sound. It was reasonably long and thick. The texture was fine and soft but perhaps a little dry. Beautifully presented, he was an impressive cat.
AC PERSIAN GRAND PREMIER, FEMALE

1 IGP SAUNDERS’ GR PR MYSTERE MAKING A SPLASH, 11, FN, 24.6.2006

A beautiful female of excellent type and style; she was very well balanced and presented to perfection. Her head was round with breadth of skull and neat little well-furnished ears set wide apart and low in the contours of the head. Her cheeks and muzzle were full with a strong chin. In profile, her forehead was rounded and she had a short, broad nose of even width with a stop and fully formed leather. Her eyes were large, full and round in a brilliant copper; they were set well apart and the expression was confident and bold. Her body was cobby with excellent muscle tone and substantial boning although she was essentially feminine. She had short, sturdy legs with round, tufted paws and her tail was short and bushy. She had a beautiful coat that was long, thick, soft and fine with a healthy gloss. The black was sound and was well broken by “splashes” (she is aptly named!) of deep red throughout the coat to the extremities. She had an excellent temperament and was a pleasure to judge. 
AC FOREIGN GRAND CHAMPION, MALE

1 IGC ALGER-STREET’S GR CH TYPHAST HURRICANE, 76 30, M, 1.6.2006

A very handsome Bengal male who was in excellent condition and who had a friendly and affectionate temperament; he was a large cat but sleek and muscular. The head formed a broad, medium wedge with smallish ears that were set as much on the side as on the top of the head and followed the contours of the face. They were broad at the base and rounded at the tips. The profile showed a gentle curve. The nose was large and broad and the leather was slightly puffed. He had a full, broad muzzle and a rounded chin that could be stronger. The whisker pads were pronounced. His eyes were almost round, set on a slight slant and large but not bold. The neck was thick and muscular. His body was long with a firm, muscular feel. His back legs were slightly longer than the front and the paws were large and rounded. The tail was of medium length and did taper. He had an excellent short, dense and very soft coat that was luxurious. He had a high degree of rufous colouring giving lovely contrast to his brown markings, spots and rosettes. He had glitter which did give him a very attractive and bright colour. 
2 (RES W/H) GADD’S GR CH KERWIL SKRYRABIN KRIVAK, 16a, M, 26.6.2002

An elegant male who was very, very nervous and flinched when touched. He had a short wedge with a flat plane between the ears and a straight forehead when viewed in profile. There was the slightest concave curve to the profile and a good angle. The ears were a little small but set vertically and appeared pointed. They were wide at the base and continued the lines of the upper part of the face. His eyes were of almond shape, set well apart and a good green. One appeared a little watery. The whisker pads were prominent and the chin reasonably strong. The body was long and well muscled with long legs and neat oval paws. The tail was a balanced length and tapered. His coat was pleasing, it was double and fine in texture with a soft, plush feel to it. The colour was a clear blue that was virtually sound. However, there were distinct rings on the tail and a small patch of white hairs. It was because of the tabby rings on the tail and the white hairs that the Reserve Imperial could not be awarded. He was shown in excellent condition but I was concerned about his temperament as he appeared very frightened although there was no aggression.
AC FOREIGN GRAND CHAMPION, FEMALE

1 IGC WICKS’ GR CH SEREKH CLEOPATRA, 78 30S, F, 11.11.2006

A very attractive and stylish Egyptian Mau of excellent type and quality; the head formed a slightly rounded wedge of medium length with moderately large ears spaced well apart. They were broad at the base and fairly pointed, set well back on the head but cupped well forward so she looked alert. Her profile showed a gentle contour and the nose was of uniform width with a level brow. Her eyes were large, rounded almond shaped and set straight. The colour was a beautiful gooseberry green and she had an excellent “worried” look, unique to the breed. The muzzle was gently rounded and she had a firm chin. Her body was of medium length and felt muscular. She was perhaps marginally plump but not sufficient to blur her elegance. Her legs were slender and elegant with dainty rounded paws. Her tail was of medium length and tapered slightly. She was a beautiful, clear silver with clearly defined black spots and markings. Her coat was of medium length, close lying and glossy. There was a pleasing resilience to the texture. She was beautifully presented in excellent condition and had a delightful temperament.
RES: CAUNTER’S GR CH THICKTHORN LOTUS BLOSSOM, 73b, F, 3.11.2006

A medium sized female who was athletic but graceful and lithe. She had a modified wedge, slightly longer than its width and there was a slight curve from the muzzle to cheek. She had a slight dip in the profile and a broad, square muzzle. There was a moderate whisker pinch. The chin needed to be stronger with more firmness to the jaw. Her ears were moderately large, set at the correct angle and with the correct width between them. Her eyes were large, almond shaped and very expressive. She was well muscled with a good body, legs and tail. The coat was short, close-lying and sleek. The agouti ground was a rich pale copper tone with well defined chocolate spotting and markings. She was shown in excellent condition and had a superb temperament.
AC ORIENTAL GRAND PREMIER
1 IGP ELLIS’ GR PR MYLYNN MOONSHADOW, 62 20, MN, 9.12.2006

A very handsome and balanced cat with a wicked expression! His head was long with the breadth to carry the length and large, well flared ears set well apart and continuing the lines of the wedge. Excellent long, straight profile and good depth to the chin; his eyes were of Oriental shape and set, a lovely green and very expressive. Long, elegant body with a solid, muscular feel; his legs were long and the tail balanced well. His coat was long, fine and silky with a healthy gloss. His tail was plume like. The coat lay flat along the body and fringed down the underparts. He was a lovely mackerel pattern with narrow lines down his flanks. The spine was a little solid but overall I thought the pattern pleasing. Excellent condition and temperament.
AC SIAMESE PREMIER, MALE

1 GPR COSGROVE’S PR BETHANJO THEODORE, 24N, MN, 18.6.07

A long, elegant and balanced Siamese; the wedge was long and well proportioned but I felt his ears, although rather large and pricked could have been set wider. His eyes were oriental in shape and slanted towards the nose. They were a deep, brilliant blue. His profile was virtually straight and the chin had depth. Long body and legs; he felt solid and muscular with a weight that belied his elegance. The tail was just long enough to balance. His coat was short, fine and close-lying. The points were a dark, brownish blue and there was excellent contrast to the off white body. Well presented in excellent condition and he had a pleasing temperament.
BI-COLOURED PERSIAN KITTEN

1 + BOB HOWARD’S PURRDREAMZ ROMANTICA, 12a1, M, 14.3.2009

A handsome kitten who was well grown with a solid, cobby feel and substantial boning. His head was round with breadth of skull and neat little ears, rounded at the tips and well furnished. The forehead was rounded and he had a short, broad nose with a stop and a full, pink leather. The chin was firm and the muzzle developing well. His eyes were large, full and round; the colour is still developing but looks promising. His expression was bold and confident. Well muscled body that was a good size with breadth and depth to the chest. He stood low on short, thick, sturdy legs and large, round, tufted paws. The tail was short and bushy. His coat was a good length, fine and soft in texture with a frill developing to frame the face. The white was immaculate and he had jet black patches to the top of the face, above the eyes and a fully coloured tail. He was shown in excellent condition and had a confident, outgoing temperament.
AOC MAINE COON ADULT, MALE 
1 CC BARLETTA’S CH ISHCUS JAMES BOND, 64 31, M, 7.7.2007

A strong, muscular and rugged male of excellent type and overall balance; his head was of medium length with a firm, square muzzle giving balance. The cheeks were fairly full and he had high cheek bones. In profile there was a shallow concave curve at the bridge and lovely depth to the chin. His ears were large, set and held tall but well apart. They were wide at the base and tapered to tufted tips. His eyes were full and round; they were spaced well apart and with a slightly oblique setting. His neck was thick and muscular. He stood well with a large, solid and muscular body that was level along the back giving a rectangular appearance. His rump was square and his chest broad. The tail was long, wide at the base, tapering towards the tip and was well furnished but not bushy. Excellent coat quality with a healthy gloss; the fur was shorter on the head, neck and shoulders but longer on the back, flanks and tail. The belly fur was shaggy and he had breeches. The undercoat is developing. Excellent condition and temperament.

2 CLAYSON’S LYNDONGRAEY THE SURVIVOR, 64 41D, M, 20.6.2008

At sixteen months I thought this young male very promising and I predict a successful future! Lovely ears and ear set which made his look alert. His head was of medium length with a square muzzle to finish. Large expressive eyes that were full and round with a slightly oblique setting. With more time to mature and for his cheeks to fill out, he will be a force to be reckoned with. Long body with solid muscle tone and promising boning. The tail balanced well. Lovely coat quality; the glossy top coat was a rich red with a well defined tabby pattern. Excellent tail that was profuse but not busy. He was prepared and presented beautifully and had an excellent temperament.
3 ALLEN’S ADATELO SOMERSISLE SUMO, 64 31A, M, 13.5.2008

This male was a lovely size with firm muscle tone and substantial boning; he is looking mature and masculine but I had some issues with his head type. The ears were large, wide at the base and tufted at the tips but they were held far too wide which put the head out of balance. His eyes were full and round with an oblique setting but the expression was rather bland. The cheeks were fairly full but I would like the cheekbones to be higher to give more definition to the muzzle. In profile, there was a shallow concave curve at the nasal bridge, but there was a bump on the nose. The chin was firm. His neck was thick and muscular and the body long and strong. He had good legs and a tail that balanced. At present he is lacking top coat and I felt he could have been better presented. Excellent temperament.

I considered exhibit 47 for the BOB; he was strong, muscular, handsome and beautifully presented. However, I would have liked more breadth to the muzzle and his ears were held wide.
AOC MAINE COON ADULT, FEMALE

1 CC + BOB BARLETTA’S COONTASTIC COPACOBANA, 64 41EW, F, 12.11.2008

A beautifully balanced female with such rich tones to her tortie patches she was relaxed but alert and confident. Excellent type and balance overall with tall, well furnished ears that had width between them and a broad, square muzzle to give the head the balance. Her cheeks were fairly full and she had the high cheekbones to define that muzzle. Large, round expressive eyes that had a slightly oblique setting. Excellent body, legs and tail. Her coat was of excellent quality and beautifully presented. The white was immaculate, the black jet and sound and the red a really rich tone. She had the undercoat and it was covered by the more substantial top coat that was glossy. She has that extra star quality that is difficult to define but judges can recognise it. I was delighted to hear that Sally Tokens later made her Best SLH Adult – congratulations!

2 ALLEN’S EMPURRER MEMPHIS BELLE, 64 41G, F, 7.1.2009

A feisty young female who has promising type and a really good expression; her head was well balanced and her ears set well. She had very expressive eyes. Her cheeks were fairly full and her cheek bones high. In profile there was a shallow, concave curve at the nasal bridge and the chin had depth. She had a good body with firm muscle tone and strong boning to the legs. The tail balanced well and was profuse. At present she is lacking top coat but it is coming through. I do feel though that she needs more preparation to present her to her full potential.
AC SELKIRK REX ADULT

BOB HAZEL’S GR CH WYREWOOD CONQUEROR, 79S 15, M, 6.7.2007

A handsome, relaxed Selkirk of exceptional type and substance. His glossy black coat was soft and dense (all the better for running your fingers through and scrunching!) with excellent rexing. Congratulations on winning his first Imperial!
AC SELKIRK REX KITTEN

1 + BOB BANT’S ASPIRITOUS URIAH HEAP, 79S 16, M, 28.4.2009

A scrumptious blue Selkirk kitten of excellent type, substance and boning! I see from my catalogue he has the same pedigree of the handsome Conqueror and it seems as if he will fulfil all the promise of his big brother! I really loved his coat; it was of fairly uniform length and waved over the entire body. It was thick and dense; stood out well from the body and had a soft, plush feel. He was beautifully presented in sparkling condition and had that typically cuddly, friendly personality of Selkirks.

2 NICHOLLS’ CURLU SIDNEY, 75S 15, M, 28.5.2009

Another promising kitten who was a little overawed by the show and tended to hold his ears a little high. He had a lovely profile and firm chin. The whisker pads were prominent, emphasizing the rectangular appearance of the muzzle. His eyes were large and expressive. Solid little body that was rectangular with very good legs and tail. His coat was short and dense with no sparse patches; it was a fraction coarse to the touch on the lower back and though there were unstructured waves around the neck, on the underparts and around the tail, it was fairly straight across the back. I think he has promise and hope those waves develop further. He was shown in excellent condition and had a very sweet temperament.
RED, CREAM, TORTIE TABBY BRITISH NEUTER

1 PR + BOB TOLHURST’S CH & PR VECTENSIAN SPORTY SAM, 19, MN, 6.5.2004

A cobby, strong cat shown in excellent condition with a healthy gloss to his short, crisp coat; the skull had breadth and his face was round with full cheeks. He had neat little ears, set well apart in the rounded contours of the head; they were rounded at the tips. The nose was short, broad and straight and his chin was reasonably firm. His eyes were large, round and well opened they were set well apart and were a beautiful copper tone. His body was compact with strong muscle tone and well boned legs. The tail balanced well. The coat was dense and was a beautiful deep, rich red with clearly defined classic pattern. Excellent temperament.

I was privileged to judge the Overall Best Siamese and although they were a lovely trio, the Apricot adult, REED’S CH AMYDAY SUNSPANGLED, really stood out for me as a male with the “WOW” Factor!!! I was delighted to hear Mrs Denny made him Best Exhibit in Show – many congratulations!
