AV ORIGINAL FOREIGN CHAMPION, MALE

1 GCC W/H DARBY'S CHAMPION SILVERSMOKE SILVER ARION, 23AS, M, 16.4.2009

A muscular male who was nevertheless rather fine, almost Oriental in body type as his body was long rather than medium in length. His ears were large, well cupped and set well apart. His eyes were rather deep set and lacking the oriental setting which spoiled his expression for me. His profile was virtually straight and the chin shallow. The muzzle showed a decided pinch. His legs were slender and elegant and the tail tapered but it was short and did not reach his shoulders. The coat was of medium length and well ticked but showed considerable tarnishing which spoiled the silver effect. He had stripes on his belly. He was in excellent condition and had a good temperament but not of sufficient standard for the certificate.
AV ORIGINAL FOREIGN CHAMPION, FEMALE

1 GCC THOMPSON'S UK GRAND CHAMPION CHRISAN CORDELIA, 33 40 1w, F, 23.3.2000

A very attractive and well balanced Cornish of excellent type and quality! Her head formed a medium wedge with high cheek bones. Her ears were large and at first seemed a little wide but she held them high and they looked excellent when she was alert. They were wide at the base and rounded at the tips. Her profile was straight with a gentle curve at the brow and a flat plane between the ears. She had a rounded muzzle and a strong chin with a level bite. Her eyes were of oval shape with the top line almost straight and she had a lovely expression. Her body was hard and muscular but elegant with long legs and neat oval paws. Her tail was long, fine and tapering. She had a most pleasing coat! It was short, dense with a soft, silky texture and excellent deep waves all over. Her whiskers and eyebrows were well crinkled. She was shown in excellent condition and had a calm, serene temperament.
AC SIAMESE OR BALINESE PREMIER, MALE

1 GPR TOBIAS' IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER SHERMESE FUNANDGAMES, 32 1, MN, 9.9.2006

A handsome, elegant, balanced Siamese who could have charmed the birds from the trees! He had excellent type and quality. His long wedge was even and had the breadth between the large, flared ears to give am equilateral triangle. His profile was long and straight and he had a good chin. His eyes were of Oriental shape and set; the colour was a brilliant blue. He had a wicked expression that was very appealing. He had excellent head carriage and a long, elegant neck. His body was long, firm and muscular with long, fine legs and neat oval paws. His tail was long, fine and tapering. His coat was reasonably short, close-lying and glossy with excellent tabby points and, although there was some shading to the body, there was good contrast. He was shown in superb condition and was a delight to judge.
RESERVE SIBLEY'S PREMIER ATARIQ FIORI, 24C, MN, 25.1.2009

Another handsome Siamese of very good type and style! His head formed a long wedge with even lines to the muzzle. His large ears were wide at the base and well pricked. They were set well apart and continued the lines of the wedge. He had oriental eyes that were well set and slanted towards the nose. They were an excellent blue. He had a straight profile and good depth to the chin. He had an elegant neck and a long, fine body that was well muscled. His legs were long and fine with oval paws. His tail was fine but could be a little longer for perfection. He had a beautiful coat that was short, fine and close-lying. His points were slightly dark but had a pinkish tinge. There was excellent contrast to his magnolia body. He was shown in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament. 
AC SIAMESE OR BALINESE PREMIER, FEMALE

1 GPR MARTIN'S GRAND CHAMPION & IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER ABICASA CARMINA BURANA, 24C, FN, 13.2.2007  A very attractive and balanced female with type, balance and style. She had an even wedge with width between her large, well pricked ears. The latter were wide at the base and followed the lines of the wedge. Her profile was straight and her chin had depth. She had beautiful eyes, they were of Oriental shape and set and a brilliant blue. She had a wicked, confident expression. She had an elegant neck and a long, svelte body with a firm, muscular feel. Her legs were long and fine boned with dainty, oval paws. Her tail was long and tapering. She had good, lilac points with a frosty pink tone and excellent contrast to her magnolia body. She was shown in excellent condition and had a delightful temperament.
BRITISH BROWN SPOTTED ADULT

1 CC + BOB WILLIS' LORRCLAWS CLOUDED LEOPARD, 30, M, 26.3.2009

A cobby, strong male of very good type and balance; his head had breadth with a round face and full cheeks. His forehead was rounded and he had a short, broad nose but he could have more depth to his chin. His eyes were full, round and well opened. The colour was a deep gold. His body was cobby and compact with solid muscle and very good boning. He was deep in the chest and stood low on sturdy legs. His tail balanced well. The coat was short, dense and reasonably crisp. The spots and markings were clearly defined. The lighting was not helpful but there appeared to be warmth to the agouti ground. Some linkage was apparent on the flanks. He was shown in excellent condition and had a calm, sound temperament.
AC SELKIRK REX NEUTER

I had two gorgeous Selkirks to consider for the BOB award; then, when I saw my catalogue I realised they were brother and sister!! NICHOLS' GRAND PREMIER CURLU NEO was handsome and balanced with excellent type and a lovely dense curly coat; his sister, RYAN'S GRAND PREMIER CURLU NEVE just pipped him at the post as I felt her muzzle was more padded and rectangular and she had the most glorious dense, curly coat that was so therapeutic to scrunch! Well done to both owners for presenting their Selkirks to perfection!
RUSSIAN BLUE ADULT

This was a very difficult class to judge as exhibit 151 was extremely distress and was not able to be handled at all. It was clear she would not be able to be judged at all and I asked the Show Manager to withdraw her from judging as I felt that was the kindest thing to do.

1 CC/WH WHEELER'S WARWICK KAILANI, 16A, F, 11.11.2008

A small female who was looking rather immature and she lacked that essential Russian "look". Her ears were large and held high rather than vertical although they were fairly wide at the base and pointed. The wedge was short but the muzzle was fine and rounded; it lacked the prominent whisker pads to give it a "finish". The forehead was straight but there was a significant dip in the profile. The chin sloped away. Her eyes were set fairly wide apart, of almond shape and a good green colour. Her body was in balance with her size with fair bone and muscle. Her legs were long with dainty oval paws. The tail was fairly long and tapered to a rounded tip. The coat was reasonably short, fine and soft but it was rather flat and lacking density. She was a medium blue and had the desired silvery sheen. She was presented in excellent condition and though she had been intimidated by her neighbour was gentle and sweet tempered.
RED POINT SIAMESE ADULT

1 CC/WH TERRY'S CORSICM JAMBALAYA, 32A, M, 12.2.2009

A small male for his age who was looking very immature and "kittenish"; his wedge was short and out of balance with his large ears. The latter were wide at the base, pricked and set well apart. His eyes were of Oriental shape and set, the colour was a medium blue. The profile was virtually straight but the chin needed more depth. His body was rather rangy and fine with long legs and a tapering tail. The coat was long and open. His points were a reasonable red and there was good contrast. He was in good condition and had a wonderfully friendly, affectionate temperament. He is not of sufficient quality for a certificate in my opinion.
CREAM POINT SIAMESE ADULT

1 CC + BOB COSGROVE'S ZARAFA PENELOPE PITSTOP, 32C, F, 2.8.2009
A very pretty young female who still has some maturing to do but was, nevertheless, so well balanced with excellent type and quality. She had a long, even wedge with width between her large, pricked ears. They were wide at the base and set well apart to continue the lines of the wedge. She had beautiful eyes of Oriental shape and setting. The colour was a brilliant blue and she had an inscrutable, slightly wicked expression. Her body was a good length, firm, muscular and an excellent weight for her size. She had long, fine legs and oval paws. Her whip tail was a good length. She had a short, close coat with cool, pale, powdery cream points and excellent contrast. She was shown in excellent condition and had a delightful temperament. She was later Best Siamese Adult.
AC BALINESE ADULT, MALE

1 CC/WH PININGTON'S SPINDIAMOND IAMISAID, 61C, M, 2.7.2009

This male was very nervous and quite difficult to judge although sweet tempered. His wedge was of medium length with a slight bump on his profile but good depth to his chin. His forehead was rather flat. His ears were fairly large and set well apart. His eyes were set straight but a good blue. Where he was tense and nervous they appeared full and he had a worried rather than wicked expression. His body was long, lithe and muscular with slim legs and a long, tapering plume tail. His coat was of medium length and of excellent quality. It was silky and fine and lay flat along the body. His points were a frosty lilac and there was lovely contrast to his magnolia body. I felt his head type and expression precluded my awarding the certificate although he was in excellent condition.
AC BALINESE ADULT, FEMALE

BOB PININGTON'S UK GRAND CHAMPION SPINDIAMOND PLAYME, 61E, F, 4.8.1999

An attractive female looking wonderful for her age! She has good type and balance overall and very expressive eyes of deep, brilliant blue. She was presented to perfection with impressive coat quality. She was thoroughly enjoying her day at the show and was a pleasure to judge.
1 CC/WH PININGTON'S CHAMPION SPINDIAMOND SONGSUNGBLUE, 61P, F, 22.8.2006

This female was very small and I was surprised to see she was almost four years old. She looked immature. Her wedge was of medium length with rather large ears that were wide at the base and set well apart. Her eyes were of Oriental shape with a slant towards the nose. The colour was a good blue. Her forehead was rather flat although her profile was virtually straight. She had a reasonable chin. Her body was of medium length, fine and a little light weight. She had slim legs and oval paws. Her tail was of balanced length; it tapered and was plume-like. Her coat was silky and fine; it lay flat along the body. Her points were a good colour and she showed contrast. I felt with her size issues and the flat forehead, I was not able to award the certificate. She was in good condition for a small cat and had a sweet temperament.
SEAL POINT SIAMESE KITTEN

1 + BOB BETTS' HEAVENSENT ANA LOUISE, 24, F, 10.11.2009
A balanced kitten of good type; she had a long wedge that was well proportioned with large ears, wide at the base and pricked. Her profile was straight and the chin had depth. She was a little tense and nervous which made her eyes appear full and spoiled her expression. The eye colour was good. She had an elegant neck and a long, svelte body with a firm, muscular feel. Her legs were long with dainty oval paws. The tail was a balanced length and tapered well. Her coat was of medium length but close lying, fine and glossy. Her points were a dark seal and there was good contrast with the creamy body. She was shown in excellent condition and had a gentle temperament even though she was rather overwhelmed by the show.
CARAMEL POINT SIAMESE NEUTER, MALE

I considered exhibit 306 for the BOB award but he was very shaded, had a bump on the back of his head and a visible tail defect.
1 PR + BOB BARNES' PREMIER ABICASA CYBERSPIRIT, 24N, MN, 16.12.2008

An elegant Siamese of very good type and balance although his eyes were rather straight set which spoiled his expression for me. They looked much better when he was snoozing in the pen because then they had the desired slant towards the nose. The eye colour was a good blue. He had a long, even wedge with large, well set ears that were wide at the base and well pricked. The muzzle was fine and he had a good chin.  His body was long, svelte and well muscled but elegant with long, fine legs and oval paws. The tail tapered and was a good length to balance. His coat was short, fine and close-lying. The points were brownish blue although the hall light was not brilliant for assessing the finer points of a caramel tone. He had excellent contrast to his off-white body. He was shown in excellent condition and had an excellent temperament too.
CARAMEL POINT SIAMESE NEUTER, FEMALE

1 PR TURNBULL'S MALIKASIAM MICKALA-MAY, 24N, FN, 2.5.2008

A mature female of good type and style; her wedge was long and even with a fine muzzle. Her large ears were wide at the base and fairly well spaced but she tended to hold them high. Her long, straight profile was good and her chin had reasonable depth. Her eyes were a brilliant blue; they seemed rather full but were Oriental in shape and set when she relaxed back in the pen. She had an elegant neck. Her body was long, fine and muscular with good weight. Her elegant legs were long and fine and her spoon feet dainty. Her coat was short, fine and close-lying. She had very good caramel points and lovely contrast. She was shown in excellent condition and had a sweet temperament. 
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
