AC SELKIRK REX PREMIER
1 GPR WALKER'S PR AMAZOLOU THE NEW SCHMOO, 79S 39D, MN, 13.4.2008

A handsome Selkirk of excellent type and conformation; the head had breadth with rounded contours and he had medium ears, broad at the base and set well apart in the contours of the head. The forehead was rounded and the top of the head slightly curved. The nose had a slight downward slant. Lovely full cheeks; his whisker pads were well padded, giving him a good rectangular muzzle. His eyes were very expressive, large, round and set wide apart. His neck was short and thick. Excellent rectangular body with a solid, muscular feel; he is maturing well! Medium length to the legs which were well boned with firm, round paws. His tail was thick and of medium length to balance. His coat was of fairly uniform length and well waved over most of the body. It was a little straight on the spine but I know that is the norm! The texture was thick and dense and stood away well from the body. It was reasonably soft and plush. He was beautifully prepared and presented in sparkling condition and was a pleasure to judge.
AV ORIENTAL IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER
1 IGP HINCHCLIFFE'S GR PR MYLYN MUMBO JUMBO, 62 36, MN, 25.1.2008
A chatty cat with a really outgoing and friendly personality, he could charm the birds from the trees! Excellent head with large ears, broad at the base and well pricked, set well apart to form an even, equilateral triangle with no exaggeration. Strong, straight profile and good depth to the chin. Excellent oriental eyes that slanted towards the nose and were a brilliant green. He had the most delightfully wicked expression! Long, muscular but elegant body with very good legs and tail. Excellent silky coat of medium length that lay flat along the spine and sides and fringed on the underparts. Excellent smoke with a silvery white base. Beautifully presented in superb condition and well worthy of this highest accolade.

RES: HALLIDAY'S GR PR TOGHAR MIDNITE MAJIK, 37, MN, 18.10.2007

Another very handsome Oriental with a strong, triangular wedge and well set ears that were broad at the base and well pricked; his eyes were of excellent shape, set, colour and expression. Virtually straight profile and good depth to the chin. Elegant neck. Long, muscular body, legs and tail. Medium length coat that was fine, glossy and close-lying. It was jet black and virtually sound. There was some damage between the shoulder blades as though he had been in the wars! Otherwise in excellent condition and he had an excellent temperament.
AOC SOMALI ADULT

1 + CC TAYLOR'S ADNIOSH SAFINA, 63E, F, 15.4.2009

A totally adorable Somali who was 9 months and 3 weeks old, with style, type and elegance! She was well grown for her age and had a firm muscular feel. Her head formed a moderate wedge with gently curving contours and a generous muzzle giving the unique Somali smile. Her ears were large, well furnished and well cupped. They were set well apart but not low. She had a very good profile showing a slight break and the chin had depth. Her eyes were large, almond shaped with an oblique setting and a brilliant hazel tone. She had a really alert, mischievous expression that was so endearing. Her body was of medium length, firm and lithe with a level back. She had long legs and oval, tufted paws. Her tail was long and well furnished for her age; it was broad at the base and formed a brush. Soft, fine coat that lay flat along the spine and was of medium length; her ruff and breeches are developing. Her colour was soft and warm with a pale oatmeal undercoat and well defined fawn ticking and markings. She was so confident and a total purrbox! 
NORWEGIAN FOREST ADULT

This was a wonderful class with some beautiful cats! I did consider exhibit 90 for the BOB award, she was a pleasing female but eclipsed today by my winner.

1 CC + BOB GRANT'S VANAHEIM PHAEDRA, 67 22A, F, 21.1.2009

The baby of the class but so feminine and with the type and expression that sums up a Norwegian Forest cat for me; she was of excellent type and quality and had the assurance of knowing she was very special! She was elegant but muscular and well grown for her age with excellent boning. Her head was triangular with large ears, well furnished and tufted, with good width at the base. They were set high and open with the lines following the lines of the ears. Those ears were just perfect, she couldn't make them appear wrong, even when she was lying on her back, purring and flexing her toes! Large eyes of oval shape; they were well opened with an oblique setting and very expressive. Her nose was long and straight with a slightly rounded forehead and good depth to the chin. Her body was long and muscular with a deep chest she has so much potential for when she matures. She stood high with slightly longer back legs and large, round paws that were tufted. Her tail was long and bushy; it reached to her neck. Outstanding coat quality! It was semi-long and double with a glossy top coat and woolly undercoat. Her ruff is developing well as are her knickerbockers. She was presented in sparkling condition and had a superb temperament.
2 TUCKER'S JHARDUFAE NORDIK NITEQUEEN, 67 31TS, F, 14.4.2008

A very pretty female of very good type and style; The head formed a triangular wedge and she had large ears that were open and set high but sometimes she tended to hold them a little wide. Her eyes were really beautiful, of excellent shape and setting and also really expressive. Long, straight profile and her chin had depth. She was a good size, weight, substance and had firm muscular feel to her. She stood high on strong but elegant legs and had tufted paws. Her tail balanced well. Excellent coat; it was double and had the glossy top coat over the woolly base. She was presented in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament. She was very unlucky to meet such a quality winner.
3 HALL'S NORSKIMAGI WHISPER, 67 31ETS, F, 24.11.2008

A well grown female of good type and balance overall; her head formed a triangular wedge but her ears, although set high and open were a little small. She had expressive eyes of good shape and set. Her profile was long and straight but her chin sloped away. She had a good body with a firm, muscular feel to her. She was deep in the chest and had strong boning. She stood well on long legs with the hind legs slightly longer than the front. Her paws were large, round and well tufted. Her tail was bushy but could have an extra inch for perfection. Her coat was double but a little dry in texture. Otherwise she was in excellent condition and had a sweet temperament.
4 EDWARDS GROGANII BLACK BEAUTY, 67 31, F, 10.10.2007

Although the oldest female in the class, this girl was rather small. Her head formed a triangle and her ears were large but she held them wide. She had expressive eyes of good shape. Her profile showed a small bump and the chin sloped away. Her body, legs and tail were in proportion. Her coat was glossy but lacked the woolly undercoat. Her feet were grubby which spoiled her show preparation for me. She had a sweet temperament.
SIBERIAN KITTEN ASSESSMENT

MERIT NOT AWARDED TO WAREING'S MUSRAFY IVASWKA, 82 20, M, 12.8.2009
Unfortunately when I arrived home I found I had lost the back page of my Assessment Form so cannot give a detailed report on this kitten – I am writing from memory. He was a good weight and substance for his age but I felt he was at a somewhat "gangly" stage where nothing was in balance. His head seemed a little small in relation to his body and formed a triangular wedge with a fairly fine muzzle though good chin. The profile was virtually straight and the forehead was not domed. The nose was of uniform width but the whisker pads were not developed and so did not form a gentle, rounded line. There was a lack of breadth at the cheekbones. His ears were fairly large, rounded at the tips and set well apart. His eyes were oval and set straight. His body appeared long. His legs were substantial and the paws large; they appeared long. The tail was in proportion. His coat was typical for a kitten of his age. It was his head type that concerned me; he did not look "Siberian" and I withheld the Merit for this reason.
SELKIRK REX ADULT MALE

BOB HAZEL'S GR CH WYREWOOD CONQUEROR, 79S 15, M, 6.7.2007

A magnificent cat of excellent type; he is looking so mature and has a wonderful coat – presented to perfection and he has a superb temperament.

1 CC HAZEL'S ASPIRITOUS URIAH HEAP, 79S, M, 28.4.2009

The dilute version of his older brother with all the type, style and potential! Excellent head with rounded contours and breadth of skull; his cheeks were full and his muzzle was of medium width with the padded whisker pads to give it a rectangular look. His ears were of medium size, broad at the base and set well apart in the rounded contours of the head. His nose was short, broad and straight with a downward slant. His eyes were large, round and set well apart. They were very expressive. He was an excellent size with solid muscle and substantial boning. The legs were of medium length with round, firm paws. His tail was of medium length, thicker at the base and rounded at the tip. He had a superb coat; it was thick and dense with a plush, soft texture and of fairly uniform length. He was well waved all over! Wonderful temperament – he was so laid back and a delight to judge.
2 MURPHY'S AMAZOLOU SUPER TROUPER, 79L 43F, M, 17.4.2009
I felt this young male had promise but he was going to need more time to mature and realise his potential. He had good head type with well set ears and expressive eyes. The profile was good and the muzzle rectangular. His body was muscular though a little rangy at the moment. The coat was a reasonable length. The coat had been prepared, but it was dry in texture a little like a homozygous coat can feel. It stood away well from the body and was well rexed but you could not run your fingers through it. He had a lovely temperament and was in good condition.
SELKIRK REX ADULT FEMALE

1 CC CREATON & WALKER'S CRINKLES FORGET ME NOT, 79L 21, F, 17.4.2009

A really beautiful young lady with such a wise "owl" expression and a lively personality! She had excellent head type with well set ears, full cheeks, a rectangular muzzle and bright, expressive eyes of excellent shape and set. Her profile showed a slight downward slant and her chin was good. Excellent size, muscle and boning for her age. She had a really balanced body, legs and tail. Excellent coat quality, she was prepared and presented to perfection! Her coat was thick and dense; it stood away from the body well and had a lovely plush, soft, scrunchy feel to it. It formed loose, individual curls and she had a pretty ruff to frame the face. She was shown in excellent condition and had an excellent temperament to match.
