1 IGC W/H MLYNEK & HAYWARD'S GRAND CHAMPION CONANIMA SNOWDRIFT, 13C2, M, 19.3.2009 A handsome cat with potential but I felt he was not yet sufficiently mature and "finished" for this prestigious award; he looked very good but not "exceptional". His head showed breadth of skull with rounded contours with full cheeks and a reasonably well developed muzzle, but he tended to "pinch" it in! His profile was very good but his chin sloped away. His ears were of medium size and spaced well apart. His eyes were a beautiful blue but were a little too round as he was not relaxed. His body was long with good boning and muscle tone for his age. His legs were of medium length and his paws well tufted and rounded. The tail was in proportion. His coat was beautifully presented; it was still a summer coat but silken in texture; he would have benefited from a full ruff to frame the face. He was an excellent pale blue with glacial contrast. His gloves and gauntlets were neat and pristine. He was in rather a feisty mood and needed careful handling but I was able to give him a fair judgement; I am so sorry he was not in a very good mood as it did affect his "look". 
AV SLH GRAND CHAMPION, FEMALE

1 IGC TWYMAN'S GRAND CHAMPION NORGESKAUKATT GOJENTA-MI, 67 31T, F, 5.7.2008

A very attractive and balanced Norwegian female with a wonderfully "wild" look but with a relaxed, confident attitude! Her head was triangular with large, well furnished ears that were wide at the base and set tall and open. The lines of her ears followed the lines of her head to her chin. She had an excellent profile that was long and straight with a slightly rounded forehead and a strong chin. Her eyes were beautiful with an oblique setting; they were large, oval in shape and she had such a proud, imperious expression. She carried her head well on a long neck. Her body was a lovely size, strong and muscular but still elegant. She stood high on her well boned legs with large, round, tufted paws. Her tail was a lovely length and reached her neck. Her coat was double with a reasonably dense, woolly undercoat and a smooth, glossy top coat on her back, sides and tail. She had a pleasing ruff considering the season. She was beautifully presented and had a wonderful temperament.
AOV SLH PREMIER, MALE

1 GPR MACDONALD'S PREMIER JHARDUFAE DUELLINGBANJOS, 67 31, MN, 22.11.2006
Another Norwegian who was of excellent type and so well balanced; he was alert but relaxed and confident! Very good head with well placed ears that were set high and open; I loved the powdering of white hairs that highlighted his long, straight profile with no break in line. The forehead was slightly rounded and he had a good chin. His eyes were really expressive; they were set oblique, oval in shape and well opened. His body was big and strong with a solid muscular feel and lovely boning but still with the elegance typical of the breed. He had a woolly undercoat that was reasonably dense and his glossy top coat was really good. He had a reasonable ruff, shirt front and knickerbockers for the season. His presentation was excellent and he had a wonderful temperament – a joy to judge!

RES: LAWRENCE'S PREMIER RAGALYN OSCAR, 66 31, MN, 16.10.2006

Another cat that was a pleasure to judge as he was so enjoying his day and the show and had a wonderful temperament! He had very good type and balance overall with a broad head that had full cheeks and a rounded, well developed muzzle. His nose was of medium length with a very slight dip and not retroussé at the tip. His eyes were large, set slightly oblique and well apart. They were a good blue and very expressive. His body was long with a firm, muscular feel. His chest was broad and he looked masculine and strong. He had substantial legs and a good tail to balance. He was well marked with the seal a warm tone. He had good contrast and the white was immaculate although I felt the coat itself could have had more preparation to show him to perfection. He was though in excellent condition and well worthy of the award.
AOV SLH PREMIER, FEMALE

1 GPR LAWRENCE'S CHAMPION & GRAND PREMIER RAGALYN TEQUILA, 66 31A, FN, 28.5.2003
A mature, beautiful female who had very good type and overall balance; her head had breadth and balance with a flat plane and width between her medium ears. They showed a slight forward tilt and were well furnished. Her eyes were large, open and very expressive. The colour was a good blue and they were set well apart. In profile she had a medium length nose with a gentle dip and a slightly retroussé tip. Her cheeks were full and her muzzle nicely rounded with a good chin. Her body was long with very good muscle tone and substance. She had medium legs and a long tail that tapered towards the tip. Her coat was silky, medium long and well presented. She was beautifully marked with pure white and soft blue points. The contrast was excellent. She had a sweet temperament and was shown in sparkling condition.
ANY OTHER FOREIGN PREMIER, MALE

1 GPR/WH FOUNTAIN'S PREMIER DECOSPOT MISTY GLOW, 76 30, MN, 18.6.2004

This Bengal was shown in excellent condition; he was sleek and muscular, had a confident, affectionate temperament but I did have issues regarding his head type and coat quality hence my withholding of the certificate. I felt his ears were large and rather flared and his wedge was rather long for the breadth. The profile showed a gentle curve; the nose was reasonably broad but the leather was not slightly puffed. His chin needed more strength and the whisker pads were not pronounced. His eyes were almost round and a good colour. His body was long with medium length legs and a tapered tail. The coat was too long, lacked density and was close-lying with a resilient feel to it. The colour was cool in tone and there was far too much ticking and agouti invasion in the markings. He was a handsome cat but did not say "Bengal" to me.
ANY OTHER FOREIGN PREMIER, FEMALE
1 GPR FERGUSON'S CHAMPION & PREMIER INDYKATZ BIZZYLIZZY, 76b 30, FN, 20.9.2004

A mature female who was alert, friendly and enjoying her day at the show! She was of very good type and balance. Her wedge had breadth and of medium length with rounded contours. Her cheekbones were high and her muzzle full and broad. Her ears were set well but slightly pointed at the tips. Her eyes were oval and a good blue. She had a good profile but the chin sloped away. She had a broad nose and slightly puffed nose leather. Her whisker pads were pronounced and her muzzle broad. She had a sleek, long body that felt solid and muscular. She had medium legs and a good, thick tail. Her coat was short, dense and very soft and luxurious to the touch. The ground colour was a silvery white with some shading and there were rosettes and spots in a charcoal grey tone. She was shown in excellent condition.
BP BIRMAN ADULT, MALE

1 + BOB KEEPING'S CHAMPION BAYGAZER MCTAV'S SON, 13C2, M, 23.6.2009

A handsome, mature male of excellent size, bone and substance; his head showed breadth and balance with rounded contours, full cheeks and a well-developed, rounded muzzle. His ears were of medium size and spaced well apart. His eyes were large, almost round and very expressive. In profile there was a slight dip and the chin had depth. His body was long, well boned and muscular with medium legs and a bushy tail that was in proportion. His coat was a good length and silky in texture. He had a full ruff to frame the face and it was slightly curled on his stomach. The points were a very good pastel blue with glacial contrast to the body. His gloves and gauntlets were pristine and well shaped. He was shown in sparkling condition and had a lovely temperament.
BP BIRMAN ADULT, FEMALE

1 CC/WH RUSSELL'S DALTEEMA SAFIRE, F, 20.10.2009
A pretty female but she looked very immature and "kittenish"! Her ears appeared too large and flared. The head lacked breadth of skull; her cheeks need to fill out too. Her muzzle fined and her chin sloped away. She had beautiful eyes that were almost round, an excellent blue and with a soft, gentle expression. Her profile was good, showing a slight dip. Her body had length with a muscular feel but her boning was slightly fine. Her tail was of balanced length. She had a silky coat with a good length and a ruff. She was a good blue on the points and glacial contrast to the body. Her gloves and gauntlets were well shaped. She was in excellent condition and had a sweet temperament but needs more time to develop in my opinion.
USUAL SOMALI ADULT

1 CC + BOB MELIA'S CHAMPION SUPATOFT TIKA MASALA, 63, F, 7.7.2009
A very attractive and balanced Usual female with a sweet Somali smile; she had a moderate wedge with gently curving contours and large, well cupped ears that were spaced well apart but not low. She had a slight break in the profile and good depth to her chin. Slight indentations formed her muzzle that was generously curved to help with that smile. Her eyes were very expressive, of almond shape with a slight Oriental setting. She had a medium length body with a straight back; she was well muscled and lithe with slender legs and tufted paws. Her tail was a good length to balance and formed a brush. She had a soft, fine coat that was a rich golden brown made up of the apricot base and well ticked with black. She had excellent black heels to the hock. Her facial markings were well defined and enhanced her facial type. She was well presented in excellent condition and had a wonderful temperament too. 
AC NORWEGIAN FOREST ADULT, MALE

I considered 2 males for BOB only. Exhibit 61 was a nice cat but lacked chin which just spoiled the "finish" to his triangular head. Exhibit 60 had excellent type and a wonderful expression but was wearing his summer coat and that just gave the edge to the female BOB winner.

1 CC GRANT'S NOYNAROCK GANDALF THEWHITE, 67 14B, M, 18.10.2009

A young male who was well grown and very promising for his tender age; his head formed a strong, equilateral triangle with a long, straight profile and slightly rounded forehead. His ears were large, set high with good width to the base. They were well furnished and their lines followed the line of the head to the chin. He had odd eyes that were a lovely shape, set and expression. His body is developing well with a solid, muscular feel and substantial boning. His tail was long, reaching to the neck and was fairly bushy. His coat needs to develop! He has an excellent top coat but he needs to woolly undercoat underneath. He was shown in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament. I feel he has great potential.
2 GRANT'S NOYNAROCK SARYMAN, 67 31ATS, M, 18.10.2009
Another handsome young male with potential but there was a slight bump to the profile and the chin was not as strong. He has expressive eyes. The ears were large and broad at the base but he would hold them wide and that spoiled the lines of his head. He had an excellent body, legs and tail. The coat is developing and there is some undercoat there. He will look good in full coat. He was in excellent condition and had an excellent temperament too.
AC NORWEGIAN FOREST ADULT, FEMALE

BOB TWYMAN'S GRAND CHAMPION NORGESKAUKATT GOJENTA-MI, 67 31T, F, 5.7.2008

1 CC HEALING'S JHARDUFAE ONONOTANOTHAONE, 67 31ETS, F, 24.5.2008

An attractive female of good type and balance overall; she had a triangular head with large ears set very well giving her an alert appearance. She had a good profile although the chin could be stronger. Her eyes were large, oval, well set and very expressive. Her body was strong, long and well muscled with a lovely feel. She stood high with good boning but still retaining elegance. Her coat was double with a thick woolly undercoat developing and the glossy top coat covered her back, sides and tail. She was beautifully presented in excellent condition and had a sweet temperament.
2 GRANT'S NOYNAROCK RYHANNA, 67 20, F, 15.8.2007

This female had a good triangular head with large ears set high and open. They were well furnished. She had a good profile but the chin failed. I really liked her eyes and expression. Her body was long with reasonable muscle although I felt, for her age she could have had more substance. She had a double coat with the required glossy top coat and was presented in excellent condition. She had an excellent temperament.

3 HENDERSON'S NORGESKAUKATT SKVALAJENTI, 67 14C, F, 5.7.2008

This female was well presented in excellent condition and had a delightful temperament. Her head was triangular was a little short and her ears, which were quite large and open, were held wide. She had oval eyes but they were straight set which spoiled the expression somewhat. She had an almost straight profile and a fairly good chin. Her body was muscular and well boned with good legs and tail. She was wearing her summer coat but there was some undercoat with a glossy topcoat. She was immaculate which made her look very attractive. It is hard to keep a white cat so pristine – her owners should be congratulated!
TABBY OR TORTIE TABBY POINT BIRMAN KITTEN, MALE

1 BROWN'S DALTEEMA KOHINOOR, 13C17, M, 5.4.2010

A very handsome and balanced Birman kitten with potential! His head had breadth with full cheeks and a nicely developing muzzle. His ears were in proportion for his age and set well apart. His eyes were almost round, really expressive and a lovely blue. He had a slight dip in the profile and a good chin. His body was long with a lovely, firm, muscular feel and promising boning. His coat was silky and beautifully presented. His cream tabby points are developing well and he had neat gloves and gauntlets. He was beautifully presented in excellent condition and had a friendly, affectionate temperament.
2 RUSSELL'S CRRAILISO CARLOS, 13C15, M, 5.4.2010

Another handsome kitten of very good type and balance – he ran the winner very close and I can imagine judges could go either way with their placings from show to show! For me his eyes although a beautiful blue were marginally too round although I did wonder if this was his first show and he was a little bit overawed? The eye colour was excellent. His head is developing well with breadth to the skull, gently rounded top of head with well placed medium ears; full cheeks and a muzzle that is developing well. He had a good profile and chin. His body was long, firm and muscular with good legs and tail. His coat was  silky and beautifully presented. The points were a clear, red tabby with excellent contrast to the body. He had neat little gloves and gauntlets. His condition was excellent as was his temperament.
TABBY OR TORTIE TABBY POINT BIRMAN KITTEN, FEMALE

1 + BOB BROWN'S DALTEEMA STAR SAPHIRE, 13C12, F, 17.1.2010

A really pretty kitten with a wonderful personality who was so confident and affectionate! She had beautiful type with breadth to her skull and medium ears set well apart with gently curving contours to the top of her head. Her cheeks were full and round and her muzzle is developing well. Her eyes were large, almost round and very expressive. They were a beautiful blue. She had an excellent profile and the chin had depth. Her body was firm and muscular with promising boning to the legs. Her tail was a good length to balance. Her coat was silky and beautifully presented. Her blue tabby points were well defined and there was excellent contrast to the body. She had snowy gloves and gauntlets. She was very well presented in excellent condition and had a delightful temperament.
2 RUSSELL'S CRRAILISO TIA MARIA, 13C18, F, 5.4.2010

A very attractive tortie tabby point with potential! Her head had breadth with full cheeks and a good muzzle. Her ears were of medium size but she tended to hold them a little high. Her eyes were a very good shape, almost round and set well apart. The colour was rather pale in tone. She had a good profile but the chin could have more depth. She had a muscular body with promising boning. Her tail was a balanced length. Her coat was beautifully presented, silky and developing well. She had very attractive tortie tabby points with all showing blue and cream. Her gloves and gauntlets were pristine and a good shape. She was shown in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament.
MAINE COON BROWN/BLUE TABBY KITTEN, MALE

1 + BOB WAITE'S OLIROSE MYKIND OFGUY, 64 41W, M, 25.2.2010

A handsome and balanced kitten who was an excellent size with a solid, muscular feel and substantial boning; his head was medium in length with large, tall ears that were wide at the base, well furnished and tufted giving him an alert appearance. He had fairly full cheeks and high cheekbones which served to emphasise his strong, square muzzle. In profile there was a shallow concave curve at the bridge of the nose and the chin had good depth. His eyes were full and round in an oblique setting. They were very expressive. He had a long body with breadth to the chest and already showing masculine strength. His legs were substantial with large, round, tufted paws. The tail was long and well balanced. His coat is developing very well with the undercoat overlaid with his glossy top coat. The markings were well defined and had warmth of tone. His spine lines are beginning to be apparent. He was beautifully shown in excellent condition and he had a lovely temperament too.
2 GREGSON'S JULESCOON DEXTER, 64 41, M, 25.1.2010

Another well grown, handsome kitten of good type and balance overall. He too had very good ears and ear set. His eyes were round but set straight and slightly deep which spoiled his expression for me. His profile was excellent and he had a good chin. The muzzle was firm and square, helped by his cheeks and high cheekbones. He had a solid, muscular body with substantial boning. His legs were well boned with large, tufted paws. The tail was a good length to balance and well furnished. His coat is developing well and I felt he had promise.
3 MELIA'S ASTROKINI SABRETOOTH, 64 41, M, 30.4.2010
A very handsome baby with promising type and boning; his head was of medium length with a very good muzzle. The ears were large, wide at the base and well tufted and furnished. He held them well, giving him an alert appearance. His cheeks are developing and he had high cheekbones. His eyes were large, round and with a slightly oblique setting. They were very expressive. He had a solid body with good boning and substance for his age. He has a baby coat but it is promising and the classic pattern is defined. Shown in lovely condition and he had a superb temperament.

4 GARDNER'S FELLPURRS RORY RASCAL, 64 41W, M, 19.5.2010

The baby of the class looking very cute! He had excellent ears and ear set. His muzzle was a little narrow and the profile rather straight. Perhaps when and if his cheeks fill out it will give the muzzle more definition. He had expressive eyes. He was firm and muscular with good boning for his age. He had a baby coat but the pattern is coming along well. Shown in excellent condition, he also had a delightful temperament.
MAINE COON BROWN/BLUE TABBY KITTEN, FEMALE

1 CHADWICK'S LIONMAINE NEYTIRI, 64 41AW, F, 24.4.2010

A pretty kitten with a good feel to her and promising boning; she had a medium length head with well furnished ears that were set and held tall. Her eyes were round with an oblique setting and very expressive. In profile she had a shallow concave curve at the nasal bridge. She had a good square muzzle and a strong chin. Her body was firm and muscular with promising boning to the legs. The tail balanced well. Her coat is developing and she was well presented. She had a delightful temperament.
BRITISH BLUE, LILAC OR FAWN TORTIE KITTEN

1 + BOB BROWN'S KOLINGA ULTRA-FUSION, 28, F, 7.4.2010
A gorgeous kitten of excellent type, style and promise; her head was broad and round. She had neat little ears set into the contours of the head. Her cheeks were full and she had a short, broad nose and promising strength to the chin. Her eyes were large, round and very expressive. The colour is still marginally muddy but promising. Her body was chunky and compact. She stood low on sturdy legs and her tail balanced well. Her baby coat was dense and stood out well from the body. The blue-cream is well intermingled. I just loved her and felt she just oozed potential!
AC BRITISH COLOURPOINTED KITTEN, MALE

1 HOLDEN'S LARNIKAT BERTIE DELVES, 40 11, M, 22.3.2010

A handsome kitten of excellent weight, substance and muscle tone; his head had breadth and he had a round face with full cheeks. His nose had breadth but the nose break was rather acute. He had a good chin. His eyes were large, round and expressive. They were a good tone of blue. He had a strong, muscular body with good legs and tail. His coat was reasonably short. The tabby points were well defined and there was very good contrast. I felt the seal tabby colour was a little cool in tone.
He was well shown in excellent condition and had a sweet temperament.
AC BRITISH COLOURPOINTED KITTEN, FEMALE

1 + BOB GARDNER'S BURLEAWAY CHOCOLATE DROPS, 40 9, F, 4.4.2010

A pretty female who felt really solid and chunky! Her head had breadth with full cheeks and her ears were neat. Although they were set well apart, she tended to hold them high. Her nose break was a little acute but she had a good chin. Her eyes were large and round. The colour was a good blue and they were very expressive. She had a very good cobby body with short, sturdy legs and a good tail to balance. She had an excellent coat; it was short, dense and crisp; it stood away from the body well and was a most attractive warm chocolate tortie on the points with good contrast to the body. She was beautifully presented in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament.
BRITISH BLUE, LILAC OR FAWN TORTIE NEUTER

1 PR + BOB LECKIE'S KOLINGA LAURA CROFT, 28, FN, 14.8.2009

A very pleasing female with excellent type, style, quality and expression; her head had breadth with a round face and full cheeks. Her neat little ears were rounded at the tips and set well apart in the contours of the head. Her eyes were large, round and very expressive. They were well opened and an excellent colour. She had a short, broad nose and a good chin. Her body was cobby and compact with solid muscle tone and sturdy legs. Her tail balanced well and was rounded at the tip. She had a short, dense, crisp coat with a good balance of blue and cream although there were one or two patches on her back. She was shown in excellent condition and had an excellent temperament too.
RUSSIAN BLUE ADULT, MALE

1 CC + BOB JOHNSON'S CHAMPION KASHYK CZAR DOMBROVSKI, 16A, M, 8.10.2008

An elegant balanced male of good type and style; his head formed a short wedge with prominent whisker pads giving a broad finish. His ears were large, pointed at the tips and wide at the base. They were set vertically to the head and he held them well. He had a very good angle and nose and his chin had depth. His eyes were set well apart, almond in shape and a lovely green. He had an elegant but masculine and muscular body with slender legs and a good tail to balance. His coat was reasonably dense and soft in texture. It was a medium blue with a silvery sheen. He was shown in excellent condition and had an excellent temperament too.
RUSSIAN BLUE ADULT, FEMALE
1 CC/WH ANDERSON'S ANNALOVA FEDOTIIA, 16A, F, 5.7.2009

This female looked very much better when she was back in the pen, relaxed, as she tended to hold her ears wide and lacked expression when out on the trolley. Her head was short but she needed more prominent whisker pads to "finish" the wedge. She had a good profile and angle but a fair chin. Her eyes were a good green; the shape was almond and they were a good size. She had an elegant neck. Her body was lithe and muscular with good legs and tail. Her coat was reasonably dense and plush. It was medium blue with a silver sheen. I pondered long and hard about the certificate but felt her muzzle was too narrow, lacking the whisker pads and so she did not have, for me, that unique Russian "look".
2 STARK'S CHAMPION DUSHENKA TASHABELLA, 16A, F, 17.12.2005
This female's head was short but her muzzle was rounded and lacked the prominent whisker pads to finish the wedge. Her ears were large, wide at the base and pointed. They were set high rather than vertically and she would hold them wide which ruined her "look". She had almond shaped eyes of a good green. She had a slight dip in the profile and a slight bump on her nose. Her body was lithe, muscular and elegant with slender legs and a good tail to balance. Her coat was flat. She was a medium blue. Her silvering gave a tipped, almost ticked effect that was wrong! She was shown in good condition and had a lovely temperament.
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
