AV SLH IMPERIAL GRAND CHAMPION, FEMALE

1 IGC SIMMONDS' GRAND CHAMPION GAYEMAUDI RINGA RINGA ROSY, 13C11, F, 1.4.2005

A really beautiful seal Tabbypoint Birman of excellent type and quality who was groomed to perfection and showed herself off to great advantage; her head had breadth with rounded contours, full cheeks and a well developed muzzle. Her ears were of medium size and set well apart. In profile she had a medium length nose with a slight dip and good depth to the chin. Her eyes were large, almost round and an excellent depth of blue. She had a soft, gentle expression that was very appealing. Her body was long with excellent boning, muscle tone and substance. She had medium length legs that were sturdy with short, tufted paws. Her tail was bushy and in proportion to the body. Her coat was beautiful! It was a good length, silky and beautifully presented to the last hair! There was a pleasing ruff to frame the face. Her points were a warm seal brown and her markings were well defined against the pale brown agouti ground. Her body showed excellent contrast and was a clear, pale beige with the desired golden hue. Her gloves and gauntlets were neat and snowy! Her temperament was superb and I felt she was a worthy winner of this prestigious award even though she was the sole entrant.
AV IMPERIAL FOREIGN GRAND CHAMPION, MALE
1 IGC ALGER-STREET'S GRAND CHAMPION TYPHAST GREATBALLSOFIRE, 76 30, M, 2.3.2006

An alert, confident and friendly cat who walked out onto our trolley to be judged and showed himself well! His head formed a broad wedge of medium length with medium ears set well. His profile had a gentle cure and the nose was broad with a puffed nose leather. His muzzle showed breadth and was full with pronounced whisker pads and his chin was fairly strong. His eyes were oval in shape, with a slightly oblique setting and very expressive. His body was long, muscular and sleek with medium legs and large, round paws. The tail was reasonably think and balanced well. His coat was short, reasonably dense for the season and soft to the touch. The colour was rich with well defined rosettes and showing good contrast between the rufous ground and the markings. He was shown in excellent condition and was a pleasure to judge. 
AV IMPERIAL FOREIGN GRAND CHAMPION, FEMALE
1 IGC RILEY-JONES' IMPERIAL GRAND CHAMPION BAMBINO SHADOWDANCER, 76 30, F, 25.6.2002

A very beautiful female of excellent type and wonderful expression! She had a superb temperament and showed herself to great advantage. Her head formed a medium wedge with breadth and balance. Her small ears were well placed. Her eyes were very expressive and of excellent shape and setting. Her nose was broad with a puffed nose leather. There was a tiny bump on her profile. She had an excellent body and legs and, her tail was thick! Her coat was short, very soft and luxurious with a high degree of rufous and lovely contrast to the well defined spots, rosettes and markings. She was shown in excellent condition and had a confident, serene temperament.
RES: CHERKAS' GRAND CHAMPION JUSARKA PUSSYWILLOW, 34, F, 18.8.2002
She was an attractive female of very good type and quality. Her head was heart shaped but I felt the forehead was not quite as large as I would have liked. Her ears were large, rounded at the tips and set high so that she looked alert. Her eyes were large and reasonably prominent with a good green tone. Her profile showed a short nose that had the desired downward curve and a slight stop. Her chin was good. She had a medium body that was strong, muscular and semi-cobby. Her legs were in proportion and she had oval paws. The tail was medium in length, balanced well and tapered to a rounded tip. The coat was medium in length, close lying and reasonably glossy. It was a medium blue and had silver tipping. She was shown in excellent condition but was  very calm and quiet; I would have liked more of a Korat conversation!
ANY OTHER FOREIGN GRAND PREMIER, MALE

1 GPR FINCH'S PREMIER SAWADI FIRECRACKER, 76 30, MN, 21.8.2008

Another handsome Bengal of excellent type and overall quality and balance! He had a very good head that formed a medium wedge with breadth of muzzle and prominent whisker pads. His ears were of medium size and set well. His eyes were very expressive, of oval shape and with a slightly oblique setting. The profile and nose were excellent and the chin had depth. His body was long, sleek and muscular with good legs and tail. His coat was moderately short, fine and soft to the touch with a well defined pattern and rich, rufous ground. He was in excellent condition and had a confident, affectionate temperament.
2 (RESERVE WH) HUTCHISON'S PREMIER KIMANI RASTA OF IRREP, 72, MN, 2.7.2009

A handsome Bombay who was strong and muscular but who had elegance and style; I thought he was marginally long in the nose, making his wedge veering towards medium rather than short. However, he was very feisty when I judged him and we had to put him back in the pen before I was able to assess his bite. His eyes looked a beautiful colour and shape. I did not see his profile clearly. He had excellent muscle and balance to the body with good legs and tail. The coat was jet black, really glossy and smooth. He was shown in excellent condition but was not in a good mood at all!!!
ANY OTHER FOREIGN GRAND PREMIER, FEMALE

1 GPR SANDERSON'S CHAMPION & PREMIER JANAMEL DRASNIAN JELITA, 77, FN, 6.7.2005

I thought this female was beautiful! She was alert, friendly and enjoying the show! She had excellent type with a very good head. The skull was well rounded with a definite whisker bread and a moderately short, broad muzzle. The nose was blunt with a slight stop to the profile and good depth to the chin. Her ears were large, wide at the base and well cupped. They were very well set and emphasised her alert appearance. Her eyes were large and very expressive with a dark outline to emphasise their shape. The colour was a very good hazel tone. Her body was lithe and muscular with elegant legs and neat oval paws. Her tail was slender with a blunt tip. Her coat was short, fine and silky with a soft, warm body showing clearly defined sepia ticking. She was well marked. I thought she was one of the most attractive Singapuras I have seen in a long time and her temperament was just superb.
RES: HUDSON'S PREMIER ANOREATONK NORTIETORTIE, 74E, FN, 14.5.2006

Not a happy bunny, but I think it was bad language rather than evil intent! She had good type and balance overall. Her wedge was moderate with a gently rounded top and reasonable width between her medium ears. The muzzle was rounded and she had a definite whisker pinch. Her eyes were almond shaped and slanted towards the nose. They appeared too green but the available lighting did not help where such a subtlety of tone is required. There was the slightest nose break and a moderate chin. Her body was of medium length with a firm, muscular feel to her. She had slender legs and oval paws. The tail tapered and was of medium length. Her coat was close lying and moderately short. It was soft and fine with a glossy shine. Her tortie colouring was very good. She was shown in excellent condition.
ORIENTAL GRAND CHAMPION, FEMALE

1 GCC HATCHETT'S CHAMPION NUTROSTAR HONEYSUCKLEROSE, 43E, F, 19.9.2007

A beautifully balanced female of excellent type and quality! Her head was long and well proportioned forming an equilateral triangle with even lines to the muzzle. Her ears were large and pricked; they were wide at the base and continued the lines of the wedge. Her profile was strong, long and straight with good depth to the chin. Her eyes were of Oriental shape and setting. The colour was a clear green and she had a wicked expression! She had lovely head carriage and a long, slender, elegant neck. Her body was long and svelte with excellent muscle tone. She had long, slim legs and neat oval paws. The tail was long and tapering. Her coat was short and fine; it was close-lying and glossy. The tortie was rich in tone with shades of red mingling well with the black. She was shown in excellent condition and had a proud, friendly temperament.
SEAL POINT BIRMAN ADULT – Two beauties in this class, both worthy of the CC!
1 CC + BOB SIMMOND'S CHAMPION GAYEMAUDI MARIA, 13C1, F, 12.5.2007

A beautifully confident seal Birman of excellent type and style! Her head was well balanced with breadth to the skull and gently rounded contours. The cheeks were full and round and the muzzle generous and well developed. In profile there was a slight dip and the chin was good. Her ears were of medium size and set well apart. Her eyes were large, almost round and an excellent depth of blue. Her expression was soft and gentle – that wonderful Birman "look" that is endearing. She had a long, muscular body with excellent legs and a bushy tail. The points were a warm, seal brown with excellent contrast to the beige body and she had the desired "golden saddle". Beautiful coat that was fine, silky and groomed to perfection! Her gloves and gauntlets were well shaped and pristine. She was essentially feminine but I loved her weight and substance. Excellent temperament too!
2 TARR'S CHAMPION TARKUSHA HELENOFTROY, 13C1, F, 25.2.2004

Another beautiful seal female of excellent type and style who ran the winner close! She had a beautiful expression though not quite the depth of blue to the eyes. Her head type was excellent and well balanced. She had lovely substance and boning with a long body, strong legs and a bushy tail to balance. Her coat was well presented and was silky and fine. Her points were a warm seal and she had contrast. Her gloves and gauntlets were immaculate and well shaped. She was shown in excellent condition and had a delightful temperament.
BLUE POINT BIRMAN ADULT

1CC + BOB GRIFFITHS' MUSCAR JENICOL MARISA, 13C2, F, 20.9.2009

A very pretty Blue Birman female who was a lovely size and substance for eleven months, I felt she shows great promise. She had a broad head with rounded contours, full cheeks and her muzzle is developing well. In profile she had a slight dip and good depth to the chin. Her ears were of medium size and set well apart. Her eyes were beautiful! They were large, almost round and a good depth of blue. Her expression was good. She had a long body with excellent muscle tone and substance for her age with strong legs of medium length and short, rounded paws. Her tail balanced well and was in proportion. She had a beautiful coat that was presented to perfection. It was long and silky with a ruff developing to frame the face. Her points were a beautiful pale blue and there was glacial contrast to the body. Her gloves and gauntlets were neat. She was shown in excellent condition but was rather grumpy!!
AC SELKIRK REX NEUTER

1 PR + BOB NICHOLS' CURLICIOUS DELILAH, 79L 40 1, FN, 6.7.2009
A very attractive and balanced Selkirk Rex with lovely type and expression! Her head was rounded with breadth and balance to the skull. Her cheeks were full and she had a good muzzle of medium width with padded whisker pads to give the rectangular impression. She had a short, straight nose and good depth to the chin. Her body was cobby with a level back and strong muscle tone. She had medium legs that had excellent boning and rounded paws. The tail was thick and balanced well. Her coat was thick and dense. It stood out well from the body and was random and unstructured. It was a little straight on the back but she had tousled curls around the neck, her rear end and underneath. She had a ruff to frame the face. She was well presented in excellent condition and had a delightful temperament.
ASIAN TABBY KITTEN

1 + BOB JAMES' FILANDRE CHASINADREAM, 72 45Q, F, 7.5.2010

A gorgeous kitten who was not four months but so self assured and friendly! I thought she had promising type and quality. Her head formed a short, balanced wedge with good width at the cheekbones and a blunt finish to the muzzle. Her ears were large, broad at the base and rounded at the tips. They were set well apart and continued the lines of the upper part of the face. There was excellent depth between the top of the skull and the lower jaw. Her forehead curved gently and there was a distinct nose break. Her nose was straight and there was depth to the chin. She had beautiful eyes! They were large and lustrous with the top line slanting towards the nose and the lower line generously rounded. The colour is still developing but looked promising. She had an elegant neck and excellent head carriage. Her body was slender but firm and muscular. It was of medium length with elegant legs and neat, oval paws. Her tail tapered to a rounded tip and was of balanced length. She had a baby coat but it was short, fine and close-lying. Her colour and markings were impressive! She had well defined warm, seal brown ticking on a creamy beige ground. She still has the remains of her skull cap but that is beginning to break into a more complex scarab. Her facial markings were very attractive and enhanced her type. I felt she had potential. She was beautifully presented in excellent condition and had a superb show temperament.
