AC PERSIAN GRAND PREMIER, MALE

1 IGP PEACHEY’S IMP GR PR CASHEL HEADBOY, 54, MN, 11.7.2003

It was an excellent start to my day to judge this handsome Golden! He has so much personality and shows himself to great advantage. Excellent type and balance with a broad, round head and neat little ears set wide apart and which were well furnished. The forehead was rounded and he had a snub nose with a full, brick red leather outlined in black. Lovely width to the muzzle and a firm chin. Excellent eyes that were large, round and so expressive. They are a deep emerald in tone with the black “eyeliner” to emphasize their size and expression. Cobby body and short, thick legs with tufted paws. The tail was short and bushy and balanced well. Excellent coat and condition, he was groomed to the last hair and his coat was long, dense, silky and fine. Outstanding exhibit as far as colour is concerned, his undercoat was a rich apricot that deepened to gold with no hint of grey at the base of the coat whatsoever. His chin, furnishings, chest and stomach were apricot and his lips black. He had black “heels” of solid black. Paw pads were black. His tipping was for the most part even with slightly darker effect on the lower back and tail. Shown in superb condition – a worthy winner of this highest award.

RES: BAYLISS’ GR PR TAMOSAH FADE TOGREY, 53A, MN, 6.6.2007

A handsome cat of very good type and expression; the head was  broad and round with a broad snub nose and a firm chin. There was good width between the neat, well furnished ears. His eyes were large and round but a little deep set although he was a little shy. The colour was a pleasing deep orange, even in the poor hall lighting. Excellent cobby body with a solid, muscular feel to him and he stood low on short, sturdy legs with large, tufted paws. The tail was short and full, he held it slightly tense at the tip but there was no defect in my opinion. The coat is coming back well; it was a good length, quite dense, silky and fine in texture. He was showing very pleasing contrast and he had a blue mantle when the coat was smoothed. The undercoat was a silvery white. The legs were more shaded with slight ghost markings. The frill and ear furnishings were silvery white. The nose leather was a dusty pink outlined with blue. The eye rims and paw pads were blue. Excellent condition and sweet temperament.
AC PERSIAN GRAND PREMIER, FEMALE
1 IGP NICHOLLS’ CH & GR PR YOONEEK SHEER MAGIC, 51 4, FN, 22.7.1998
A beautiful shaded cameo looking magnificent for her age; excellent head that was broad and round with a snub nose and lovely width between her small, well furnished ears. She had lovely width at the muzzle, a firm chin and a good bite. Her eyes were very expressive, large and round with a lovely expression. The colour was a very good deep orange. She had a cobby body with a solid, muscular feel though not coarse. She stood low on short, strong legs with round, tufted paws. Her tail was short; it balanced well and formed a full brush. Beautifully prepared, her coat was long and dense with a fine, silky texture. Excellent frill to frame her face. The undercoat was a pale silvery white and she was evenly shaded with black and shades of red. The shading extended around 1 third the length of the guard hairs. Such an attractive effect, she was beautiful. Many congratulations to her owner/breeder!
AV FOREIGN GRAND PREMIER, MALE

1 IGP WILKINSON’S GR PR TONKAHOLICS ANTARES, 74D, MN, 27.3.2003

A handsome cat who was looking good for his age and with a superb temperament. The head was well balanced, giving the impression of an equilateral triangle. The top of the head was gently rounded with good width between the medium sized ears. The latter were broad at the base, oval at the tips and pricked forward. Large, expressive, almond-shaped eyes that were a green/blue although the colour was difficult to assess accurately. Slight nose break to profile and fair chin. Muzzle showed a defined whisker pinch and was nicely rounded. Very good body of medium length that was firm and muscular. The chest was rounded. Slender legs that were well muscled and with neat oval paws. The tail tapered and was rounded at the tip. Close lying coat that was short and fine. The red was a good colour and softly merged from the darker ears, mask, feet and tail to the paler body colour. Excellent condition and temperament.
AV FOREIGN GRAND PREMIER, FEMALE

1 IGP BANDY’S UK GR PR TROIKA ODETTE, 16A, FN, 17.7.1996

A very attractive and balanced Russian lady who was looking magnificent for her age; she had such a sweet personality and that special charm that is unique to the breed. Excellent short wedge with prominent whisker pads to “finish” the effect. Her ears were pointed, wide at the base, perhaps a fraction small by today’s standard but set vertically and the outer line continued the line of the upper part of the face. The top of the head appeared flat and the forehead was straight. The angle was very good and the profile appeared virtually straight. Her eyes were of almond shape and set rather wide apart. They were a clear green with a good depth of colour for her age. Long, graceful body that was well muscled and in excellent balance. She had long legs and small, oval paws. The tail was in proportion and tapered to a rounded tip. The majority of her coat was short, dense and soft although it was slightly thinner on the lower back. Lovely medium blue with a distinct silver sheen. Shown in superb condition and with an excellent temperament.

2 (RES W/H) RICHARDS’ IGR CH & GR PR TONKAHOLICS ISTAR, 74E, FN, 1999

I was very surprised to see who this female was when I received my catalogue as she was totally out of balance on the day in my opinion. She has become very plump and that has totally blurred her type and balance, making her head appear too small in proportion to the body and the tail too short to balance the body (both faults cited in the Guidelines for GCCF Judges issued by the BAC). She does have beautiful eyes that are very expressive but her forehead and top of head were rather flat, there was not a defined pinch to the muzzle and I felt there was a shallow concave curve rather than a slight nose break to the profile. I was also concerned about her coat and colour. It was beautifully close-lying and short with a fine, soft, silky texture but there was no difference in depth of colour between the points and the body, she appeared similar to a brown tortie Burmese. The legs and feet were the same depth of colour as the body, the face and ears. I spoke to a Burmese breeder judge who agreed with me about the lack of difference in the colour. Perhaps the lighting in the hall was not good for the subtleties of Tonkinese colour, but it is such a pity that her type has become out of balance because she is overweight.
RED, CREAM, TORTIE SMOKE KITTEN

1 + BOB NICHOLLS’ YOONEEK LOVEINTHESNOW, 6E, F, 11.4.2009

A very sweet kitten with a lovely personality and the loudest purr, she was really enjoying being at the show and was a delight to judge. She was well grown for her age, solid and muscular but not coarse at all. Her head had breadth and was round with width between her neat little ears. They were well furnished. She had width at the muzzle and a snub nose. Her eyes were large, round and set well apart with a very pleasing expression. The colour is a bit “muddy” at present but is developing. Cobby body with good legs and a bushy tail that balanced well. Fine baby coat at present but she has a mask developing and the frill framing her face was silver to match her ear tufts. Her undercoat is coming through well and the tortie patches of black and shades of red were very pretty. She was beautifully presented in sparkling condition and has potential I feel.
PEWTER KITTEN

1 + BOB DANKS’ TAMOSAH HENNESSY, 53, M, 11.5.2009

A confident kitten who felt solid and muscular, he was a good size and weight for his age. He has good type and balance. The head had breadth and was well rounded with neat, well furnished ears set well apart. He had a broad, snub nose and a good chin. At present his bite was a little untidy, but he is teething and I gave him the benefit of the doubt. The eyes were large and round with a pleasing expression. The colour is developing but is “muddy” at the moment. Cobby body with strong legs that were short and strong. The tail was short and formed a full brush. His baby coat is developing well and although still a little dark at the base the contrast was clear. The face was silvery white with black tipping and his frill and ear furnishing were silvery white. His nose leather was brick with a black outline. There were some leg bars and tail rings evident. Excellent condition and temperament.
2 DANKS’ TAMOSAH HEARTBREAKER, M, 11.5.2009

A sweet kitten who was smaller than his brother and who is still very much developing. His head has breadth and the well furnished ears were set well apart. The eyes were large and round with the colour still muddy at the moment. He is very much teething and his mouth is a little untidy at present. There was width to the muzzle and a good chin. Snub nose with a good leather. Cobby body with a firm, muscular feel to him and short, well boned legs. The tail was short, in balance and forming a brush. Baby coat that was fine and silky with a little silvery frill developing to frame the face. There was very good contrast between the undercoat and the black shading. There were a few leg bars and tail rings visible but he is still very much a baby. Excellent condition and temperament.
GOLDEN KITTEN

1 + BOB COHEN-RANDALL’S VILLIERS ORANGE BLOSSOM, 54, F, 11.4.2009

A very attractive golden kitten with promise; her head was broad and round with good breadth between the ears. The latter were small and well furnished and set well apart. She had width at the muzzle and a snub nose. Very expressive large eyes have the green coming through and looked most attractive with their black eyeliner. Snub nose with a brick leather outlined in black. She is teething at the moment. Cobby body with short, thick legs and tufted paws. Short, bushy tail balanced well. Lovely dense coat that is developing well. The texture was fine and silky. Lovely rich apricot that is deepening to gold. Light but definite black tipping that was even. Some grey at the base of the undercoat with some tabby markings on the legs and grey at the elbows. She was beautifully presented in superb condition and had a delightful temperament.
AOC MAINE COON ADULT, MALE

1 CC BARLETTA’S CH ISHCUS JAMES BOND, 64 31, M, 7.7.2007

A strong, handsome and masculine Maine Coon of excellent type and balance. The head was of medium length with a firm, square muzzle. The ears were large, well furnished and set tall but well apart. Very good profile and the nose was of uniform width. Good depth to the chin. He had fairly full cheeks and high cheek bones giving definition to his muzzle. Expressive round eyes in an oblique setting. Long body and legs with solid muscle tone and substantial boning. The tail was long and reached well round to his neck. His undercoat is developing – I can see that since I saw him last at the Three Counties Show and his glossy top coat was beautifully presented. The black was jet black and the white immaculate. Ruff coming along well now making him look rather majestic! Excellent temperament and condition.
AOC MAINE COON ADULT, FEMALE

I considered exhibit 67 for the BOB award; she is a beautiful female of excellent type and was presented to perfection but missed out today to the younger female who looked outstanding.

1 CC + BOB BARLETTA’S COONTASTIC COPACOBANA, 64 41EW, F, 12.11.2008

A beautiful female of excellent size, boning, muscle and substance who was looking so mature for 9 months. The head was of medium length with a square muzzle and firm chin. Her cheeks were fairly full with high cheek bones. Excellent ears for size and set; they were large and tall with width at the base and they tapered to appear pointed. Although they were set high they were also well apart. Lovely feathers and ear tufts. Very expressive eyes that were full and round with a slight oblique setting and width between them. Lovely chin depth. Large body with a solid, muscular feel and breadth to the chest. Long legs with substantial boning and large, round, tufted paws. The tail was long with profuse fur and gave overall balance. Coat coming in well, it was really glossy and so attractive with the rich tortie tabby patching and the pristine white. Ruff beginning to develop. Excellent condition and temperament.
MAINE COON BROWN/BLUE TABBY NEUTER

BOB ALLEN’S GR PR DOTCOM SAMPSON, 64 31T, MN, 30.1.2005
A big, handsome, gentle Maine Coon with a lovely muzzle and expression. I thought his brown tabby was warm but I did think he could have had a bit more grooming, particularly on his underparts. Nevertheless well worthy of the award.
MAINE COON SILVER TABBY SERIES NEUTER

BOB GRANT’S PR MABALAKAT SILVER SURFER, 64 41SW, MN, 10.1.2008

A handsome, relaxed and confident Maine Coon of very good type, wonderful size, substance and muscle tone. I would just like his ears to be held taller. He had been presented to perfection and stretched the length of my trolley playing the piano with his paws!!!! 
ORIENTAL SHADED NEUTER

1 PR + BOB CLEMENTS’ PR LUNATORA SILVERMINSTREL, 43BS, MN, 14.8.2007

A really handsome fellow who was long, elegant and stylish. Balanced wedge with even lines. Large ears, wide at the base but held a little high. Very good eyes for shape, colour and expression. Straight profile and depth to the chin. Long body and legs with neat oval paws. He was firm and muscular and felt surprisingly heavy. Short coat that was fine and close lying. Excellent even shading on a clean silvery base. Excellent condition and temperament.
AC MAINE COON, NORWEGIAN FOREST OR SIBERIAN BREEDERS ADULT
1 BARLETTA’S COONTASTIC COPACOBANA, 64 41EW, F, 12.11.2008

2 KNAPP’S FAIRYBELLES SIRE STERLING, 67 31TS, M, 25.8.2008
Handsome and well grown Norwegian who was heavy boned but still had elegance. Triangular head with a lovely long, straight profile and strong chin. His ears were large with good width at the base and set high and open with lovely tufts and furnishings. His eyes were almond shaped rather than oval. They had an oblique set on the lower line, but the top line was rather straight. Excellent body, legs and tail. His coat needs to develop now as he is still wearing his summer one! The woolly undercoat is there, he needs the glossy guard hairs to grown through. I think he has real potential.
AC MAINE COON, NORWEGIAN FOREST OR SIBERIAN NON-BREEDERS ADULT

1 BARLETTA’S CH ISHCUS JAMES BOND, 64 31, M, 7.7.2007

2 FRASER-SMITH’S NORSKMAGI VENETIA, 67 36, F, 14.7.2008

Young female who needs to mature more. She had a triangular head with well set large ears but her eyes were rather round and full. Perhaps she was overwhelmed at the show? Good profile and reasonable chin. Body, legs and tail were in balance and she had a firm muscular feel with good boning. She had the glossy top coat but needed more undercoat to “lift” it. Lovely condition and temperament.
AV SLH JUNIOR NEUTER

1 POPGEE’S YAHESKA ARCTIC WARRIOR, 64 14C, MN, 6.11.2008
I was just SO impressed with this white Maine Coon; he was not quite 10 months old but had superb size, substance, boning and muscle tone. Excellent type and balance overall; his head was of medium length with an excellent firm, square muzzle to “finish”. Large, well tufted and furnished ears were set high with ample width between them. He held them tall making him look so alert. Large, expressive eyes with a slightly oblique setting. Excellent profile and chin depth. Long body with solid muscle. He had breadth of chest. Long, substantial legs with large, round, tufted paws. Excellent long tail that was profuse. His coat is developing well for the Winter. He was beautifully presented in immaculate condition and had the most delightful temperament. I feel he has real potential and is one to watch!

2 WOOD’S PR RIVANNA FIORELLA, 13C11, FN, 11.12.2007

A very attractive Birman of very good type and overall balance. The head had breadth with rounded contours and medium ears set well apart. Full cheeks and a well developed muzzle. Good profile showing a slight dip and the chin had depth. She had beautiful eyes; they were large, almost round and a lovely shade of blue. Soft, gentle expression. Long body that was well muscled with medium, well boned legs. The tail balanced well. Fine, silky coat that was well prepared and presented. Very well defined tabby points and she had contrast. The gloves and gauntlets were well shaped and pristine but there was a tiny spot underneath on the front, left glove. Excellent condition and temperament.

A beautiful Maine Coon of exceptional type and balance. She just knew she was special and came out of her pen to grace us with her presence! She then put her two front paws on top of her pen to survey her kingdom!!! She looked splendid and had a really vibrant tortie tabby coat with spotless white. I was pleased to hear she was later Best Exhibit in Show.

2 SEMOS’ UK GR CH & PR PRIDNJOY ARABESQUE, 13C1, FN, 20.8.1999

Another beauty of excellent type and balance. Unlucky to meet the winner. Lovely breadth to the head with full cheeks and well developed muzzle. Medium ears set well apart. Excellent eyes, almost round and a very good blue with a soft, gentle expression. Very good body, legs and tail. Warm seal points and excellent contrast to the body which had that warm, golden saddle. Very good gloves and gauntlets. Excellent condition and temperament.

3 DEACON’S PR GLEDEKATT FENJA, 67 31T, FN, 17.7.2006

Pleasing mature female with a good head and lovely ear set. The profile was virtually straight but the chin sloped away. Expressive eyes. Very good body, legs and tail. Excellent coat quality and feel. 
AC BRITISH OR SELKIRK REX BREEDERS KITTEN

1 BANT’S ASPIRITOUS URIAH HEAP, 79S 16, M, 28.4.2009
A stunning Selkirk of really promising type and conformation. He was solid and muscular with lovely substance and boning. The head had breadth with medium ears set well apart. The forehead was rounded as was the head between the ears. Lovely profile showing a downward slant to the nose and the chin had depth. Full cheeks and strong rectangular muzzle helped by those prominent whisker pads. Really expressive eyes and a cheeky expression. Excellent body, legs and tail. His coat is already dense, soft and plushy. It stood away from the body and was random and unstructured with excellent rexing. Deep waves apparent on the face, neck, shoulders and around the tail. He has potential and the personality to carry it through.

2 POTTER’S KABENBE VANILLA SURPRIZE, 17, M, 28.1.2009

A handsome cream kitten with the most gorgeous copper eyes. At the moment I felt he was at that “in between” stage where he was standing a little tall and was not quite in balance. He does have promise though and I particularly liked that pastel cream and the crisp coat texture. He will be lovely when it all “comes together”. Excellent condition and temperament.

3 PALMER’S TISHKABAR KOKO LOCO, 79S 15B, M, 30.3.2009

I felt this Selkirk had too many faults for me. He was very undershot and his head did not have that typical Selkirk “look” with the width at the cheeks and the rectangular muzzle with the prominent whisker pads. His coat was reasonable soft and dense but needed more definite waving. Lovely condition and sweet temperament.
AC BRITISH OR SELKIRK REX NON-BREEDERS KITTEN

1 RISCHLING’S TRUBRIT BLUE HOBBIT, 16, F, 15.4.2009

A very pretty and promising British Blue who was cobby and compact. She felt solid and muscular and has promising substance. The head had breadth with full cheeks and well set ears. She was short in the back and the chest had depth. Very good legs and tail. She has a dense baby coat that was a medium blue with slight ghost barring at present. The coat was longer on the lower back. Excellent condition and temperament.
AC SIAMESE/BALINESE BREEDERS ADULT

1 HARRINGTON’S IMP GR CH HELLFIRE CASTASPELL, 32 10, M, 26.11.2003

Long, svelte, firm and muscular, a Siamese that really has the “WOW” factor! I thought his type was exceptional with a superb head with even lines to the muzzle and large, well set ears to balance. Oriental eyes for shape and set, they were a deep blue and the expression was wicked! Elegant body and wonderful head carriage. Long legs and whip tail. Short close coat that felt good. Very good points and contrast. Excellent condition and a delight to judge.

A handsome, balanced and elegant male of very good Siamese type and expression.
