AV SLH GRAND CHAMPION, MALE

1 IGC PORTSMOUTH’S GR CH CHURSTON MUSCAR CRISPEN, 13C5, M, 16.8.2006

An impressive and masculine Birman of excellent size and substance; the head was strong with breadth of skull and rounded contours. The ears were medium in size and spaced well apart. Medium length nose had a slight dip. The cheeks were full and round; they tapered to a strong, well developed muzzle. The chin was reasonably full but sloped away a fraction when viewed in profile. The eyes were large, almost round and very expressive. They were a beautiful deep blue. He was long in the body which was large, solid and muscular with medium length, sturdy legs and a bushy tail of balanced length. He was wearing his summer coat but still had a ruff to frame the face and the texture was silky. The points were a bright, clear red with a pale creamy body showing plenty of contrast. Well shaped gloves and gauntlets; he was presented in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament.

RES: GARDINOR’S GR CH PANJANDRUM FUEGO, 13C5, M, 13.8.2000
Another very handsome and impressive male who was looking good for his age and who had the size and substance so desirable in the breed. He ran the winner very close but just lost a few points because he had a slight bump on the profile. He is of the quality I would award him the Imperial in different company and that was why he received the Reserve award. He was beautifully presented in excellent condition and had a delightful temperament.
AV SLH GRAND CHAMPION, FEMALE

1 IGC METHVEN’S GR CH LADYPAWS MARSHMALLOW, 13C10, F, 9.2.2007

A very attractive and balanced Birman female who had excellent type and style. The head had breadth with rounded contours and medium sized ears set well apart. The nose was of medium length with a slight dip to the profile. Her cheeks were full and round and her muzzle well developed with a good chin. The eyes were large, almost round and set well. Their colour was a beautiful deep blue and the expression soft and gentle. Long body that was well muscled and had substance. Her legs were of medium length with strong paws. The tail was bushy and in proportion to the body. Excellent coat quality, it was a good length and silky in texture. She had a full ruff around her neck and she had been beautifully prepared and presented. Very pretty blue tortie points and she had pristine gloves and gauntlets. Excellent condition and temperament.
AC BRITISH GRAND PREMIER, FEMALE

1 GPR CHANDLER’S GR PR KOLINGA BLUEBELLA, 28, FN, 4.6.2007

A gorgeous blue-cream British with type and style, this female was cobby and strong yet had a really sweet, feminine expression. She was compact with solid muscle and excellent boning. The head showed lovely breadth of skull and her face was round with full cheeks. The ears were small, rounded at the tips and set well apart in the rounded contours of the head. In profile, the forehead was rounded and the nose short, broad and straight. There was very good depth to the chin. Her eyes were large, round and well-opened; the bright orange tone was most attractive. Excellent body showing a short, level back and excellent depth to the chest. She stood low on short, strong legs with round paws. The tail was thick and of medium length with a rounded tip. The coat was short and dense, perhaps slightly soft, but I did forgive that because I felt it was seasonal. Excellent soft blue and cream that was very well intermingled. Excellent condition and temperament, I felt she was everything I like to see in a British – the finished article!!!
AC BIRMAN PREMIER, MALE

1 GPR/WH STABLES’ PR RIVANNA CLOUDSHADOW, 13C4, MN, 3.11.2005

A handsome cat who had been beautifully prepared and presented but I felt, when the ruff was smoothed back I would have liked more breadth to the head and fullness to the cheeks for the “Grand” award. The ears were of medium size and set spaced well, but he tended to hold them high until he relaxed back in his pen. The profile showed a very slight dip. The eyes were oval rather than almost round and the colour was china blue. Long body with a firm, muscular feel and strong boning to the medium legs. The tail was bushy and of balanced length. Lovely coat quality, it was long, silky and full with an excellent ruff. The points were an attractive lilac and the body a clear magnolia. The gloves were low and a little uneven. The socks were low but the gauntlets well shaped. Excellent condition and temperament.
AC BIRMAN PREMIER, FEMALE

1 GPR WARDLE’S PR LUNABLEU CREME BRULEE, 13C1, FN, 15.9.2006

A really attractive and balanced female, I thought she had such a gentle, sweet expression. The head was nicely rounded and showed breadth of skull. Her ears were of medium size and set well apart. The nose was medium in length and had a slight dip in the profile. The cheeks were full and round and the muzzle well developed. Good chin. Excellent eyes that were large, almost round and an excellent depth of blue. Long body that was firm and muscular with substantial legs of medium length and a bushy tail that was in proportion. She had superb coat quality; it was long, silky and beautifully prepared and presented. The points were a warm seal brown and there was excellent contrast to the pale coat that had a slight golden hue. Neat and immaculate gloves and gauntlets. Excellent condition and temperament.

RES: COLLINGWOOD’S GR CH & PR TARKUSHA TAMANTHI, 13C12, FN, 28.4.1999

A very attractive and feminine Birman showing very good type and balance. The head had breadth with medium sized ears set well apart. The cheeks were full and the muzzle well developed and a good chin. The nose was of medium length and straight with a slight dip to the profile. Very good eyes that were almost round, set well and a very good shade of blue. Muscular body with very good legs and tail. She had a summer coat that was a little short but silky in texture. She was well presented. The blue tabby points were well defined against the light beige agouti ground; there was shading to the body but also some contrast. Neat gloves and good socks & gauntlets. Excellent condition and temperament.
AO FOREIGN CHAMPION, FEMALE – This was a challenging class with two beautiful females.
1 GCC CROW & GOSS’ CH KAGURA AURORA, 68 45Q, F, 6.9.2007

An excellent example of the breed, this female was elegant and balanced with moderate Foreign type. The head formed a short, balanced wedge with width at the cheekbones and a blunt finish to the muzzle. The top of the head was gently rounded with medium sized ears, broad based and rounded at the tips, set wide apart to continue the lines of the upper part of the face. There was lovely depth between the top of the head and the lower jaw; the brow was gently curved and there was a distinct nose break. Good chin. The eyes were really expressive; they were large, lustrous and set well apart. The top line slanted towards the nose and the lower line was nicely rounded. The colour was chartreux. Excellent body that was slender and of medium length with a firm, muscular feel. She had a straight back and a generously rounded chest. Slender legs with oval paws and a plume tail. The coat quality was exceptional; it was a good length, very fine and silky in texture so it lay flat along the spine with a gloss and then flowed down her sides to give that attractive “fringed” look. She had sufficient ruff and breeches to balance the SLH look but without appearing “fluffy”. The coat was evenly ticked with triple bands of rich dark seal on a creamy beige ground. She had a darker area down her spine line extending to a dark tail tip. The belly and inside of her legs was a warm, creamy beige. Attractive facial markings enhanced her expressive eyes. She was presented in sparkling condition and was confident and serene.
RES: PETERS’ CH BUGGIBA ELLIECHLO GABBIE, 72 45EQ, F, 13.8.2006
A very attractive female of really good Asian type and style. The head formed a short wedge with a reasonably blunt finish to the muzzle. There was width at the cheekbones. The top of the head was slightly rounded with medium ears set well apart. They were broad at the base, rounded at the tips and had a slight forward tilt when viewed in profile. The forehead was gently rounded and she had a distinct nose bread. Good depth to the chin. She had expressive eyes of excellent shape and set. The colour was chartreux. Excellent body with firm muscle tone but also with feminine elegance. Very good legs and tail. Lovely coat quality, it was short, fine and close lying with a healthy gloss. Most attractive ticked pattern with a base of coppery brown broken with pale red and well defined ticking in warm seal brown and red. Shown in excellent condition and with a delightful temperament. 
AO FOREIGN PREMIER, MALE

1 GPR MCCARTEN’S PR AGAPIMOU BLACK ARCHIMEDES, 72, MN, 27.3.2008
A handsome, strong but elegant male with type and style. The head was balanced and formed a short wedge with a blunt finish. There was width at the cheekbones and jaw hinge. The top of the head was gently rounded with large, broad based ears set well apart to continue the lines of the upper part of the face. The brow was gently curved with a distinct nose break and good depth to the chin. I really liked his eyes; they were large, lustrous and set wide apart. The top line slanted towards the nose and the lower line was rounded. The colour was golden which I think looks so striking. Slender body which felt hard, lithe and muscular with elegant legs and oval paws. The tail was a balanced length to give overall proportion. The coat was very good; it was short, fine and glossy, jet black and virtually sound – it really did resemble simmering patent leather. Well presented in sparkling condition and with an excellent temperament.
RES: PARRY’S PR NWELA FRECKLES, 73BS, MN, 21.5.2008

Medium sized Ocicat that was athletic and lithe. The head was slightly longer than its width and formed a modified wedge with a slight curve from muzzle to cheek. Slight dip to the profile and a gentle rise from the bridge of the nose to the brow but then there was a slight bump on the nose. The muzzle had breadth and he had a good chin. Moderate whisker pinch. The ears were quite large, correctly set and well spaced. The eyes were large, almond shaped with a slight angle towards the ears. He had a solid, muscular body with length. Good legs and tail. The coat was moderately short, shiny and close-lying. The spotting was well defined against the silvery ground. Well defined facial markings that enhanced his expression. Excellent condition and temperament.
AO FOREIGN PREMIER, FEMALE

1 GPR MORELAND’S PR TOBYDEN FANTASIA, 76 30, FN, 4.6.2007
A really impressive Bengal who was sleek and muscular with a superb coat for colour, contrast, pattern and quality. The medium wedge had breadth and balance with rounded contours and was slightly longer than its width. The head did appear slightly small in proportion to the body which enhanced her wild appearance. The forehead had a gentle curve and there was a slight concave curve to the profile. The nose was broad and the leather slightly puffed. Lovely muzzle that was full and broad with pronounced whisker pads. Good chin. The ears were of medium size, rather short with width at the base and rounded tips. They were well set and followed the contours of the face with a slight forward tilt. Expressive eyes that were oval in shape and set with a slight slant. Excellent body with strong legs and a superb tail that was THICK and even!!!Gorgeous coat that was short, really dense and soft. The pattern was well defined in dark brown against the really rich rufous orange ground colour. Excellent facial markings and clear rosettes to the body. She really did seem to have gold dusting all over her body which caught the light in the excellent conditions of the show hall, making her sparkle! Excellent condition and she had a delightful, friendly, affectionate temperament.
RES: PARRY’S PR PARDALIS GENESIS, 73B, FN, 2.6.2008

An attractive Ocicat with a charming personality. Very good type and balance overall but there was a slight bump on the profile and the chin could be firmer. The head formed a modified wedge with a good square muzzle. Very expressive eyes and well set ears. Lithe, muscular body with very good legs and tail. The coat was short, sleek and close-lying. Lovely rich chocolate spotting on a pale copper agouti ground. There was good contrast between the markings and the ground. Some linkage apparent on the sides. Excellent condition and temperament.

CHOCOLATE OR LILAC POINT BIRMAN NEUTER, FEMALE

I did consider exhibit 69 for the BOB award, she had been entered in my Grand class. She looked very pretty when viewed “straight on” but there was a bump on her nose and her profile was “roman”. There was a ridge on her forehead and then a small depression behind that. Beautiful lilac points and lovely contrast to the body. Excellent condition and presentation.
AOC MAINE COON NEUTER, MALE

I did consider exhibit 82 for the BOB but felt, on the day, he was eclipsed by the winner.
1 PR + BOB TAYLOR’S KADACOON FYTCHEY BEAR, 64 15, MN, 5.1.2008

I thought this young male was wonderful, he had excellent type and I just loved his expression. Excellent head of medium length with the width slightly less than the length; fairly full in the cheeks and his cheek bones were high giving definition to his square muzzle. Excellent ears that were large and set tall to give an alert appearance; they were wide at the base and tapered to appear pointed at the tips with excellent tufts and furnishings. His nose was of uniform width and there was a shallow concave curve at the nasal bridge when viewed in profile. Good depth and strength to the chin. Long, rectangular body with solid muscle tone and depth to the chest; he had a thick, muscular neck. The legs were in proportion with excellent boning and large, round, tufted paws. Excellent tail that was long, wide at the base and very well furnished. Outstanding coat quality; it was jet black with his undercoat covered by a more substantial and glossy top coat. Excellent ruff and his breeches and belly fur were full and shaggy. He was very handsome and impressive and posed regally in his pen.
AOC MAINE COON NEUTER, FEMALE

I did like the female neuter in pen 83 and considered her for the BOB award. She had good type but I would prefer more breadth of muzzle. Excellent coat quality and beautiful tortie tones mingling in the tabby pattern.

DEVON REX KITTEN, MALE

1 + BOB LOWELL’S NELSHAN SCARLET PIMPERNEL, 33A 31S, M, 23.2.2009

A promising kitten of very good type and expression; I really liked his pixie face! He had a short, broad wedge with high cheekbones and a strong muzzle with a defined whisker break. In profile, his brow curved back to a flat skull; he had a dip rather than a definite stop but there was depth to the chin. The ears were large and set fairly low; I would like them a little wider at the base but they tapered to rounded tips. Very expressive eyes that were large, oval and set wide apart; they slanted towards the outer edges of the ears and he had a wicked expression. Slender neck and excellent head carriage. His body was solid and muscular but slender and elegant with a broad chest. His legs were slim with neat, oval paws. The tail was long and tapering. Excellent coat quality with the waves still developing but they were deep. Some guard hairs on the lower spine. Excellent condition and cheeky personality.
2 PYWELL’S CURLYTOTS PARTY BOY, 33A 18, M, 26.3.2009
Viewed “face on” this kitten was really typy and appealing. His head looked really good with the most mischievous expression! Lovely ears and ear set. Sadly, when viewed in profile, his nose was too straight and the chin sloped away. Excellent body, legs and tail. He was well covered with very short fur but there were some shallow waves developing between the shoulder blades. Excellent condition and temperament.
DEVON REX KITTEN, FEMALE

1 READ’S ONAWAY HAVEYOU SEEN HER, 33A 36, F, 3.12.2008

Another Devon who looked good from the front and had lovely ears but needs a definite “stop” to the profile. She had a short wedge with breadth and high cheek bones. The muzzle had strength and she had a well defined whisker break. Her brow curved back to a flat skull and she had large ears with width at the base that tapered to rounded tips. Very expressive eyes. Slender neck and a very good, muscular body with depth to the chest and slim legs with neat, oval paws. Her coat was short, dense and soft in texture. She was well waved but they were not as deep as my BOB winner. Excellent condition and temperament.
2 BRAMLEY’S CURLYTOTS LILMISS MOOMIN, 33A, F, 26.3.2009

A very attractive baby who was the litter sister to the brown tabby boy in the Male Kitten Class. Very good type and balance but she tended to hold her ears high which spoiled the “look”. Again, she lacked a definite stop. Expressive blue eyes with a mischievous look (she was far too sweet to be wicked!). Excellent body, legs and tail. The coat was short, dense and soft. She was very well covered with short fur and the waves are developing. Excellent condition and temperament.
EGYPTIAN MAU KITTEN

1 + BOB DAVISON’S MAUOLOGY CRYSTAL, 78 30S, F, 24.2.2009

A very pretty and promising silver girl who was elegant but firm and muscular. The wedge was slightly rounded and of medium length with a rounded muzzle. The profile was marginally straight; the nose was of uniform width and the large, rounded almond shaped eyes were set straight in the head beneath a level brow giving her that unique worried look. The eye colour is developing well with green there around the pupils. The ears were of medium size and set well back on the head; they were broad based and fairly pointed with a slight flare. They continued the planes of the head when viewed from the front. Elegant neck and lovely head carriage. Her body was moderately long and graceful with a hard, muscular feel. She had elegant legs and dainty rounded paws. The tail was of medium length and tapered to a rounded tip. Excellent coat quality; it was of medium length, close-lying but with a resilient texture. Excellent clean silver with excellent contrast between the agouti ground and the black spots and markings. Very attractive pencilling to the face and a well defined scarab. Well defined and separate spots. Beautifully presented in sparkling condition and with a delightful temperament.
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
