A favourite show with such a warm and friendly atmosphere and some outstanding Burmese to judge; the Hawaiian theme was great fun; there were many very special touches and the lunch was scrumptious.  Very many thanks to Steve and Linda for the invitation and excellent hospitality. I was also very grateful to Maggie Docherty for coming along to steward for me; I really enjoyed her company and thank her for her hard work. I must say what a brilliant idea it was to hold a Seminar at the show; it meant candidates, judges, stewards and exhibitors could all take advantage of the opportunity to learn more about Burmese

RED OR CREAM CHAMPION, FEMALE
1 GCC HALL’S CH MINOTOSA BRONWEN, 27D, F, 10.10.2004

An elegant, attractive and balanced female with type and style; the head formed a short wedge with width at the cheeks and a blunt finish to the muzzle. The ears were of medium size, broad at the base and rounded at the tips. They had a slight forward tilt. The top of the head was gently rounded as was the forehead when viewed in profile. There was good depth to the head. Distinct nose break but the chin could be a little stronger. The eyes were set well apart, the top line slanted towards the nose and the lower line was rounded. They were chartreuse in colour and very expressive. Medium length body with a firm, muscular feel; rounded chest and straight back. Slender legs and neat, oval paws. The tail was of moderate thickness at the base and tapered to a rounded tip. Excellent coat quality and condition; it was short, fine, close-lying and glossy. Attractive tangerine tone and apart from a faint, smudgy, broken necklet, she was clear. Well presented in excellent condition and with a confident, relaxed temperament.
CHOCOLATE OR LILAC PREMIER, MALE - A challenging class of five handsome cats.

1 GPR POWER’S IMP GR PER MAINMAN RAJAH, 27B, MN, 11.8.2003
Such a handsome and balanced cat with a delightful temperament; Rajah demanded that he should be my winner! Excellent head that formed a short, broad wedge with a blunt finish. The medium ears were set well apart to continue the lines of the upper part of the face. They were broad at the base, rounded at the tips and had a slight forward tilt. His eyes were large, set well apart and an excellent shape and expression. Pale yellow in colour. The top of the head was slightly rounded, as was the brow. He had a distinct nose break and a good depth to the chin. Solid, muscular feel to the body with slender legs and a tapering tail to balance. Superb coat quality, it was of medium length but fine and close-lying with a wonderful, healthy gloss, Warm chocolate that was even. A very charming cat!

RES: SIMPSON’S PR PAPAGENA XANDER, 27B, MN, 9.9.2007

Another handsome cat of excellent type and balance. Short wedge with width at the cheeks and a blunt finish to the muzzle. Well set ears of medium size that were broad at the base and rounded at the tips. The top of the head was slightly rounded as was the brow. Distinct nose break and a reasonable depth to the chin. Expressive eyes of excellent shape and a good golden yellow. Solid, hard but elegant muscular body with slender legs and oval paws. Tail balanced well. Short coat that was fine and glossy. Warm milk chocolate tone and the colour was beautifully even. He ran the winner very close; it is such a pleasure to judge cats of this calibre.
CHOCOLATE ADULT, MALE

1 CC BRADLEY’S CH AUREUS CHAMPAGNE CHARLIE, 27B, M, 3.11.2007
A very balanced male with type and style; the head was short with width at the cheeks and a blunt finish to the muzzle. Medium ears, broad at the base and rounded at the tips were set wide apart and the outer edges continued the lines of the wedge. The top of the head was gently rounded as was the brow when viewed in profile and there was good depth to the skull. Large eyes of very good shape and yellow tone. Defined break in the profile and reasonably firm chin. Medium length to the body with a straight back and nicely rounded chest. Slender legs and oval paws. The tapering tail gave final balance. The coat was moderately short, fine and glossy. Warm milk chocolate tone although the tail was slightly bleached. Excellent muscle tone, he was masculine but elegant. Excellent condition and temperament.

2 THOMAS’ SEYSIANA SIRIUS, 27B, M, 20.5.2008

This boy was looking rather immature I felt. The head was short but he needs more width at the cheeks and the muzzle was rounded. The ears were of medium size and set well apart. There was a distinct nose break and fair chin. The eyes were rather almond in shape and slightly deep set. Muscular body developing. Slender legs and oval paws. The tail tapered and was a balanced length. The coat was of medium length but a little dry in texture and slightly coarse at the base of the spine. Warm chocolate colour. Excellent temperament, he was friendly and alert.
CHOCOLATE ADULT, FEMALE 

This was a challenging class of high quality; I could easily have awarded several certificates. I did consider exhibit 25 for the BOB award, she was a pleasing female of lovely type but a little plump, which blurred her balance.

1 CC + BOB WILSHAW’S GR CH ROSSIKHAN CUPCAKE, 27B, F, 16.8.2007

A beautiful, feminine chocolate, she was so affectionate and friendly (it is such a clever trick to kiss the judge!). Excellent type and balance overall, the head formed a short wedge with width at the cheeks and a blunt finish to the muzzle. The ears were medium with the outer edge completing the shape of the upper part of the face. They were broad at the base, rounded at the tips and showed a slight forward tilt when viewed in profile. The brow was slightly rounded as was the top of the head. She had a distinct nose break and good depth to the chin. Beautiful eyes that were set well apart; they were an excellent shape, clear yellow in colour and really expressive. Her body was of medium length and though so feminine and elegant, she was an excellent weight and felt hard and muscular. Slender legs and neat, dainty oval paws. The tail was straight, moderately thick at the base and it tapered to a rounded tip. Excellent coat, it was short, fine and satiny with a warm, milk chocolate colour and a healthy gloss. Excellent temperament and in sparkling condition. 
2 KENNARD’S CLARKESFIELD UPTOWNGIRL, 27B, F, 30.5.2008

Another very pretty and feminine chocolate with excellent type and style. She had a very good short wedge with a blunt finish to the muzzle and width at the cheeks. Her ears were of medium size and set well apart, continuing the lines of the upper part of the face. Her eyes were large, lustrous and very expressive; the colour was a clear yellow. Elegant body that felt hard and muscular with slender legs and a good tail to balance. Her coat was a warm, milk chocolate. It was of medium length but fine and glossy. Excellent condition and temperament.

3 WILSON’S MAHARANI VANITY FAIR, 27B, F, 27.7.2008

Yet another very attractive female with very good type, style and expression. I really liked her head type with medium ears and large eyes of excellent shape, set and colour. Her body was hard and muscular with slender legs and oval paws. I felt her tail was a little short and that spoiled her overall balance. The coat was of medium length, fine, satiny and close-lying; the colour was a warm milk chocolate that was pleasing. Excellent condition and temperament.

4 PEARCE’S MERINDA TIGERLILLY, 27B, F, 18.7.2008

A sweet female with a gentle expression. The head formed a moderately short wedge, but the muzzle rounded and the eyes were almond shaped rather than the unique Burmese shape. Good profile showing a distinct nose break and good depth to the chin. The ears were of medium size and set well apart. Very good body, legs and tail. She felt firm and muscular. The coat was of medium length, slightly longer on the lower back and felt a little coarse there; she was shown in excellent  condition otherwise and had a friendly, affectionate temperament.
BLUE NEUTER, MALE

I considered exhibit 74 for the BOB award; I really liked his type and expression, but felt his coat was not as short as my winner’s.

1 PR + BOB ROBERTSHAW’S PR KYMIAN SHAMU, 27A, MN, 21.8.2007

A lovely big, cuddly boy who was so friendly and affectionate. Excellent type and balance overall; his head formed a short wedge with width at the cheeks and a blunt finish to the muzzle. The ears were of medium size and set well apart with the top of the head slightly rounded as was the brow. Large, lustrous eyes, chartreuse in colour and of excellent shape, set and expression. The nose showed a distinct break and the chin was good. Hard, muscular body with slender legs and oval paws. The tail balanced well. Excellent coat quality; it was short, fine, satiny and close-lying. It was a very attractive soft, blue-grey and had a distinct silvery sheen. Shown in excellent condition, he just lay in my arms with his front paws “playing the piano” and purring loudly!!

2 WRIGGLESWORTH’S MOLYNMEUX JUST BENTLEY, 27A, MN, 1.2.2008

Sadly this boy was very upset. He had tipped his water over and was soaking wet. He was not happy to be judged, so I did not prolong his time out of the pen. He had very good type but was tending to bonnet his ears although I feel that was because he was not happy. Very good eyes for shape and set with clear chartreuse in colour; his expression was rather worried though. Distinct nose break but I thought the chin could be deeper. Excellent body, legs and tail. Medium length coat of good blue with a silvery sheen. Shown in excellent condition.
BLUE NEUTER, FEMALE

1 + PR WRIGGLESWORTH’S PR MOLYMEUX ISOBEL, 27A, FN, 1.2.2008

A very attractive and balanced female of very good type and expression. Short wedge with width at the cheeks and a blunt finish to the muzzle. Her ears were of medium size and set well apart; they were broad at the base and rounded at the tips with a slight forward tilt when  viewed in profile. The top of the head was slightly rounded as was the brow. The nose had a distinct break and the chin was firm. Muscular body of medium length with slender legs and dainty oval paws. The tail tapered and was a balanced length. The coat was moderately short, fine and satiny; it was a soft, blue-grey and had a distinct silvery sheen. Excellent condition and temperament.
AC MAIDEN ADULT

1 LAUGHER’S ROSSIKHAN LOVESONG, 27C, F, 7.1.2008

A very pretty female of good type and balance overall. Very good head with large, expressive eyes of the correct shape and set. She felt hard and muscular with a balanced body, legs and tail. The coat was of medium length, fine and satiny with an attractive pinkish cast to the lilac. Excellent condition and temperament.
2 GOODMAN’S DOKPHISUA APELIOTA, 27A, 7.3.2008

This girl looked really small and immature for her age, she looked like a kitten. The coat was of medium length, fine and close-lying. Medium blue with a silvery sheen. Shown in good condition with firm muscle tone, but she was just small. Sweet temperament.

3 PEARCE’S MERINDA TIGERLILLY, 27B, F, 18.7.2008

AC BREEDERS FEMALE KITTEN – A

1 WILSHAW’S ROSSIKHAN DADDY’S FIRL, 27C, F, 11.1.2009

An elegant but solid and muscular kitten of excellent type and style. Very well balanced overall and a lovely expression. Medium length to the coat but it was silky and fine with a healthy gloss. Excellent pink tinge to the delicate lilac colouring. 

2 JARVIS’ KYMIAN BEATRICE, 27E, F, 29.12.2008

Another beauty with potential, type and style. She had a really wicked expression in her large eyes. Very good head with a firm muscular body, slender legs and a tapering tail. Medium coat, marginally longer than the winner’s and an attractive tortie. Excellent condition and temperament.

3 AKEHURST’S CHIARO ZIBELLINO, 27, F, 8.2.2009

A very sweet baby of lovely type and expression. The head was short with width at the cheeks and a blunt finish. Lovely eyes – really expressive and the colour developing. Hard, muscular body with slender legs and a good tail to balance. Baby coat that was a really warm brown. Another promising kitten.
AC BREEDERS FEMALE KITTEN – B

1 TAYLOR’S BACKCHAT GIPSY MOTH, 27E, F, 26.1.2009

A very pretty female with balance, type and style. Short wedge with width at the cheeks and a blunt finish to the muzzle. Well set ears of medium size. The top of the head was slightly rounded, as was the brow. Large, very expressive eyes of excellent shape and colour developing well. Very good profile and chin. Hard, muscular body with slender legs and neat oval paws. The tapering tail balanced well. Excellent rich tortie developing. The coat was of medium length but fine and close-lying. Excellent condition and temperament.

2 AKEHURST’S CHIARO CARAMELLA, 27B, F, 8.2.2009

A very attractive kitten with a solid muscular feel but also elegant. Good head type with a short wedge, width at the cheeks and a blunt finish to the muzzle. Large, expressive eyes and colour developing. Very good body, legs and tail. The coat was of medium length, fine and glossy. Warm milk chocolate tone that was pleasing.
3 RANSOM’S CARINIS FIRSTKISS, 27, F, 15.2.2009
A sweet kitten but I thought the eyes were a little small which spoiled the expression. Otherwise she was of good type and balance overall. Medium coat that was fine and glossy and a warm seal brown. Excellent condition and temperament.

AC SENIOR NEUTER, MALE

1 POWER’S IMP GR PR MAINMAN RAJAH, 27B, MN, 11.8.2003

2 WILSHAW’S GR PR ROSSIKHAN CRACKER JACK, 27C, 5.1.2007

A handsome fellow of excellent type and balance. His head formed a short, broad wedge with a blunt finish to the muzzle. Medium ears were set well apart. His eyes were large and lustrous with a wicked expression. Very good profile and chin. Muscular and strong but with elegance. Slender legs and tapering tail. Lovely tone of lilac on his short, fine, close-lying coat. Excellent condition and a gorgeous attitude!
3 WEALE’S GR PR ROSSIKHAN BLUESAN TWOS, 27A, MN, 19.3.2005
AC SENIOR NEUTER, FEMALE

1 WRIGGLESWORTH’S CH ROSSIKHAN OBSESSION, 27B, FN, 13.3.2003

A really attractive warm milk chocolate Burmese of gorgeous type, expression and attitude; she really knew she was something special and a delight to judge. Excellent coat that was short, fine, glossy and close-lying.

2 DAVENPORT’S IRREP BELLA, 27D, FN, 21.5.2006
A well balanced female of very good type and style. Short, broad wedge with a blunt finish to the muzzle. Medium ears were set well apart, continuing the lines of the upper part of the face; they were broad at the base and rounded at the tips. Very attractive eyes where the top line slanted towards the nose and the lower line was nicely rounded. The colour was chartreuse and the expression wicked! Lovely hard, muscular body with slender legs and oval paws. The tail tapered and was a balanced length. Excellent coat quality and she was an attractive bright tangerine tone. Lovely temperament, she was very friendly and affectionate.
