NORWEGIAN FOREST CAT UK GRAND PREMIER, FEMALE

I considered Coward’s UK & IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER NORDLYS GISELLE, 67 31TS, 31.3.2005 for the Best of Breed award. She was a lovely size and still had elegance. Her head was triangular with well set ears that were well furnished. Her eyes were very expressive. The profile was very good and her chin had reasonable depth. Excellent body, legs and tail. She had a double coat with the woolly undercoat covered by a glossy top coat of the correct texture. She was a very pleasing female shown in excellent condition and with a delightful temperament.
1 UKGPC COWARD’S GRAND PREMIER NORDLYS GAZELLE, 67 15, 31.3.2005

A very pleasing female with a beautiful coat. Her head formed an equilateral triangle with large ears set high and open. She had an excellent profile and a very good depth to her chin. There was a lovely expression in her oval eyes. Her body was well muscled and her legs well boned. She stood well and her tail gave overall balance. Excellent double coat with a really glossy top coat. She was impressive and had a sweet temperament.
NORWEGIAN FOREST CAT PREMIER, MALE – Phew!! This was a challenging class of eight very handsome Premiers!
1 GPR & BEST OF BREED - WHITTLE’S PREMIER TIGANLEA LORD FERDINAND, 67 31TS, 9.6.2005
This boy really stood out for me as he had a superb expression that was typically “Norwegian”; he sat at the front of the pen showing off to the audience and was very impressive. He was large, heavy boned but still elegant and stylish. His head was excellent, it formed an even triangle with large ears set high and open. They were well furnished. Excellent profile that was long and straight. The forehead was slightly rounded and his chin strong. His eyes were large, oval and set obliquely. He had an alert, proud expression. His body was marginally plump, not sufficient to blur his style but do not spoil him !!! Excellent boning and stance. His tail gave balance, it was long and bushy. The coat was of excellent quality and texture and he had a full ruff and knickerbockers. Beautifully presented in excellent condition and with a lovely temperament.

2 MACDONALD’S PREMIER JHARDUFAE DUELLINGBANJOS, 67 31, 22.11.2006

Another very handsome cat with a definite “look” that was impressive; he also looked very smart as if he was wearing his tuxedo!!!! Excellent triangular head with large ears set well. His profile was straight with a good white chin and very expressive oval eyes. Excellent muscular body and he stood well.  Very good legs and tail. Excellent double coat – he had his woolly undercoat and that was covered by a smooth, very glossy top coat. Beautifully presented in excellent condition and with a delightful temperament.

3 HANDY’S PREMIER NORSKMAGI TAVARIS, 67 31TS, 24.6.2008

Yet another very handsome and promising young male who had a lovely triangular head with straight profile and well set ears. The eyes were really expressive. I thought his chin was reasonably good. Excellent body that was firm and muscular with strong boning but still elegant. The top coat was glossy and looked waterproof. He had his woolly undercoat; his ears were well furnished and he had a good tail. Presented in excellent condition and he had a superb temperament.

4 PORTER’S PREMIER NOYNAROCK XANADU, 67 15, MN, 15.7.2007

A shy but sweet natured boy of very good type and style. He had a triangular head with well set, tall ears. He had a very good profile and chin. Expressive eyes were of very good shape and set. His body was excellent, muscular and with substantial boning but retaining elegance. His coat quality was good and he had a beautifully glossy top coat. He was a handsome cat who, I suspect, was a little overwhelmed by the occasion.

5 LINDGREN’S PREMIER MARAJADE ALFRED THE GREAT, 67 20, 1.7.2004
This handsome cat was of excellent size, substance and solid muscle tone. He held his ears a little wide and his top coat needs to develop more, but he was in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament.
6 TRICKETT’S PREMIER GLEDEKATT WIGLAF, 67 18, 9.10.2008

I loved the ruff and knickerbockers on this fellow; he was very handsome and had a wonderful temperament. He had his thick woolly undercoat but he really was lacking the top coat on the day.
NORWEGIAN FOREST CAT PREMIER, FEMALE

1 GPC HOLME’S PREMIER JOTUNKATTS AMBIANCE, 67 31T, 31.8.2005

This was a beautifully balanced, mature female with style and quality who ran the male very close for the Best of Breed award! Excellent head type with well set ears, straight profile and good depth to the chin. Her body was firm and muscular with well boned legs and the tail gave overall balance. Her coat quality was excellent with her woolly undercoat and glossy topcoat. She had a pleasing ruff and I loved her “wild look” although she had a confident, affectionate temperament. She was presented in superb condition.
2 WHITTLE’S PREMIER NORSVANA SILVER SAPPHIRA, 67 31ATS, 1.7.2005

Another beautiful female with excellent type and expression; she had the tiniest bump on the profile but a good depth to the chin, well set ears and beautiful eyes and expression. Her body was firm and muscular with very good legs and tail. Lovely coat quality with the desired woolly undercoat and the glossy overcoat! She was presented in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament.

3 DAVIES’ PREMIER ROWGARNOR PATCHES, 67 22A, 1.5.2008

A young female who was very attractive with pleasing type and balance; she had a triangular head with well placed ears. Her eyes were large and expressive. There was a tiny dip in the profile but the chin had depth. The body was firm and muscular with good legs and tail. She stood well. Her undercoat was woolly and of excellent quality but her top coat needs to develop more. Her ruff is coming along! She was well presented in excellent condition and was sweet tempered.
NORWEGIAN FOREST CAT PRE-PREMIER, MALE

1 PC SZWED’S FENRISULVEN INDIANA, 67 20, 26.10.2007

A very sweet, shy boy who was a little over-awed by his surroundings and so tended to be rather wide-eyed but they were set obliquely and were wide apart. His head formed an equilateral triangle and he was dropping his ears slightly too. His profile was straight and there was good depth to the chin. His body is developing well, it felt firm and muscular and he has good boning to the legs. The tail was a good length to balance. His undercoat was woolly and the overcoat is coming along well. He was beautifully presented in excellent condition.
NORWEGIAN FOREST CAT PRE-PREMIER, FEMALE

1 PR PORTER’S NOYNAROCK PAN SVALRDATTER, 67 18, 2.6.2008

A young female who was very attractive but who also seemed overawed with her surroundings. Her head was triangular with well set, open ears. Her eyes had an oblique setting and were very expressive. Her profile was straight and she had good depth to the chin. Her firm, muscular body is developing well and she had good legs and tail. She has a woolly undercoat and her overcoat, ruff and knickerbockers are developing. Beautifully shown, she was in excellent condition and had a sweet temperament though shy; she responded well to gentle handling and being talked to!
NORWEGIAN FOREST KITTEN, MALE

1 + BOB HANDY’S NORMYSTIC LORD BURR, 67 20, M, 2.5.2009

A very handsome, impressive and promising kitten who played to the audience and had such a confident personality! Lovely triangular head with tall ears that were open giving him an alert look; he had a straight profile and excellent depth to the chin. His eyes were large, oval, well opened and set well apart and slightly oblique. Firm, muscular body with promising boning to the legs; he stood well and his tail was long, giving overall balance. His woolly undercoat was promising and the glossy, slightly coarser overcoat is beginning to develop. He had a wonderful temperament and was presented in superb condition – I feel he could be a star in the making!

2 BAKER’S ALANTRID HUSKY, 67 31TS, M, 31.5.2009

A younger kitten who looked very much the baby of this pair but was, nevertheless, handsome and promising. His head was triangular with well set and furnished ears that were high and open. His eyes were set well apart and slightly obliquely; they were oval and expressive. The profile was straight and there was very good depth to the chin. His body was well muscled and there was promising boning to the legs. The tail was long and balanced well. His coat is still developing; the overcoat is beginning to come through. He was well presented in excellent condition and had a delightful temperament.
NORWEGIAN FOREST KITTEN, FEMALE 
1 MORRIS’S NOYNAROCK SOLVANDAVNIRVANA, 67 18, F, 5.4.2009

A very attractive female kitten with a triangular head; at first I thought her ears were set a little wide, but they came back to be high and open when she was back in her pen. She had oval eyes with a slightly oblique setting and they were expressive. The profile was straight and the chin depth good. Her body was muscular and firm with good legs and a long tail. Her coat is developing well; the woolly undercoat is there and the overcoat is developing. She was well presented in excellent condition and had an excellent temperament too.

2 WICKS’ NORSKEXTREME ELISE, 67 18E, F, 26.4.2009

A younger kitten who was very pretty and who I felt had potential; she had a good head but her ears tended to be a little wide. Her oval eyes were set well apart and very expressive. The profile was straight and she had good depth to the chin. Her body was muscular with good legs and tail. Her overcoat is coming along well and she had her woolly undercoat. She was well presented in excellent condition and with a sweet temperament.

3 YOUNG’S CLEASANTA SALI MALI, 67 31ETS, F, 26.4.2009

Another pleasing kitten with type and style; she had a triangular head with well set ears although I felt they could be larger. Expressive eyes of very good shape and setting. Her profile was straight but the chin tended to slope away. She had a well muscled body with promising boning to the legs and the tail gave overall balance. The coat is developing well; the overcoat is coming and she had a dense, woolly undercoat. She was beautifully presented in excellent condition and had a delightful temperament.
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
