THE LONDON CAT CLUB – 13.6.2009 – MRS ANNE GREGORY
A very enjoyable day at the London Cat Club with some excellent cats to judge in the expert company of my steward, Helen Hardwick; I would like to thank Maria and her team and Helen for the pleasure!
AOV SLH PREMIER, MALE – A super class of handsome males – they were all a pleasure to judge.
1 GPR FLEMING’S COONTASTIC DANCING BRAVE, 64 31T, MN, 27.10.2005

A rugged, muscular cat of excellent type and substance. He was beautifully presented in sparkling condition and had a friendly, confident temperament. Medium length to the head, slightly longer than the width and a strong, square muzzle with a firm chin. The ears were large and set tall. They were wide at the base and well furnished and tufted. Full, round eyes that had a slightly oblique setting and were wide apart. Fairly full cheeks and high cheekbones. Nose of uniform width with a shallow, concave curve at the bridge. Excellent rectangular body with solid muscle tone, breadth to the chest and a square rump. Excellent strong legs with large, round, tufted paws. The tail was long, wide at the base and tapered to the tip. Excellent coat quality with a glossy top coat. Good ruff and the coat was shaggy on the breeches and belly. Rich, warm tabby that was well defined. The white was immaculate. Excellent presentation.
RES: MULLETT’S GR PR RAGADORA WISHUPONASTAR, 66 31, MN, 22.9.2005
A pleasing Ragdoll who was large and impressive. Broad head with a flat plane and lovely width between the medium sized ears set wide apart. They were well furnished and set with a slight forward tilt. Full cheeks and rounded, well developed muzzle and firm chin. The nose was of medium length with a gentle dip but could be a little more retroussé at the tip. His eyes were large, well opened, set wide apart and slightly oblique. They were a deep blue with a lovely expression. Long body that was strong and muscular with medium length, substantial boning. Large, round, tufted paws. Long, bushy tail. Seal brown points with an inverted “V” to the mask. The chin, bib, chest and underparts were white as were the front legs and the back legs to the underbody. Good contrast to the body. The coat was silky and a good length. He had a ruff and knickerbockers. Excellent condition and temperament.
AOV SLH PREMIER, FEMALE

1 GPR DOREY’S PR NORACOON CHERRYBAKEWELL, 64 31ET, FN, 1.10.2006

A very beautiful and impressive Maine Coon of excellent type, substance and quality. Lovely head type and firm, square muzzle. At the beginning she tended to bonnet her ears slightly but they were absolutely fine when she relaxed and they were set high. Medium length nose with a slight concave curve at the bridge. Very expressive eyes, full and round but in a slightly oblique setting. Fairly full cheeks and high cheekbones to give definition to the muzzle. Excellent rectangular body with firm muscle tone and strength but essentially feminine. Substantial legs and large, tufted paws. Long tail that balanced well. Excellent coat length, quality and condition. Rich tortie tabby colours and pristine white. So well presented in sparkling condition and with a superb temperament.

RES: DEACON’S PR GLEDEKATT FENJA, 67 31T, FN, 17.7.2006

A very attractive Forest Cat of very good type and style. Lovely size and substance with strong boning. Triangular head with a long, straight profile and good chin. The ears were large with width at the base. They were set high and well furnished. The eyes were large, oval, set oblique and expressive. Long, muscular and mature with very good, solid boning. The body showed depth of chest and solid muscle. She stood high and the paws were large, round and well tufted. Bushy tail that was in proportion. Excellent double coat with a woolly undercoat and a smooth, glossy top coat to give the correct feel and look. Full ruff and knickerbockers. Beautifully presented in excellent condition.
AV FOREIGN GRAND CHAMPION, MALE

1 IGC BULL’S GR CH ADCINSH SOLITAIRES WISH, 76b30, M, 11.1.05

A friendly, handsome, well marked Bengal who was large, sleek and muscular. Broad, medium wedge with nicely rounded contours. It was slightly longer than the width and he had high cheek bones. The profile showed a gentle curve and the nose was large and broad with a slightly puffed nose leather. His muzzle was full with good breadth and the chin strong. Pronounced whisker pads. Thick neck. He did had jowls but the shape of the head could be ascertained when these were smoothed. Medium ears were wide at the base and rounded at the tips. They were well set and followed the contours of the face with a slight forward tilt in profile. The eyes were oval, large and very expressive. Excellent blue tone. Excellent body with the hindquarters slightly higher than the shoulders. Medium length legs that were strong and well muscled. Medium length tail that was fairly thick and even. Rounded at the tip. Outstanding coat quality, it really was short, very dense and unusually soft. Ivory ground colour and light brown markings that were darker on the “points”. Shown in excellent condition and with a superb temperament.

RES: NICE’S GR CH MICAJAS CATWEAZLE, 33A36D, M, 16.3.2007

A handsome Devon who showed himself well. Short, broad wedge with high cheekbones. Large ears that were set low and wide apart. They were very wide at the base and tapered to rounded tips. Little muffs at the base. The muzzle was strong with a good chin and a well defined whisker break. He had a definite stop in profile but the nose could have been shorter, in my opinion. Slender neck. Hard, muscular body with a broad chest. Slim legs and neat, oval paws. Long, tapering tail that balanced well. Very good rexing with dense waves and the coat was dense and soft. Excellent condition and wonderful temperament.
AV FOREIGN GRAND CHAMPION, FEMALE – This was such a challenging class with two beauties – both exceptional cats deserving this highest title.
1 IGC THOMPSON’S UK GR CH CHRISAN CORDELIA, 33 40 1W, F, 25.3.2000
A beautiful, elegant Cornish with excellent type and style. Medium wedge with high cheekbones. Rounded muzzle and strong chin with a level bite. Flat skull with a gentle curve at the brow and a virtually straight nose. The ears were large, set rather high with width at the base and tapering to rounded tips. Her expressive eyes were oval shaped and of medium size. They were set almost straight with a slight slant to the outer edge of the ear. Elegant neck and superb head carriage. Slender body with a solid, muscular feel. Long, straight legs and dainty oval paws. The tail was long and fine. Excellent coat quality, it was short, dense and silky to the touch. Deep waves that could be felt with the eyes closed!! Excellent temperament and condition.

RES: WOODLEY’S GR CH HONPUSS ZIATH, 72 43N1, F, 31.3.2004

A quality Asian with excellent type and quality. Short, balanced wedge with width at the cheeks ans a blunt finish to the muzzle. Medium ears, broad at the base and rounded at the tips were set well apart to continue the angle of the upper part of the face. The top of the head was gently rounded, as was the brow when viewed in profile. Short nose with a distinct break. The chin had depth. Excellent eyes that were large, lustrous and set wide apart. The top line slanted slightly towards the nose and the lower line was nicely rounded. Yellowish green in tone. Medium body that was lithe, hard and muscular with a straight back and a gently rounded chest. Slender legs with oval paws. The tail was of balanced length and tapered to a rounded tip. Short coat that was fine, glossy and close-lying. The shading was around halfway down the shaft of the hair with the cool bluish fawn mantle effect and  a cool beige at the base. Attractive tabby markings to the face and legs. Excellent condition and temperament. I dithered between these two females but in the end, on the day, I felt the Cornish had the edge on “presence”
AC ORIENTAL CHAMPION

1 GCC/WH SAXON’S CH TIJANMEEK MERCEDES, 37A, F, 19.4.2007
This female was shown in excellent condition; she was elegant and muscular with a lovely temperament but was not up to the standard I would expect for a Grand certificate. Long wedge with a pinch to the muzzle and a very noticeable bump on the nose, spoiling the profile. The ears were large, wide at the base and set fairly wide apart. Oriental eyes with a good green tone. The forehead was a little flat but she had a reasonable chin. Elegant neck. Long body, legs and tail. The coat was a medium length, close lying and glossy. Dark blue but reasonably sound. 
AC TABBY BI- OR TRI-COLOUR KITTEN

1 + BOB PARKES’ LADYGEM BROWN SUGAR, 12A 1t, F, 19.2.2009

This was a really promising and beautiful female of excellent type and an adorable expression. Only just old enough to be at the show, she was compact and solid with strong boning and firm muscle tone. The head was round with breadth to the skull. Small ears, rounded at the tips were set wide apart and low on the head. They were well furnished and fitted well into the head contours. Full cheeks and muzzle. In profile the forehead was round and she had a short, broad nose with a full leather and a stop. Very good bite and firm chin. Large, full, round eyes that were set well apart; the colour is still a little “muddy” at present but very promising and not a hint of green; excellent bold, confident expression. Cobby body of excellent size for her age. There was breadth to the chest and she stood low on short, thick, sturdy legs with large, round, tufted paws. Short, bushy tail to balance. Excellent coat developing well; it was long and thick with a fine, silky texture and was presented to perfection; full frill to frame the face. The tabby patches already show a rich, sable agouti ground. The patch across the top of the head and ears showed most of the “M” and lines running over the head. There were thumbprints on the ears. There was a patch between the shoulders that showed a definite butterfly. There were patches on the lower back and legs showing well defined barring and markings. The tabby tail was well ringed. The markings were really impressive; it was pleasing to see such a rich tabby at this age. The white was immaculate. She was shown in excellent condition and had a delightful temperament, such a pleasure to judge. 
RUSSIAN BLUE ADULT

1CC + BOB, CURTIS’ CH DENILLANNE ALECXA, 16A, F, 5.4.2004

An elegant, balanced, mature female with a short wedge and straight forehead sowing a good angle. The ears were large and pointed; they were wide at the base and set vertically. The profile appeared virtually straight and the chin had depth. Prominent whisker pads “finished” the wedge. Almond shaped eyes were set well apart and were a lovely green; they were very expressive, I really liked her “look”. Long, elegant body with very good muscle tone. Long legs and neat, oval paws. The tail was moderately long and tapered to a rounded tip. The coat was double with a dense undercoat; it was short and reasonably soft and plush. Soft, clear blue colour with a very attractive silver sheen. Excellent condition and temperament.
2 BANDY’S TROIKA TSVETAEVA, 16A, F, 3.5.2007

This female had a reasonably short wedge with prominent whisker pads. The ears were large, wide at the base and pointed at the tips. They were set high rather than vertically. Good profile and angle but the chin sloped away. The eyes were a good green, set well apart but they were a little deep set. Elegant body with firm muscle tone, long legs and dainty oval paws. Good tail to balance. The coat was dense and of medium length. Medium blue with an attractive silvery sheen. Excellent condition and temperament.
3 EBORALL’S CH SILLOC POPPET, 16A, F, 15.5.2006

This was a very sweet girl but I was surprised to see her age and did check it with the Entry Form, as she appeared small and immature. Short wedge with very good ears. Almost straight profile and forehead giving a very good angle. Prominent whisker pads and reasonable chin. Almond eyes that were set well and a good green. Muscular body with long legs and the tail in proportion. The coat was dense but a little harsh on the back. Medium blue with a silvery sheen. Excellent condition and temperament.
TONKINESE ADULT – I did consider 189 for the BOB award but she was not in a very good mood by the time I reached her; she was quite difficult to handle and prone to colourful language. I noticed a bump on the profile.
1CC + BOB CHAPPLE’S ANTIKPATINA PRUNELLA, 74T, F, 13.8.2008
A beautifully relaxed and friendly female who showed herself to great advantage. Excellent type and expression, she was to me exactly at the “halfway point” between the Siamese and Burmese. The head showed the shape of an equilateral triangle with a gently rounded top and good width between the medium sized ears. The latter were pricked forward with a broad base and oval tips. Very expressive large eyes, shaped like rounded almonds and with the top line slanting towards the nose. Excellent aquamarine tone. Slight nose break in the profile and medium depth to the chin. Rounded muzzle and she had the correct definite whisker pinch. Well balanced body of medium length with slightly rounded chest, slender legs, neat oval paws and a tapering tail. Short, fine, silky coat showing an excellent tabby pattern that merged gently. Excellent condition and temperament, she was a girl with “presence”.
2 CRAGG’S WAKANDA GOODIE BLUSHOOZ, 74A, F, 18.8.2008
A very pretty female who had really good type and expression. She was shown in excellent condition and I really liked her. She was unlucky to be up against the winner who had such a charismatic personality.
CORNISH REX NEUTER

I did consider exhibit 237 for the BOB but the Open winner was exceptional.

1 PR + BOB HUMMERSTON’S CH & IMP GR PR CHRISAN CAMELOTT, 33 31S, MN, 3.7.2006
An outstanding Cornish Rex who has everything – the type, the expression, the condition and the temperament! Medium wedge with high cheekbones narrowing to a rounded muzzle and firm chin. Excellent profile showing a flat skull with a gentle curve at the brow and a straight nose. The large “mussel” shaped ears were set rather high on the head; they were wide at the base and tapered to rounded tips. Excellent eyes that were oval with the top line set almost straight with just a slight slant to the outer edge of the ear. Elegant neck. Hard, muscular body that was slender with medium length to the back and long straight legs. The paws were small and oval. Long, fine, tapering tail that was very well covered with wavy fur. Gorgeous coat that was short, dense, silky and fine. It rippled into deep “Marcel” waves on the head, neck, back, sides, legs and tail. Crinkled whiskers and eyebrows. Presented to perfection in superb condition and with a calm, confident temperament. A total pleasure and privilege to judge, he is a very special cat.
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
