AC ORIENTAL GRAND CHAMPION ADULT, MALE

1 IGC ARMITAGE’S GR CH CHAPELROSE OHMEOHMY, 37A, M, 13.11.2007

A very elegant and stylish young male but he felt solid, firm and muscular. He was also a very good weight and I think my steward was surprised how heavy he felt! Balanced long wedge with even lines to the muzzle. There was width between his large, pricked ears; they were wide at the base and continued the lines of the wedge. The nose was straight. Excellent eyes of oriental shape and setting with a haughty expression and an excellent bright, vivid green tone. Elegant neck and excellent head carriage. Long body and long, fine legs with oval paws. Lovely whip tail. His coat was short, fine and really close lying. It was on the dark side of medium but it was blue to the roots and had no sign of shading. Excellent glossy sheen reflected his sparkling condition and he had a superb temperament.
PERSIAN BLACK KITTEN

This was such a gorgeous class to judge – two handsome kittens and a great shame I could only award one first prize!

1 + BOB MORRIS’S HEATHROSE BARNEY RUBBLE, 1, M, 26.5.2009

A very well grown and promising baby who felt really muscular and solid for just four months; he was so confident with such an endearing character that I feel certain he is going to make a good show cat! His head was round with excellent breadth to the skull; the cheeks were full as was the muzzle. He had small ears that were rounded at the tips and set wide apart and low on the head. They fitted well into the contours and were very well furnished. In profile the forehead was nicely rounded with a short, broad nose and a stop. The nose leather was fully formed. He was obviously teething but all seemed fine with his bite. Strong chin. His eyes were large, set well apart, full and round. At present the colour is developing but it looked promising to me. He had a bold, cheeky expression. Cobby body with breadth to the chest and he stood low on short, strong, sturdy legs and large, round, well tufted paws. Short bushy tail that balanced well. He has his baby coat, but it was a good length, thick, fine and silky. The black was virtually sound with minimal shading. Beautifully presented in excellent condition, a pleasure to judge!
2 HACKING’S BALOOBOO SWEETSUCCESS, 1, M, 9.4.2008

Another pleasing kitten who is developing well and has potential; his head showed breadth of skull and his neat little ears fitted well into the rounded contours and were well furnished. The forehead was rounded and his cheeks were full as was his muzzle. He had a short, broad nose with a stop and a well formed nose leather. His eyes were spaced well apart and were reasonably large with the colour muddy at present. The expression was not as bold as my winner’s. He was teething but his bite was fine and the chin good. Very good body, legs and tail; he was strong, well muscled and cobby. The coat was a good length, thick and fine. He was a good black across the back and virtually sound, but the frill and his underparts were very grey and shady. Again, he was so well presented and was in excellent condition with a super temperament.
PERSIAN BLUE-CREAM KITTEN

1 + BOB ROGERS’ HIJRAH HEAVEN SENT, 13, F, 28.12.2008

A well grown female who was almost an adult; she was cobby with pleasing muscle and boning. The head was round with breadth and balance to the skull. Her ears were small, set well apart and low in the rounded contours of the head but she did tend to hold them a little high as she was very alert. The ears were well furnished. She had full cheeks and muzzle. The forehead was rounded and the nose short and broad with a stop. The nose leather was well formed. The bite was good and her chin strong. Her eyes were reasonably large with a good orange tone developing. I felt her expression could be more bold. Medium size body with breadth to the chest and she stood low on short, sturdy legs with large, round, well tufted paws. The tail was short, bushy and in proportion to the body. Her coat was a good length and thick with a fine, soft texture. She had a full frill to frame the face and it was developing down the chest and between the front paws. The blue was medium in tone and reasonably sound; it was intermingled with a pastel cream. There were some small patches on the face and on the left, front paw but the overall effect was of intermingled blue and cream. She was well presented in excellent condition and had a sweet temperament.
AOC SELF COLOURPOINT KITTEN

1 + BOB COVE’S ANUSHEH ARISTOCAT AUGUSTUS, 13B5, M, 12.4.2009
A handsome kitten who was cobby, well muscled and strong. The head was round with breadth of skull and neat little ears, rounded at the tips and well furnished, set wide apart and low in rounded contours. Lovely full cheeks and muzzle; the forehead was rounded and the nose short and broad with a stop. Large eyes; they were full and round, set well apart and a good shade of blue developing. He had a bold, confident expression. Solid, muscular body with breadth of chest and he stood low on short, thick, sturdy legs with large round paws that were well tufted. His short, bushy tail gave him overall balance. Lovely coat developing well; it was a good length, thick but fine and silky. He had a frill to frame the face. The red on his ears and face was a rich tone and there was excellent contrast to the apricot-white body. The mask is developing well and the paws showed the colour coming. Excellent condition and temperament.
AC SIL VER SOMALI NEUTER

1 PR + BOB HACK’S ADSETSH BARWICK BLUE, 63CS, FN, 11.6.2007

A very attractive female who was beautifully presented in sparkling condition. The moderate wedge showed gentle contours although the muzzle was a trifle fine. Nice width at the cheeks and she had a shallow indentation to form the muzzle. In profile, there was a slight nose break and the chin had depth. Her ears were large, pricked and well cupped; they were set well apart but not low and were well furnished. She had large eyes of almond shape; they were very expressive and a rich amber tone. They had an oblique setting and her facial markings were well defined. Her body was of medium length with a level back and a firm, lithe, muscular feel. She had long legs and oval, tufted paws. The tail was long, broad at the base and tapered to form a full brush. She had lovely coat texture; it was soft, dense and fine, lying flat along the spine and of a medium length. She had a ruff to frame her face and soft breeches above her dark blue heels. She was a pleasing silver with minimal tarnish around the muzzle and on the paws. The ticking was excellent, a dark blue and very well defined. She had a delightful temperament and was a pleasure to judge.
AOC SOMALI NEUTER

1 PR + BOB MELIA’S CH & PR ADMILSH ASTROKINI NEXUS, 63B, MN, 14.4.2000
A very handsome and balanced Somali who was so confident and contented as he sat in his pen smiling at the world! He had excellent type and overall balance with a moderate wedge showing gentle, rounded contours and large, well set ears that were broad at the base but well cupped, tufted and furnished. Excellent eyes of almond shape and oblique setting; they were set well apart and very expressive. High forehead and a good nose break; his chin was firm and his neck elegant with a ruff. Firm body of medium size and length; he was well muscled and lithe. His legs were long with oval paws that were well tufted. Excellent brush to “finish”. Beautiful coat that was soft and fine; he had excellent bitter chocolate ticking and markings on an apricot base that gave the impression of a rich, warm, chestnut brown. I loved his dark chocolate heels that extended to the hocks. Beautifully shown in excellent condition, he was a great ambassador for our gorgeous breed.
BRITISH TORTIE NEUTER

1 PR + BOB LAWLER’S ADATESH ROSEBUD, 21C, FN, 23.2.2008

A pleasing female who was well proportioned, cobby and compact; her head showed breadth of skull with a round face and full cheeks. Her ears were neat, rounded at the tips and set well apart in the rounded head contours; they were slightly open at the base. Her forehead was rounded and her nose short, broad and of uniform width. She had large, round, well-opened eyes that were pale orange in tone but very expressive. Very good body with a short, level back; her chest had breadth and depth and she stood low on sturdy legs with round paws. The tail was of medium length, thick and rounded at the tip. The coat was short, dense and crisp in texture. The colour was a soft lilac with a pinkish tone and pale cream. The colours were well intermingled showing minimal patching around the face. Excellent condition and temperament.
BRITISH BROWN SPOTTED NEUTER

BOB ABSALOM’S GR PR CHARWAY ROGAN JOSH, 30, MN, 27.5.2005

A handsome, strong brown spotted male with such a typical expression. His coat and markings were impressive and I particularly liked the warmth in the agouti ground.
BRITISH BLACK SILVER SPOTTED NEUTER

Two handsome boys to consider for the BOB award, it was a tough decision to make!
BOB BENGER’S GR PR SHAMISSYL SILVER SURPRISE, 30S, MN, 31.8.1996
A gorgeous cobby spotty who was looking really good for thirteen years! 
ORIENTAL BI-COLOUR ADULT

1 IC + BOB ELLIS’S EIREACHDAIL MAZPHASMOSAIC, 48E, F, 20.11.2008

An elegant female with type and style; the head was long with even lines to the fine muzzle and there was width between her large, pricked ears. They were wide at the base and continued the lines of the wedge. In profile, the nose was straight and she had a reasonable chin. Her eyes were of oriental shape and were set well apart. The colour was a clear green. She had an elegant neck and a long, svelte body that was firm and muscular. The legs were long and fine with oval paws. The tail was a good length and tapered. Her coat was fairly short but fine and close-lying. She had white underparts and white on all four feet and her face. The black and red patches were well defined and sound. Excellent condition and temperament.
LILAC POINT SIAMESE ADULT, MALE

BOB WILLIAMS’ CH POLLYBEE LORD ROYSTERER, 24C, M, 27.12.2007
A handsome and balanced male of excellent type and style apart from his tail which I thought needed another inch or two. Lovely lilac points and a magnolia body.
LILAC POINT SIAMESE ADULT, FEMALE

I considered OWEN’S CH POLLYBEE TRULY SCRUMPTIOUS, 24C, F, 2.9.2007 for the BOB award. She had good type and was elegant but was not such a good lilac point for colour as the male.
TABBY POINT SIAMESE ADULT, MALE

1 CC + BOB HIRST’S TOGHAR BY DESIGN, 32/3, M, 12.10.2008

A very handsome male of excellent type and style; he looked strong and masculine but was also long, svelte and elegant – I think my steward was surprised by his weight! Long wedge that had the breadth to balance. Large ears that were well pricked, wide at the base and set well apart to continue the lines of the wedge. Fine muzzle and good chin. In profile, the nose was long and straight. He had very expressive eyes of oriental shape and set. They slanted towards the nose and were an excellent depth of blue. Elegant neck and head carriage. The body was long and balanced with long fine legs and oval paws. The tail tapered but could be longer for perfection. Short, fine coat that was close-lying. Excellent milk chocolate points with the tabby markings well defined and showing excellent contrast to the ivory body. Well presented in sparkling condition and he had a superb temperament.
TABBY POINT SIAMESE ADULT, FEMALE

1 CC GRAINGER’S WANDERING THATCHERS GOLD, 32/3, F, 7.11.2008

A very attractive and balanced female who is developing well for her age. The wedge was even with beautiful blue eyes of oriental shape and set. Her ears were large and set well apart to continue the lines of the wedge. The nose was virtually straight and she had a reasonable chin. The neck was elegant and she had good head carriage. The body was long, svelte and well muscled with long, fine legs and dainty spoon feet. Her tail tapered but it was blunt at the tip and I would like another inch for balance. She was a beautiful chocolate colour with well defined tabby points. Excellent contrast to the ivory body. Excellent condition and temperament.

2 HELM’S VELVETENA MYMY MYDELILAH, 32/3, F, 16.2.2008

This female was firm, muscular and a very good weight although elegant and feminine. I felt her wedge was rather narrow, needing more breadth to the top of the head to balance the triangle. The ears were large and wide at the base but set high to make the shape isosceles. The eyes were of oriental shape and set but although they were a good blue, they were deep set which spoiled the expression. Straight profile and good chin. The body was long and svelte with good legs and tail. The chocolate was a rich tone but there was brindling in the markings which spoiled the definition. Good contrast to the body. The coat was moderately short and fine although a little coarse on the lower back. Otherwise excellent condition and temperament.
I was sorry that exhibit 443 was not able to be handled, she was extremely upset.
