I was so grateful to Lesley for coming along to steward for me, her excellent company and gentle handling of the cats was very much appreciated.

AC BIRMAN GRAND PREMIER, MALE

1 IMP IZZARD’S IMP GR PR VANBELMA NITRO EXPRESS, 13C1, MN, 31.8.1992

A handsome gentleman who was looking just wonderful for his age. Excellent type and expression. The head had breadth with rounded contours and strength of skull. The nose was of medium length and showed a slight dip in the profile. Good depth to the chin. His cheeks were well rounded and a he had a full, well developed muzzle. His ears were of medium size and spaced well apart. His eyes were large, set well apart and almost round. Lovely shade of blue, particularly for his age and he had a soft, gentle expression. Long body with excellent boning and substance, his legs were of medium length with strong, tufted paws. His tail was in proportion and bushy. Silky coat of good length with a ruff around the neck. The points were a warm seal and there was very good contrast although some shading on the back. Very good gloves and gauntlets. Excellent condition and temperament.
2 ENSOR’S IMP GR PR KHATIJEM LALIQUE, 13C4, MN, 8.5.2004

Another very handsome cat of excellent size, bone, muscle and substance who was looking really good. Excellent type and expression. Strong head although not quite the width across the cheeks that the winner had. Well set ears of medium size. The contours of the head were gently rounded with fairly full cheeks and a good muzzle. Excellent blue eyes that were large, almost round and very expressive. Good profile showing a slight dip. Well developed muzzle and strong chin. Long body with excellent boning and medium legs that were strong with large rounded paws. The tail was of medium length and bushy. Dense, long, silky coat that was beautifully presented. Excellent lilac points with a pinkish tone and showing excellent contrast to the magnolia body. The left glove flicked slightly but otherwise the socks, gauntlets and gloves were well shaped and pristine. Excellent condition and temperament.
AC BIRMAN PREMIER, FEMALE

1 GPR HAWES’ IMP GR CH & PR GLENPETER CONCERTO, 13C2, FN, 28.8.2001

A really beautiful female of exceptional type and style; she was an excellent size and had real substance although still essentially feminine. The head had breadth with full cheeks and a well developed muzzle. Very good ears, they were medium in size and spaced well apart. Her eyes were large, almost round and a lovely blue. She had a soft, gentle expression. There was a slight dip in her profile and the chin was full and well developed. Long body that felt solid and muscular; her legs were of medium length and thick set. The tail was bushy and in proportion. She was presented to perfection! Her coat was long and silky with a full ruff to frame the face. She had pale blue points and the body showed glacial contrast. Neat gloves and gauntlets. Excellent temperament and shown in outstanding condition. She was later Best Exhibit in Show – a well deserved honour!

2 COLLINS’ CH & PR DUBROVA ROMANOVA, 13C1, FN, 30.3.1997

I really loved this female, she was so sweet and affectionate with lovely type and a wonderful expression. She had width at the cheeks as they were full and round and a well developed muzzle. The ears were of medium size, rounded at the tips and set well apart. Slight bump on the nose but a very good chin. Her eyes were so expressive and an excellent depth of blue. She had a very good body, legs and tail. The coat was silky and well presented with a very attractive ruff. She had warm seal points and very good contrast to her beige body with the desired slightly golden hue that showed so well in the excellent light at Freshbrook. Her gloves almost matched and she had very good gauntlets. I was so sorry not to award her the Grand, but I did make her my “Judge’s Choice” as she was such a pleasure to judge.
SEAL POINT BIRMAN KITTEN, FEMALE

1 BAILEY’S CALLOVI MARIETTA, 13C1, F, 2.4.2009

This was a pretty female with a lovely, solid, muscular feel to her. The skull had strength and breadth with rounded contours. She had medium ears that were set well apart. Very attractive eyes that were large, almost round and set well apart. The colour was good and the expression gentle. Full cheeks and well developed muzzle. The body is developing well; it was long and muscular with strong legs and a bushy tail that balanced well. Silky coat that was well presented. The seal points were warm in tone and there was excellent contrast. The gloves were pristine but had a slight flick. The left gauntlet hooked slightly to the left but otherwise she was well marked. Excellent condition and a sweet temperament.

2 SABERTON’S SAKKARA KI KI, 13C1, F, 29.4.2009

A sweet baby who was almost a month younger than the winner and this made the difference on the day. She was well balanced though and her head is developing well. The ears were set well apart and the top of the head was gently rounded. Her cheeks are coming along, but her muzzle was a little fine. Good eyes for shape, set, colour and expression. Body felt firm and muscular with good legs and tail. Lovely coat developing; it had a silky texture with warm seal points and excellent contrast. Well shaped gloves and gauntlets that were immaculate. Excellent condition and temperament.
AC TORTIE POINT BIRMAN KITTEN, FEMALE

1 BRIDGE’S SIOLU KUVIMBA, 13C8, F, 4.5.2009

A pretty female with breadth to the skull and rounded contours. Her ears were of medium size and set well. She had full cheeks that were rounded and the muzzle was well developed too. I felt her eyes were rather pale in tone. They were almond shaped rather than “almost round”. Muscular bdoy with good legs and tail. The coat was silky and well presented. The points are developing on the legs but both colours were evident on all points. She had well shaped gloves and socks but it was difficult to assess the gauntlets properly in the bright sunlight. Lovely contrast to the body. Excellent condition and temperament.
LH OR SLH GINGER NON-PEDIGREE

1 MC IMBER’S MOET, SLH GINGER, MN, 3 YRS

A really handsome cat who was a lovely size with solid muscle and lovely strong boning. He had a gentle expression in those beautiful golden eyes. He was well presented in first class condition with his coat just gleaming with condition. I thought he looked a hot cream rather than ginger but can understand why, in the light at some halls, he would appear to be the latter. He looked so smart with his snowy white spats!
AC ADULT FEMALE BRED BY EXHIBITOR

1 WELCH’S RYUICHI ADRIANA, 13C1, F, 2.12.2008

An attractive female who was well grown and had a lovely solid, muscular feel to her for her age. The skull was broad with well set ears of medium size. The cheeks were full and round and the muzzle well developed. She had a very good profile showing a slight dip. Good chin. The eyes were large and almost round but a little pale in tone. Very good body, legs and tail. The coat had a silky texture with the ruff developing well. The mast was a little brindled but the seal was warm. Lovely contrast to the body. The gloves were a little low and scalloped. The gauntlets were a good shape. Excellent presentation, condition and temperament.
AC ADULT FEMALE NOT BRED BY EXHIBITOR

1 IVINSON’S MLYWARD LOLA, 13C12, F, 31.3.2007

A very pretty female of good type and balance. The head had breadth with full cheeks and a good muzzle. The medium ears were set well. I felt the profile was rather straight but the chin was reasonable. She had beautiful eyes of very good blue with a sweet, gentle expression. Very good body, legs and tail. She felt firm, muscular and substantial. Lovely blue tabby points with excellent contrast to the body. The left glove flicked but the gauntlets were well shaped. Excellent presentation and shown in sparkling condition.

2 COLLINS’ ADATELO PIMPOM FLORIA, 13C2, F, 24.10.2008

A young female with potential; she was well balanced overall. The head had breadth with a pretty face, full cheeks and muzzle. The ears were of medium size and set well. Her eyes were a good shape and she had a pleasing expression. Good profile but the chin sloped away. Very good body, legs and tail. The coat was well prepared and silky in texture. The ruff framed the face nicely. Excellent blue points and glacial contrast to the body. The gloves were scalloped with the left slightly lower than the right. Good gauntlets. Excellent condition and temperament.

3 DAVIES’ DUBROVA RHIANNA, 13C1, F, 14.2.2008

This female looked lovely but I could not handle her properly or take the time to judge her as she was very stressed. She had good type and excellent colour and contrast. I thought it best to leave her to settle rather than press the issue and perhaps affect her future at a show.
AC ADOLESCENT ADULT

1 ALLEN’S TISANTI VALENTINA GRACE, 13C10, F, 24.9.2008

A pretty female with good type although her forehead had a slight depression above the eyes. The medium sized ears were set well. Her cheeks were full and the muzzle is developing. Her profile was good but the chin sloped away. She was a good size and had a firm, muscular feel for eleven and a half months. Lovely coat quality, it was full and silky with a pleasing ruff. All her points were broken but the lilac was dark in tone. The gloves were low and the gauntlets blunt at the finish. Excellent condition and temperament.
AC KITTEN MALE BRED BY EXHIBITOR

These were three very nice kittens – I found it difficult to choose as all three deserved a first prize!!!

1 SABERTON’S SAIKARA HECTOR, 13C1, M, 16.4.2009

I thought this kitten felt really solid and muscular; he was so well grown and substantial for less than five months. The skull was strong with breadth and balance. The head was rounded with medium ears set well apart and full cheeks. The muzzle is developing well and the chin was strong. Lovely gentle expression in his large eyes; they were almost round and a good shade of blue. Excellent body that was long with well boned legs and firm muscle tone. The tail was bushy and balanced. His baby coat was silky and well presented. The gloves were a good shape but the gauntlets did not match. The mask was rather brindled but the seal colour was good. Excellent contrast. Lovely temperament and shown in excellent condition.

2 COLLINS’ DUBROVA OMEGA, 13C2, M, 10.5.2009

A promising baby of just four months who was so confident and affectionate. Lovely size and boning for his age with firm muscle tone and a sturdy look to his legs. The head had breadth with rounded contours, full cheeks and his muzzle developing. His ears were set well apart. The eyes were large, almost round and a lovely blue. He had a pleasing, soft, gentle expression. I thought his profile was marginally straight? Excellent body, legs and tail. Lovely blue points and glacial contrast to the silky coat. His gloves and socks were snowy white but not quite matching. Excellent condition and temperament.
3 DYER’S SNOWQUEEN CHARLES LAFITTE, 13C1, M, 17.4.2009
AC KITTEN MALE NOT BRED BY EXHIBITOR

1 NUTLEY’S LALOLA LORDOFTHEDANCE, 13C12, M, 26.3.2009

Handsome kitten who was well grown and developing well. The head had breadth with rounded contours and medium ears set well apart. His eyes were almost round but a little pale in tone and rather deep set. Good profile and chin. Very good body, legs and tail. The tail seemed tense at the tip. The coat was long and silky with lovely blue tabby points and excellent contrast to the glacial body. Well shaped gloves and gauntlets. Excellent condition and temperament.
AC DEBUTANTE NEUTER

1 WELCH’S RYUICHI ARAGON, 13C2, MN, 2.12.2008

A very handsome and impressive young male of nine months yet looking mature, substantial and very balanced for type and style. Strong head showing breadth of skull and rounded contours. His medium sized ears were set well apart. He had full, rounded cheeks and a well developed muzzle. Slight dip to the profile and a full chin. His eyes were large, almost round and he had a lovely gentle expression. The colour was slightly pale in tone. Excellent body, legs and tail. Excellent silky coat with a full ruff. Pale blue points and a glacial coat that was so attractive. Good gloves and gauntlets. Excellent condition and temperament. I thought he was really promising.
AC ARISTOCRAT NEUTER

1 IZZARD’S DUBROVA SUMATRA, 13C2, MN, 12.8.2008

A handsome cat of lovely type and quality. Excellent head showing breadth of skull, full cheeks and a well developed muzzle. His medium ears were set well apart. Large, expressive eyes that were almost round and a good shade of blue. Slight dip to the profile and a good depth to the chin. Long body that was solid and muscular with well boned legs and a bushy tail to balance. Excellent contrast between the blue points and the glacial body. Good gloves and gauntlets. Delightful temperament.
AC JUNIOR HP

1 IZZARD’S BILL, SLH SEALPOINT, MN, 13 MONTHS.

This cat was an absolute darling, he was so friendly and playful! He also obeyed the first rule for show success – he purred loudly and kissed the judge! He was beautifully presented in sparkling condition with every hair in place. I thought he was so handsome and must look good stretched out on your sofa!

A big handsome fellow with lovely blue eyes. He was an excellent size with solid muscle and substantial boning. His coat was beautifully presented in sparkling condition.
