AC PERSIAN GRAND CHAMPION, MALE

1 IGC STEWART’S IMP GR CH LAZANE ON CLOUD NINE, 2a, M, 8.6.2007

A very handsome male, beautifully presented, of excellent type, substance and quality; his head was massive showing great breadth of skull and neat little ears, rounded at the tips and set wide apart and low in the rounded contours of the head. His cheeks and muzzle were full and his chin firm. His pink nose leather was fully formed. His eyes were large, full and round; they were very expressive and a lovely orange tone. His body was strong and cobby, solid and masculine. He stood low on strong legs with large, tufted paws. His tail was short, bushy and in proportion. His coat was immaculate, long, thick, fine and soft to the touch. He had a full frill and was in superb condition. 
AC BURMESE GRAND CHAMPION, FEMALE

1 IGC WILSHAW’S GR CH ROSSIKHAN CUPCAKE, 27B, 16.8.2007

An outstanding Burmese female of exceptional quality, type and style; she is full of character and confidence, extremely friendly and affectionate. She is not a large cat but her body is hard and muscular with depth to her rounded chest and feels heavier than she looks! Her head is beautifully balanced. She has a short wedge with a blunt finish to the muzzle and her ears, broad at the base and rounded at the tips continue the shape of the upper part of the face. She has lovely width at the cheekbones and very good depth between the top of the skull and the lower jaw. Her bite is perfect. Her forehead was slightly rounded and she had a distinct nose break and straight nose. Her eyes are really large and lustrous with the top line slanting towards the nose and the lower line rounded. The colour is chartreuse. She has lovely head carriage. Her legs are slender and in proportion with neat, oval paws. Her tail is of medium thickness at the base and tapers to a rounded tip. Excellent coat quality; it was short, fine and satiny and really close lying. Her colour is a beautifully warm, milky chocolate and very even in tone. She is a real delight to judge and almost has a smug little smile as she basks in the admiration she richly deserves. I was so pleased to learn later that I had awarded her fifth Imperial – many congratulations Cupcake!!
RES: WILLIAMS’ GR CH MOLYNMEUX ZEUXZEUXS PETALS, 27J, F, 7.11.2005

Another beauty of excellent type, style and quality; it was a very close decision between these two females. I just love Petals’ attitude, she also knows she is a stunner and tells the judge all about it!
Excellent head forming a short, blunt wedge with well set ears and large, very expressive eyes; she has a lovely profile and depth to the chin. Her body is firm and muscular but marginally plump! Her legs were elegant and slender with oval paws. Her tail balanced well. The lilac tortie was so attractive and her coat short, fine and really glossy; it was a little longer on the lower back. She was beautifully presented in sparkling condition and I love her sparky temperament!
SIAMESE/BALINESE CHAMPION, MALE

1 GCC UNDERHILL’S CH ADATEAM ANTAEUS, 24, M, 10.5.2008

A seal point male with all the style, charisma and charm that is so special; he had a strong, even wedge with the breadth between those large, well pricked ears. His profile was long and straight and the chin firm. He had gorgeous eyes or oriental shape and set. The colour was a deep, brilliant blue. Really wicked expression! Excellent head carriage and his body was long and muscular with long, fine legs and neat oval paws. His tail formed a long whip. His coat was short, fine and close lying. The points were a dark seal and though there was some shading, he had contrast. Excellent temperament and he was shown in sparkling condition. 

RES: SIMPSON’S CH MYLYNN MATINEE IDOL, 24B, M, MATINEE IDOL, 24B, M, 4.1.2008
Another very handsome and balanced male of excellent type and style; he has promise but did not appear as mature and “wicked” as the seal on the day. Very good, even wedge with lovely eyes and expression. He had a straight profile and very good depth to the chin. Very good, long body with slender legs and a whip tail. Warm chocolate point and lovely contrast to the ivory body; the coat was short and close lying. Excellent temperament and condition.
BLACK/CHOCOLATE TORTIE & WHITE PERSIAN KITTEN

1 + BOB GRIFFITHS’ NYKLANI FREYA OFJUBIL, 12 1, F, 28.3.2009

A pretty, feminine kitten with a lovely expression and very good type; Her head was well rounded with breadth of skull. Her ears were small and set wide apart; they were neat, rounded at the tips and well furnished. Her eyes were very attractive, large, full and round with a bold expression. They were a very deep orange and expressive. She had a rounded forehead and a short, broad nose with a stop. Her cheeks were full as was her muzzle and she had a good chin. Her body was firm, muscular and cobby. She stood low on short, sturdy legs and her tail was short and bushy too. Her coat was full, dense and a good length with a frill to frame the face. The texture was fine, soft and silky. There were patches of rich red and black to the face with a small white moustache! She had white on all four feet and under her chin. There was a red and black “saddle” of patches. The red was clear and a really good depth of colour. The black was virtually sound. She was well presented in excellent temperament and she had a delightful temperament.
BLUE BIRMAN ADULT, MALE

1 CC + BOB GARDINOR’S CH ATAKAD AIMIN HIGH, 13C2, M, 1.7.2008
A handsome male with excellent size, boning and substance; he had firm muscle tone and a lovely silky coat that was beautifully presents. His head had breadth showing strength of skull and rounded contours. His  medium ears were spaced well apart. His cheeks were full and round; his muzzle well developed with a good chin. There was a slight dip to the profile. His eyes were large, almost round and a good depth of blue with a gentle expression. His body was long with medium legs and his tail was bushy and balanced well. He had very good blue points and lovely contrast to the body. The gloves and gauntlets were well shaped and immaculate. He had an excellent temperament and was shown in superb condition.
2 MLYNEK & HAYWARD’S CH MLYWARD MUNCHKIN, 13C2, M, 27.6.2008

This was another handsome male with a very good expression in his large blue eyes. They were almost round and set well apart. His ears were of medium in size and set well apart. He had a medium length nose with a slight dip. The head had breadth and balance but the chin failed. He had a very good body, legs and tail. He had very good coat that was long and silky with a ruff around his neck. He had good blue points and lovely contrast. His gloves and gauntlets were snowy and well shaped. He was a very good example of the breed but just looked a little effeminate compared with the other male. Excellent condition and temperament.
BLUE BIRMAN ADULT, FEMALE

BOB GARDINOR’S GR CH ATAKAD AIM FORFAME, 13C 2, F, 22.4.2001
A really beautiful female, looking superb for her age with such lovely type and a wonderful expression; she has style and although she has excellent boning and muscle, she is essentially feminine. If I were to “nitpick”, one of her gauntlets was rather square, but she excelled in other areas!
1 CC HORTON’S CH KYNOBI TRINITY, 13C2, F, 8.8.2008

A very pretty female with very good type and balance; her head is developing well with breadth and some strength to the rounded contours. Her medium ears were set well apart. The profile had a slight dip and a straight nose. The muzzle had breadth and the chin was good. Her eyes were beautiful, large, almost round and set well apart. They had an excellent depth of blue and a soft, gentle expression. She was a little small but was a good weight for her size. Her legs and tail balanced well. Excellent coat that was well prepared and presented. It was a good length and silky to the touch. There was excellent contrast between the blue points and glacial body. Well shaped gloves and gauntlets. Excellent condition and temperament.
2 MOTT’S CH CAMULODUNUM LADYOF TIREE, 13C2, F, 219.4.2006

This female was a little tense, she tended to hold her ears high and she was lacking a chin. She had beautiful eyes that were large, almost round and an excellent blue. There was a slight dip to the profile and the nose was straight. She had a long body with very good legs and tail. The coat was silky but could be fuller. The points were blue but the tail had a brownish tinge. The gloves and gauntlets were a reasonably good shape. 
AC SILVER SOMALI ADULT

1 CC/WH FRANCIS’ NAINASUS BLUE PHOENIX, 63CS, F, 14.7.2008

This was a really pretty, beautifully balanced Somali with a sweet, smiling expression. She had a moderate wedge with gently curving contours and the required shallow indentations forming the muzzle. She had a slight nose break and a firm chin. The ears were large, well cupped and set well apart. They were well furnished and had little tufts. Her eyes were large, almond-shaped and set well apart with an oblique setting. She had excellent head carriage. Her body was firm, lithe and muscular with long legs and a beautifully furnished brush to balance. Her coat was soft, fine and dense. It lay flat along the back and she had a ruff and breeches. The ticking and markings were so well defined. Sadly, she was heavily tarnished so that, at first glance, she appeared to be a blue rather than a blue silver. For that reason, I had to withhold the certificate. Excellent condition and temperament.
EGYPTIAN MAU KITTEN, MALE

1 DAVISON’S TIGGERMAU VAN DE VLASAKKER, 78 30, M, 2.5.2009

A handsome and muscular but elegant kitten of very good type; his head formed a slightly rounded wedge that was of medium length. His ears were moderately large, broad at the base and reasonably pointed. He tended to hold them a little high. He had a level brow and his nose was of uniform width. He had a reasonably firm chin. The eyes were large, shaped like rounded almonds and, set beneath the level brow gave him that unique “worried” look. At the moment the colour is still golden. He had a very good, well muscled body, elegant body and a medium tail that gave overall balance. His coat was of medium length, rather soft in texture but a rich rufous colour to the bronze and clear spotting. On the right hand side there was some linkage. He was shown in excellent condition and had a superb temperament.
EGYPTIAN MAU KITTEN, FEMALE

1 + BOB DAVISON’S MAUOLOGY CRYSTAL, 78 30S, F, 24.2.2009

A very promising kitten who was so attractive and balanced; lovely rounded wedge and muzzle. Her ears were moderately large, slightly flared and had good width between them; they continued the lines of the head. In profile her nose was a little straight but she had a good chin. From “front on” her nose was of uniform width and her brow was level thus creating the desired “T”. Her eyes were beautiful, they were large and shaped like rounded almonds. Gooseberry green is developing well around the pupils. She did have a really striking “worried” expression. Her body was of medium length, firm and muscular but graceful and elegant. Her legs were slim with almost round, dainty paws. The tail gave overall balance and tapered slightly to a rounded tip. She had an excellent coat; it was medium in length, close lying and a beautifully clean silver with excellent black spots and markings. She was presented in excellent condition and had a confident, affectionate temperament.
