I was fortunate to have Hilary Dean as my steward; she handles the cats beautifully and was a great help with figuring out the to and fro of judging on the day. AC GRAND CHAMPION EGYPTIAN MAU, MALE
1 IGC WHITEHOUSE’S GRAND CHAMPION ACCLAIM WHITECREST AZIZI, 78 30s, M, 4.3.2009
A handsome male who was masculine but elegant with very good type and quality; he had a slightly rounded wedge of medium length. He had medium ears that were set well apart. They were broad at the base and fairly pointed. His brow was level and there were parallel lines to the nose. His eyes were of excellent shape and set with a good gooseberry green colour. His body was of medium length with firm muscle tone and slender legs with rounded paws. The tail balanced well. The coat was of medium length, close-lying and resilient. He was a clean silver with well-defined markings and clear spotting. He was well worthy of this high award. 
AC GRAND CHAMPION EGYPTIAN MAU, FEMALE
1 IGC KNIGHTS’ GRAND CHAMPION MAUOLOGY SERENITY, 78 30s, F, 8.4.2008

A very attractive and balanced female of very good type and quality; she had a medium wedge that was slightly rounded. The ears were well set and cupped slightly forward. Her eyes are large and of rounded almond shape. The colour was a lovely green and she had a beautiful worried expression. There was a slight bump on the profile. She had a good chin. She had elegant head carriage. Her body was graceful with very good muscle tone with medium boned elegant legs and rounded paws. Her tail was of medium length that tapered nicely. She had a good coat of medium length and it was resilient. She had clear spotting and good contrast although she was slightly solid on the spine. She was shown in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament.
RES: DAVISON’S GRAND CHAMPION MAUOLOGY CRYSTAL, 78 30s, F 24.2.2009
I really liked this female’s type and expression; she had the most beautiful eyes that were a gooseberry green. She had a very good head and profile with a level brow. She had a good chin. Her ears were set well. She had a graceful body but was well muscled. Her legs were slender and her tail balanced well. Her coat was of medium length though longer down the spine. I think she was in between coats as there was lack of contrast between the markings and the silver ground. The silver was beautifully clean. She was shown in excellent condition and had a wonderful temperament.
AC GRAND PREMIER EGYPTIAN MAU
1 IGP/WH ANDERSON-KEEBLE’S GRAND PREMIER ACCIO SEVERUS SMOKE, 78 36, MN, 24.8.2009
A large smoke who clearly enjoys his food; his wedge was slightly long and there was a pinch to the muzzle. His ears were of medium size, broad at the base and moderately pointed. They were set well back on the head but cupped forward giving an alert expression. He had very good green eyes that were large and rounded almond in shape. His nose was of uniform width and the brow level. He had a good chin. His body was long but he was a little plump which blurred the elegance. His medium legs were reasonably slender with rounded paws. The tail balanced. His coat was of medium length, close-lying and silky in texture. His facial markings were clearly defined but he had a solid saddle to the back and there was lack of contrast on the body making the pattern difficult to discern.  He had an unbroken necklace. I sought the opinion of a fellow breeder judge on the latter and she agreed. I realize coat pattern can be seasonal but I have to award “on the day” and in my opinion this Mau was not up to the exceptional standard required for an Imperial award. He was shown in excellent condition but his temperament was edgy, I think he was feeling the heat.
BRONZE ADULT, MALE
BOB LAMB’S CHAMPION MAUNARCH PHAROH OF RAMAH, 78 30, M, 14.8.2007
A handsome bronze of lovely type and typical worried expression in his green eyes; he was masculine but elegant. He had a beautiful coat that was close-lying and really did have the “lustrous sheen” required in the standard. He had a lovely warm tone to the ground and his markings and spots were clearly defined as there was excellent contrast.
BRONZE ADULT, FEMALE
I considered WICKS’ CHAMPION CHANTINA AMISI OF MEMPHIS for the BOB award. I think she has excellent type and a wonderfully worried expression. She is feminine and elegant but muscular. Her coat was a lovely warm tone but the spots appeared a little “faded”. I wondered if she had been sunning herself or was going through a change of coat.
1 CC DAVISON’S TIGGERMAU TREACLE TART, 78 30, F, 1.1.2011
A very attractive female who was shy but very sweet natured; she had very good type and balance overall and is developing well. Her head formed a slightly rounded wedge with well-set ears and large, very expressive eyes that were the colour of cooked gooseberries! She had a level brow and parallel lines to her nose giving that worried look. She had a good profile and chin. Her body was muscular with good legs and tail. Her coat was of medium length, close-lying and a rich ground colour with well-defined spots and markings. She was shown in excellent condition. I think she has great potential and is very promising.
SILVER NEUTER
BOB WILLIAMS’ IMPERIAL GRAND SANTILLO JASMIN, 78 30s, FN, 3.7.2007
A relaxed and “laid-back” female neuter of excellent type and quality; she has excellent coat quality, is a clean silver and her markings are clearly defined with excellent spotting. She is confident and shows herself well.
I also considered MURTON’S PREMIER MELISSAIDAN THAT’S AMORE, 78 30s, MN who had good type but not as typical an expression as Jasmin. He was a very relaxed cat that showed himself to advantage and was in excellent condition. 
1 PR NETTLE’S NEWKINGDOM JULIUS, MN, 4.9.2006
I really liked the type and expression of this silver neuter. His wedge was slightly rounded with well-set ears. His brow was level but his profile was rather straight. His nose was of uniform width and his large, rounded, almond-shaped eyes were a good gooseberry green. He was muscular but elegant with good legs and tail. His coat was a lovely clean silver with an excellent resilient texture. His markings and spots were clearly defined. He had a necklace but it was broken. He was shown in excellent condition and had an endearing temperament.
2 BATESON’S NEWKINGDOM ULYSSES, 78 30s, MN, 22.4.2008
Another silver neuter with a wonderful temperament who was such a pleasure to judge as he was really enjoying his day at the show. This boy had very good type but his chin sloped away. I really liked his eye shape, colour and expression. He was muscular but elegant with very good legs and tail. His coat was of excellent texture with a dark though clean silver for the ground. His spotting and markings were good but he had a bit of a solid spine line. 
3 PARSONS’ ASHIDAH TEHUTI, 78 30s, MN, 24.5.2010
This Mau was also a dark silver with some linkage down his spine and tarnish on his nose. He had a slightly rounded wedge with his ears well set. The brow was level and the nose of uniform width. His muzzle was a little fine and snipy. The eyes were large and a good shape although he was a little nervous and so they appeared a little too round until he relaxed more. The colour was a good green. He had a muscular body with good legs and rounded paws. His tail seemed a little tense at the tip. The coat was medium with a good texture and it was close-lying. There was contrast between the dark silver ground and the spots and markings. He was in excellent condition.
