I was also very grateful to Steve for coming along especially to steward; he handles the cats beautifully and was great company. 

GRAND CHAMPION SELKIRK REX, MALE

1 IGCC HAZEL’S GRAND CHAMPION WYREWOOD CRUSADER, 79S 40/4, M, 9.5.2010
A handsome colourpointed Selkirk of excellent type and conformation; his head had breadth with full cheeks and a well-defined rectangular muzzle. His forehead was nicely rounded and the top of his head was slightly curved. His medium ears were spaced well apart in the rounded contours of the head. His nose was short, broad and straight with a downward slant. His eyes were large and well-opened, perhaps a little straight across the top. They were very expressive. His whisker pads were well padded and he had a good chin. His body was cobby and rectangular with breadth to the shoulders and rump. His legs were of medium length with very good boning and his paws were round and firm. His tail was of medium length, thick and rounded at the tip. His coat was beautifully thick and dense; it stood away from the body with unstructured waves and curls; I particularly liked his wavy legs and toes. He was beautifully presented in excellent condition and had a super temperament.
GRAND PREMIER CORNISH OR DEVON REX, MALE

1 IGPR TYLER’S GRAND PREMIER MEGGYMOO DONNCHA, 33 31S, MN, 23.3.2009
A handsome and balanced Cornish of very good type and style; his ears were large, mussel shaped and set rather high on the head. They were wide at the base and rounded at the tips. He had a medium wedge with high cheekbones and a rounded muzzle. In profile he had a flat skull with a gentle curve to the brow and a straight nose with a firm chin. His eyes were oval and almost straight set. He had an excellent expression. His neck was elegant and he had a medium length body that was hard and muscular with long, straight legs and oval paws. His tail was long, fine and tapering. The coat was short and dense with a silky texture. He had lovely deep waves apart from a tiny patch of straighter fur just on his shoulders. I really liked his wise expression.
CHAMPION CORNISH REX MALE

1 GCC LUXFORD-WATTS CHAMPION AMASKA VIRACOCHA, 33 40/15s, M, 7.10.2007
A handsome male with excellent muscle tone and feel but also with elegance and style; he had a balanced, medium wedge with the desired gentle lines and high cheekbones. The lines of the wedge narrowed to a rounded muzzle and he had a good chin. His ears were held a fraction wide in the pen, but when he was judged he was alert and then they were set rather high. He had a flat top to the skull with a gentle curve at the brow but there was a very slight bump on the nose. His eyes were oval and of medium size. They were set almost straight with just a slight slant to the outer edge of the ears. He had an elegant neck and a slender body with long, straight legs and neat oval paws. The tail was long, fine and tapering. He had a short, dense, silky coat that was beautifully waved. He was shown in superb condition and had a lovely temperament.
PREMIER CORNISH REX FEMALE

1 GPR ARNOLD’S UK & IMPERIAL GRAND CHAMPION & PREMIER PAPAVER PANDORA, 33 36, FN, 7.9.2004 An extremely attractive and balanced Cornish female of exceptional type and quality; her ears were mussel shaped and set rather high on her head. She had a medium wedge with high cheekbones that narrowed to a rounded muzzle. In profile the top of her head was flat with a gentle curve at the brow with a straight nose and good depth to the chin. She had very expressive eyes that were oval and set almost straight with a slight slant to the outer edge of the ears. She had a wonderful expression. Her neck was elegant and her body hard, muscular and of medium length. She had long, fine legs with neat oval paws. Her tail was long, fine and tapering. Her coat was short and dense. It was a little open on the spine but did smooth down to produce even, deep waves. She was shown in excellent condition and had a lovely, gentle temperament.
CORNISH REX FEMALE ADULT

BOB I agreed with Mrs Wilding her male should win the BOB award.

BOX LUXFORD-WATTS’ CHAMPION DU-BU STARSHINE, 33 18c, F, 24.4.2004
A very beautiful Cornish female of excellent type with a particularly pleasing expression; she also had a very good coat for texture, quality and rexing.

I also considered THOMPSON’S GRAND CHAMPION CHRISAN CARA MIA, 33 31s, F, 25.7.2008 I liked her type and elegance very much indeed and she had very good type and style. I thought her coat was a little open and almost shaggy on her lower back.
ARNOLD’S GRAND CHAMPION PAPAVER ARTEMIS, 33 36, F, 20.9.2007 tended to hold her ears rather wide, making her wedge appear shorter. She had very good eyes and I really liked her expression. Her chin sloped away. She had a lovely silky coat but the waves were more loose.

I thought ARNOLD’S CHAMPION PAPAVER ARIADNE, 33 36b, F, 20.9.2007 had good type and a very good expression. Sadly she had a strip down her back about 1 ½ inches wide where the coat was virtually straight.

1 CC LUXFORD-WATTS’ DU-BU JENNY WREN 33 31bt, F, 17.6.2010

A young female who was very attractive, balanced and elegant; her ears were set rather high. They were large with width at the base and rounded at the tips. She had a medium wedge with high cheek bones and a nicely rounded muzzle. In profile the top of her head was flat with a gentle curve at the brow and a straight nose. The chin had depth. At first her eyes appeared rather round, but when she was relaxed back in the pen, they were oval and very expressive. She had an elegant neck. Her body was hard and muscular. She was slender with an excellent muscular feel. Her legs were long with oval paws. The tail balanced well. She had a short, dense, soft, fine coat that was beautifully waved. She was shown in excellent condition and had a super temperament too.

2 LUXFORD-WATTS’ DU-BU LARKSPUR, 33 36g, F, 17.6.2010
Another very attractive and balanced female, litter sister to Jenny Wren and very similar; there was just a tiny concave curve to the profile but she had a strong chin. She had a good body and legs but the tail could be longer for balance. She too had very good coat quality but the waves were shallower than her sister’s.

3 LUXFORD-WATTS’ AMASKA PETAL, 33 31es, F, 20.5.2010

A very pretty female of very good type and style; she had mussel shaped ears that were set rather high and a medium wedge with high cheekbones and a rounded muzzle. She had a good profile but the chin sloped away. Her eyes were oval, set beautifully and very expressive. She had a medium length body that was hard and muscular with long legs and oval paws. Her tail was a balanced length and tapered well. Her coat was a fraction long and though silky and fine, the waves were rather shallow. 
I also had Petal’s sister in the class, AMASKA PETUNIA, 33 31gt; she tended to hold her ears rather wide but they were a good shape. She had very expressive eyes and a good profile. I felt though that her coat was long and the waves shallow.
DEVON REX FEMALE ADULT
BOB WARRENER’S GRAND CHAMPION REXIRU DEVONWEARS PRADA, 33a 36, F, 20.11.2006
A stunning Devon of exceptional type and style; she had a short, broad wedge with high cheek bones and a strong muzzle with a good chin. I was delighted to see a definite stop and a well-defined whisker break. Her ears were not only large and set wide apart, they were also set low. She had a real pixie look! Her coat was well rexed and she had that special “presence” that is so important. However, I do think more attention could have been paid to her presentation as her blankets were not as white as I would like.
I also considered WARRINER’S CHAMPION REXIRU BLACK ORCHID, 33a 36, F, 23.3.2009 who had a beautiful coat as far as waves were concerned but it was longer on the back. She had a concave curve rather than a definite stop to the nose; her ears were large but not low set and she lacked the pixie “look” of the BOB winner. 
I thought DAVIES’ GRAND CHAMPION PHILOKALIA BAD PENNY, 33a 36a, F, 27.9.2008 was very nice indeed with lovely type and expression and a good coat. She did not quite have the “WOW” factor of my winner.
1 CC/WH RUST’S MICAJAS HEAVEN SENT, 33a 18, F, 25.6.2010

A very attractive female with an attractive “pixie” look and overall balance and style; her wedge was short with breadth and high cheekbones. Her ears were large; they were very wide at the base and rounded at the tips but could be set lower. She had excellent eyes that were very expressive. Her profile was good with a defined stop and a whisker break. She had a very strong chin. Her bite was marginally undershot. She had an elegant neck and a hard, muscular body with slim legs and neat oval paws. Her tail was long and tapered. Her coat was short, reasonably dense but a little straight on her back. She was shown in excellent condition and had a very good temperament but I felt unable to award the CC.
CORNISH REX MALE NEUTER
This was such a difficult decision with a trio of outstanding examples of the breed to judge. Each cat was definitely worthy of the award but finally, it was the one that had the extra “presence” and rapport with me, that won. They were all black smoke and white – a winning colour that suits Cornish so well even though there are no points for colour or pattern!
BOB ARNOLD’S UK & IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER PAPAVER PARIS, 33 31s, MN, 7.9.2004

A truly outstanding Cornish of excellent quality with a beautiful coat and such “presence”; he almost had an enigmatic smile as he looked at me, confident he would win the BOB!

So you can see the quality I was faced with, I also had the handsome HUMMERSTON’S CHAMPION & SUPREME UK & IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER CHRISAN CAMELOTT, 33 31s, 3.7.2006 a cat I have always adored for his type, expression and coat. He was exceptional but, on the day, did not have quite the “Oomph” of Paris.
I also had my Grand Winner TYLER’S GRAND PREMIER MEGGYMOO DONNCHA, 33 31s, MN, 23.3.2009 to consider. 

DEVON REX FEMALE NEUTER
I agreed with Mrs Kay the Male Neuter should win the BOB award.

BOX BRAMLEY’S GRAND PREMIER LYDFORD WHITE LILY, 33a 14c, FN, 7.7.2007

A very attractive female of excellent “pixie” type; she was stylish, hard and muscular with slender legs and a good tail. Her bite was marginally scissored under but the teeth met.. She had a beautiful coat that was very well rexed.

1 PR/WH HATCLIFF’S DOVEPEAK BLUE VELVET, 33a 36a, FN, 5.2.2010
A very sweet female with a lovely temperament and personality; her wedge was short and broad with high cheekbones. Her ears were large, wide at the base and rounded at the tips but she held them high. She had a flat skull with a curve at the brow and a break rather than a defined stop. She had a reasonably good muzzle and chin. Her neck was slender. She had a muscular body of medium length with slender legs and a tapering tail. Her coat was short but rather coarse in texture along the spine and it was very straight. She was well presented in excellent condition.
SELKIRK REX MALE NEUTER
1 + BOB LEE’S SEWNSEW COTTON TAIL, 79S 15, MN, 14.4.2008

A typical Selkirk who was so relaxed and “laid back”, thoroughly enjoying his day at the show! He stretched out on my trolley, on his back waiting for his tummy curls to be scrunched!!! He had excellent type with a broad head that was well rounded and medium sized ears that were broad at the base and rounded at the tips set well apart in the contours of the head. He had a rounded forehead and a broad, straight nose with a slight downward slant. His chin was firm. He had full cheeks and a medium width muzzle with well-padded whisker pads. His eyes were large, round and well-opened with a gentle, sweet expression. His neck was short and thick. The body was rectangular, solid and muscular with breadth across the shoulders and rump. He had medium length legs that were solid and substantial with round paws. The tail was thick, rounded at the tip and a balanced, medium length. He had an excellent coat that was really thick and dense. It stood well away from the body and was unstructured and beautifully waved. He had those lovely glossy little waves right down his legs to his toes. He was confident and a real pleasure to judge and I was delighted to make him Best Rex in Show later in the day – Many congratulations on a very handsome cat!
