The quality of the Burmese was really high, making judging a challenge and also that top quality cats were being awarded second and third prizes. I would like to thank Peter for the excellent hospitality and congratulate him on a superb show and also thank my steward, Helen Hardwick, for her hard work and excellent company as my steward.
AC GRAND CHAMPION, MALE
1 IGC TRUSCOTT’S GRAND CHAMPION KATCHYN NIKKO, 27, M, 12.3.2010
A very handsome and well balanced male of excellent type; he was elegant and stylish but also hard and muscular. The head formed a short wedge with width at the cheek bones and a blunt finish to the muzzle. The top of the head was slightly rounded as was the brow. His ears were of medium size, broad at the base and rounded at the tips. They were set well apart and continued the lines of the upper part of the face. In profile they were tilted slightly forward. He had a distinct nose break and a short nose that was straight. There was good depth to the chin. His eyes were large and very expressive; they were set well apart with the top line showing a slant towards the nose and the lower line nicely rounded. The colour was a lustrous chartreuse. His body was of medium length and was a good weight for his size. He had slender legs and neat, oval paws. The tail was a balanced length, medium thickness at the base and it tapered to a rounded tip. His coat was fairly short, with an excellent healthy gloss and was close lying. He was a rich seal brown. He had an excellent temperament and was shown in superb condition.
RESERVE: GILES’ GRAND CHAMPION RAWEKE HUBBLE BUBBLE, 27, M, 24.7.2010
Another very handsome and balanced male of excellent type and quality; he had very good head type with width across the cheeks and a blunt finish to the muzzle. His ears were well placed; they were broad at the base and rounded at the tips. He had expressive eyes that were well shaped and a good yellow tone. The top of the head was slightly rounded as was the brow. His profile could have a more distinct nose break and the chin was not as strong as the winner’s. He had a hard, muscular body of medium length with elegant legs and neat oval paws. The tail balanced well. His coat was moderately short, fine and close-lying with a satiny texture. It was close-lying and felt lovely. He was shown in excellent condition and had a good temperament.
CHOCOLATE OR LILAC CHAMPION, FEMALE
1 GCC BONE’S CHAMPION SYKRIS HOTGOSSIP, 27c, F, 17.6.2010
A very beautiful lilac female of gorgeous type and a wonderfully wicked expression! She had a short wedge with lovely width at the cheekbones and a blunt finish to her muzzle. Her ears were a fraction large but they continued the lines of the upper part of her face. She had excellent eyes for shape, colour and set. The top of her head was gently rounded as was her forehead. She could have a more distinct nose break but her chin was good. She had a hard, muscular body and was both feminine and elegant. She had a medium length coat that was glossy and close lying and a very good shade of lilac with a pinkish tinge. She was shown in excellent condition and had a superb temperament.
RESERVE: STEPHENS’ CHAMPION MILLGILL VALLAINY, 27b, F, 31.5.2007
A pretty female who was a lovely chocolate colour and had very good type and expression; she had a short wedge with width at the cheeks and a blunt finish to the muzzle. Her ears were well set. She could have a more defined nose break but there was good depth to the chin. Her eyes were large and lustrous; they were well shaped and very expressive. She had a hard, muscular body with slender legs and a good tail. Her coat was a little long on the lower back but it was fine, glossy and close-lying. She was in excellent condition and had a very attractive personality.
BROWN TORTIE ADULT
BOB JARVIS’ CHAMPION KYMIAN BEATRICE, 27e, F, 29.12.2008
I thought Beatrice had lovely type and the most adorable, affectionate temperament. She had a wonderful expression and felt hard and muscular.
I also considered exhibit 48 for the BOB award but felt her wedge was medium rather than short and her coat was too long. There was a defect in the tail.
Exhibit 49 was also up for consideration but seemed to have an intermittent squint which was confirmed by the duty vet.
1 CC CONWAY’S CHAMSTRAW CUPIDS MELODIE, 27e, F, 16.2.2011
A very attractive young female looking really promising and balanced overall; Her wedge was short with width at the cheeks and well set ears. Her profile showed a definite nose break and there was depth to the chin. Her eyes were large, well-shaped and very expressive. She had a hard, muscular feel to her body with slender, elegant legs and a good tail to balance. Her coat was reasonably short, fine, close-lying and glossy. She had an excellent balance of colours.
BLUE TORTIE ADULT
1 CC + BOB MARRIOTT-POWER & MARRIOTT’S RUMBA JAZZMINE, 27g, F, 25.2.2002
An older cat who had the sweetest temperament and had good type overall; she had been chewing her claws and had made her mouth sore!!! Her head formed a short wedge with width at the cheekbones and a blunt finish to the muzzle. She had a good profile and the chin had depth. Her eyes were large with the top line slanting towards the nose and the lower line nicely rounded. Her ears were well set and continued the lines of the upper part of the face. Her body was muscular and firm with slender legs and a good tail to balance. Her coat was short and a little open but smoothed down to be close-lying. There was a good balance of blue and shades of cream.
CHOCOLATE TORTIE ADULT
BOB JARVIS’ IMPERIAL GRAND CHAMPION KYMIAN ROANNA, 27h, F, 26.7.2007
A very attractive and balanced queen of excellent type and expression; her coat was of medium length but it was really satiny and close-lying with a lovely rich chocolate tortie. 
I also considered exhibit 51 who had very good type and balance but I felt her coat was rather long.
1CC MATTHEWS’ KATCHYN HONEYBEE, 27h, F, 20.9.2010
A pleasing female of good type with a balanced short wedge and well set ears. The top of her head was gently rounded as was her forehead. She had very expressive eyes of excellent shape and colour. There was a good nose break and the chin had depth. Her body was hard and muscular with elegant legs and a good tail to balance. Her coat was of medium length but close-lying and glossy. She had a lovely balance of chocolate and shades of red.
ANNE RICKSON MEMORIAL CLASS – THE PREFIX BRACE
Anne loved Burmese so I felt a great responsibility to take care with this class. I was looking for a “look” that demonstrated the cats were from the same cattery. It was no easy task, but I really enjoyed the challenge and the three winning prefixes were wonderful examples of this gorgeous breed.
1 Team H – SHIVARENE – Ms J Bradley - Represented by CHAMPION SHIVARENE LADY GUINEVERE, 27j, F, 18.4.2010 and SHIVARENE ARCTIC MONKEY, 27c, M, 7.8.2011. This mother and son pair were simply stunning and really shared an expression that was breath-taking. 
2 Team A – ROSSIKHAN – Mrs J Wilshaw - Represented by IMPERIAL GRAND CHAMPION ROSSIKHAN SWEETBABY JAMES, 27, M, 7.4.2007 and UK & IMPERIAL GRAND CHAMPION ROSSIKHAN CUPCAKE, 27b, F, 16.8.2007. A very impressive pair with beautiful type and balance – there was a likeness between them but not quite as striking as the winners.
3 Team B – DULCAMARA – Mrs M Moore – Represented by GRAND CHAMPION DULCAMARA ANNABELINDA, 27, F, 24.7.2008 and CHAMPION DULCAMARA CALLISTA, 27a, F, 3.8.2010. Two elegant females of excellent quality who were very good examples of the breed but not quite as much family resemblance. 
AC BREEDERS’ FEMALE ADULT – A – This was a really challenging class of seven beautiful queens who just shone – all were worthy of a first prize and I was sorry that such examples of the breed were given lower awards. Their owners should feel proud they bred them!
