A very interesting show with some quality cats to judge; I would like to thank Elaine, Lisa and the team for their warm hospitality. I was so grateful to Kay May for coming along to steward for me; she handled the cats beautifully and was a real support and strength.
AC PERSIAN GRAND CHAMPION, MALE
1 IGC CARTER’S GRAND CHAMPION BARRKUDOS SKYPILOT, 3, M, 27.6.2009
A strong, handsome cat of excellent type and style; his head had great breadth and balance with neat little ears, well-furnished and set well apart and low in the rounded contours of the head. He had full cheeks and muzzle. In profile he had a rounded forehead, a stop and a short, broad nose. The chin had depth. His eyes were large, round and well-opened with a bold expression and they appeared to be a very good colour in the available light. He was cobby and strong with excellent muscle tone and boning. He was deep in the chest and had short, stocky legs with rounded and tufted paws. The tail balanced well. His coat was beautifully prepared and very impressive. It was long and thick, fine in texture and soft to the touch. He had an excellent frill covering his shoulders and really continuing down into a deep frill between his front legs. He was a medium blue and even in colour, virtually sound. He was later Best Persian Adult.  
RES: TONKS’ GRAND CHAMPION ZENDIQUE WHEN’LL IBEFAMOUS, 70 12A1T, M, 1.4.2010
Another very handsome boy of excellent type and quality; he had a broad head that was well rounded with neat little ears set well apart and low. His forehead was round and he had a short, broad nose with a stop. His cheeks were full as was his muzzle. He had large, round eyes of excellent colour with a bold, confident expression. He was cobby and strong with depth to the chest and a solid, muscular feel. His coat was dense and stood away well from the body. He had well defined tabby patches and the white was immaculate. He was beautifully presented in excellent condition and had a super temperament. It was an extremely close call between these two wonderful examples of their breeds. In the end I chose the Blue Persian as his coat was so impressive, particularly for the season, but I wish I could have awarded two Imperial Certificates. 
AV SLH GRAND PREMIER, MALE
1 IGP CONWAY’S GRAND PREMIER URPRITY BARNABY, 13c2, MN, 4.2.2009
A handsome Birman who really showed himself off to great advantage and was a pleasure to judge; his head had breadth with full cheeks and a good rounded muzzle. His ears were of medium size and spaced well apart. His eyes were gorgeous! They were large, almost round with a gentle expression and were a beautiful blue. He had a long body with substantial boning and a solid, muscular feel to him. He had very good legs and tail. He had a full coat with a ruff that felt silky and fine. He had medium blue points and wonderful contrast to his body. His gloves and gauntlets were neat and pristine. He was presented in excellent condition and had a superb temperament.
RES: FLEMING’S GRAND PREMIER COONTASTIC DANCING BRAVE, 64 31t, MN, 27.10.2005
A handsome Maine Coon of excellent type and quality; his head was of medium length with a firm, square muzzle and a good chin. He had an excellent profile. His ears were large and well furnished. They were set and held high giving him an alert appearance. His eyes were large with a slightly oblique setting and were very expressive. His nose was of uniform width and he had a shallow concave curve at the bridge of his nose. His body was long, although a little plump which made his head appear slightly small in proportion. He had strong legs and a good tail. His coat was excellent with a glossy top coat. He was a little solid on the saddle but these were small points in the overall impression of the cat. He was shown in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament.
AV SLH GRAND PREMIER, FEMALE
1 IGP RIDDLE’S GRAND CHAMPION & GRAND PREMIER MYLWARD TOPAZ, 13c5, FN, 30.3.2001
A beautiful female looking wonderful for her age! The head had breadth with rounded contours. Her ears were of medium size and set well apart. She had full cheeks that were nicely rounded and a well- developed muzzle. Her chin was good as was her profile which showed a slight dip. Her eyes 

were large, almost round and a beautiful blue. She had a soft, gentle expression. Her body was long, well-muscled and well-boned. She had medium, sturdy legs and rounded paws. Her tail was bushy and balanced well with her body. Her coat was long, silky and fine with a good ruff to frame the face. It was perhaps marginally coarse on the spine. She had very good red points with excellent contrast to the body. Her gloves and gauntlets were well shaped. She was shown in excellent condition and had a good temperament too.
RES: DEACON’S GRAND PREMIER GLEDEKATT FENJA, 67 31t, FN, 17.7.2006
This Norwegian looked so much better when she came out of the pen and stood on the trolley! In the pen she took her head into her neck which made it appear rather round. She did have a triangular wedge with ears that were set and held high, continuing the lines of the face. Her profile was virtually straight although for me, I would have liked the wedge slightly longer. She had a reasonable chin. Her eyes were large, oval in shape and set obliquely with a proud expression. Her chin was reasonable. She had a strong body that still had elegance and she stood high with the back legs slightly longer than the front to give that typical stance. She had a long bushy tail. The coat was double with the undercoat covered by a smooth, glossy topcoat that was coarse. She had a ruff and knickerbockers. She was shown in excellent condition and had a sweet temperament.
AC BURMESE PREMIER, MALE – Oh dear, the lighting was not flattering to creams! There was a daylight lamp, but unless I took every cat to the lamp I did not think it fair.
1 GPR WYATT’S PREMIER BLOOMERS BARANG-BARANG, 27f, MN, 2.7.2010
A young male of good type and balance overall; his head formed a short wedge with width at the cheeks and a reasonably blunt finish to the muzzle. His ears were moderately large and set well apart but continuing the lines of the upper part of the face. The top of his head was gently rounded as was his forehead. His profile was good showing a definite break and there was depth to the chin. His eyes were very expressive the top line slanted towards the nose and the lower line was generously rounded. His body was hard and muscular with good legs and tail. The coat was short, close-lying and glossy. It looked a good cream. He was shown in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament.
RES: HENRY’S PREMIER ARLEBURY DESAFINADO, 27f, MN, 8.10.2009
I felt this boy’s wedge was medium rather than short but his ears were set well with a gentle curve to the top of the head although he was a little flat on the forehead. He had good eyes for shape and expression although it was impossible to assess the colour properly as said above. He had a good body with slender legs and a tail that balanced well. His coat was slightly longer than the winner’s but close-lying and glossy. He was shown in excellent condition and had a wonderful temperament so was a lovely cat to judge.
AC BURMESE PREMIER, FEMALE
1 GPR JARVIS’S GRAND CHAMPION & PREMIER KYMIAN QUIZZICAL, 27e, FN, 17.6.2001
A gorgeous female looking wonderful for her age and with superb type and expression in my opinion; she had a short wedge with width at the cheeks and a blunt finish to the muzzle. Her profile showed a distinct break and there was depth to the chin. Her ears were set well apart, continuing the lines of the upper part of her face. Her eyes were large, luminous and of excellent shape and size with a wicked expression. She was solid and muscular but still had elegance and style. Her coat was short, glossy and close-lying with a gorgeous tortie pattern. She had a wonderful personality and was shown in excellent condition.
RES: WEAL’S PREMIER HERBATIOUS SWEETPEA, 27c, FN, 13.10.2009
A very attractive female who had lovely type and expression and was unlucky to meet a winner who has been there, done that and has the judge firmly under her tortie paw! She had a short, broad wedge with well-set ears and gentle curves to the top of the head and the forehead. Her eyes were large and very expressive although they looked a little frightened rather than wicked as there were several flashes from cameras when she was being judged. She had a good profile and chin. She had a very good profile and chin. Her body was firm and muscular with elegant legs and a tail that balanced well. Her coat was medium, glossy and close-lying (except when the flashes went off and then she looked like a Rhodesian ridgeback!). It looked to be a good lilac. She was shown in excellent condition and had a sweet temperament.
AC TURKISH VAN ADULT
BOB FENWICK-RAVEN’S CHAMPION AMISTI GUZEL ILKBAHAR, 13d, F, 17.3.2009
An attractive female of good type and balance overall, she had expressive eyes and a lovely, gentle temperament. Her coat was soft and silky but she was showing seasonal problems and her tail was rather thin although of balanced length. It was chalk white and she was well marked although I would have liked her head markings a little larger for perfection.
AOC MAINE COON ADULT
BOB W/H ALLEN’S CHAMPION ADATELO SOMERSISLE SUMO, 64 31a, M, 13.5.2008
I was not happy with the type of this mature male. His head was rounded and the muzzle lacked the square finish and definition I would expect. His ears were held wide and were rather small which was emphasised as he had jowls which also increased the round impression of the face. His coat was rather woolly and dry in texture. He had a lovely temperament.
TABBY SERIES BIRMAN NEUTER
1 PR WOODMAN’S ADNIOLO AIRIEFAERIE, 13c11, FN, 29.7.2009
A very feminine cat but well-muscled and boned; her head had breadth with full cheeks and a nice muzzle. The ears were of moderate size and well set. Her eyes were large, almost round and very expressive. She had a slight dip in the profile and a good chin. Her body had length with a good, muscular feel and she had sturdy legs and a tail that balanced well. Her coat was well presented, silky and fine with a ruff and slightly curled on the stomach. She had well defined tabby points and good contrast. Her gloves and gauntlets were well shaped and pristine. She was shown in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament.
NORWEGIAN FOREST NEUTER
BOB HARRIES’ PREMIER CLEASANTA BEETHOVEN, 67 18d, MN, 11.6.2009
A very handsome and “laid back” Norwegian with lovely type and a super coat!
I also considered exhibit 103 who was very shy and did not really want to be judged and the female I gave the SLH Reserve Imperial Grand Premier to.
1 PR CANDLER’S KATTJEWELLS MAXIMUS, 67 18a, MN, 67 18a, MN, 27.8.2010
A young male of very good type and a super expression; he had a triangular wedge with large, open and well set ears that continued the lines of the wedge. His eyes were oval with an oblique setting and a proud, alert expression. He had a very good profile and some depth to the chin. He is developing well and has promising boning and firm muscle tone. He stood well on strong legs with the back legs higher than the front. He had a very good tail to balance. His coat was double with a glossy top coat that was coarser in texture. He was shown in sparkling condition and had a superb temperament.
BENGAL SNOW MARBLED ADULT
1 IC + BOB BAKER’S PANTHERAJEDI CARAMEL SWIRL, 76A 20, F, 31.5.2010
A young female who had a sweet temperament and was well shown; her head formed a medium wedge with reasonable breadth. It was rather small in relation to the body. The ears were of medium size and set well with a slight forward tilt. She had oval eyes, blue-green in tone (but difficult to be certain as the lighting was bad!) with a slightly oblique setting and they were expressive. She had a gentle curve to the profile and a fairly broad nose with a slightly puffed leather. I would have liked more breadth and strength to the muzzle and the chin could have been stronger. Her body was sleek and muscular with good legs although the tail was a bit thin. Her coat was of medium length , fairly dense and soft to the touch. She had a good pattern and also contrast. 
CORNISH REX KITTEN
1 + BOB KNOCK’S WAVERLICIOUS BOB MARLEY, 33 15b, MN, 8.1.2011
[bookmark: _GoBack]I thought this kitten was outstanding – he was my “wow” factor of the day! He had a medium wedge with lovely high cheekbones. He had a rounded muzzle and a good chin. The skull was flat between those large, mussel shell ears that were set rather high; they were wide at the base and rounded at the tips. His eyes were oval and medium in size; they were set almost straight and very expressive. In profile, there was a gentle curve at the brow and his nose was straight. He had an elegant neck and a hard, muscular body with long legs and a tapering tail to balance. His coat was just perfect! It was short, dense and silky with the most beautiful deep waves all over. He was shown in excellent condition and had a delightful temperament. I feel he has great potential!
2 BOSWELL’S DIADEMHILL SHAUN BEAN, 33 36f, M, 11.4.2011
A sweet baby who was hard and muscular, beautifully shown in excellent condition and looking good! He had good head type with large ears set rather high. He had a very good profile and chin. The muzzle was nicely rounded and his eyes very expressive. He had a medium length body with good legs and tail. His coat was waving well but at present there were some guard hairs which were making it feel coarse. 
SPHYNX KITTEN
1 BOB GREEN’S REXIVEL PADME AMIDALA, 84 20e, F, 29.1.2011
A very attractive female with such a striking expression and the longest tail I have ever seen, it was just wonderful! Her head was a modified wedge with those rounded contours and large ears that were wide at the base and rounded at the tips. They were set at a slight angle.  The skull was slightly rounded with prominent cheekbones, a whisker break and prominent whisker pads. The muzzle was strong and rounded. In profile she had a flat plane in front of the ears and a straight nose. The chin was reasonable. She had superb lemon shaped eyes that were very expressive. She had a very good neck and a hard, muscular body of medium length and sturdy legs. The paws were oval with long toes and thick paw pads. Her body felt like a hot peach! She was shown in excellent condition and had an excellent temperament too.
2 HANOMAN’S INFURNO SEX BOMB, 84, F, 8.5.2011
A sweet baby who wanted to be cuddled and did not want to go back into the pen! She had good type and a lovely expression but her profile was straight. She had very good ears, a whisker break and a good muzzle. Her body was hard and muscular with very good legs and tail. She was a lovely weight for her size. She had that resistance when stroked that gave the feel of suede. I felt she had promise but I am worried about the profile! She was beautifully shown in excellent condition and was Miss Personality Plus!!!!
3 NUNN-GRIBBY’S ADELFSH TALULA ZAIGA, 84 31d, F, 21.4.2011
A cute baby with good type and expression; she had good head type and ears but her eyes were rather round which spoiled the look for me. She had good cheek bones, a whisker break and padded whisker pads and a rounded muzzle that was quite strong. She felt hard and muscular with good legs and tail. She had good texture showing soft down and was well presented. However, although there are no points for colour, she has been wrongly registered! Her colour is black tortie and white and NOT red and white. 
4 NUNN-GRIBBY’S ADELFSH XENA MELBA, 84 19, F, 21.4.2011
I felt this kitten was a little small for her age. She had a nice head with well-set ears and a good profile although the chin receded. She had a muscular body with reasonably sturdy legs. Her tail was blunt. She too has been wrongly registered, she is not a red tabby, she is a tortie tabby and white. I wondered perhaps whether it would be a good idea to join one of the Sphynx breed clubs so there would be support and advice regarding the colour of the kittens etc.?
SINGAPURA NEUTER
BOB JEFFRIES’ PREMIER DRASNIAN KIRINAIKO, 77, FN, 29.6.2010
Such an attractive Singapura with both type and balance; she had particularly expressive eyes that were outlined in black and enhances by those cheetah markings. She was well ticked and a warm tone of sepia with an old ivory ground. Beautifully shown in excellent condition and she had a friendly, confident disposition.
EGYPTIAN MAU NEUTER

A handsome, silver Mau of good type and balance overall. He was a little sleepy so that at first his eyes seemed slightly Oriental, but when opened fully he had that worried look! He was a clean silver with excellent contrast between his markings and the agouti ground. He was beautifully shown and had a wonderful nature.
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
