I really enjoyed my day at the Kensington and would like to thank Helen and her team for the invitation. There were some superb cats present and the atmosphere was really warm and friendly. I had Sarah Walker as my steward and that really was the icing on the cake, as she loves the cats and they know it! Thank you Sarah for all your hard work, interest across the breeds and excellent company.
OLYMPIAN CLASS FOR NEUTERED MALES – Wow! What a fantastic line-up of superb quality! It was a real challenge to find my winners when so many were so worthy of the award, I really had to “nit-pick”.
1 OLYMPIAN AWARD – ARNOLD’S UK & IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER PAPAVER PARIS, 33 31s, MN, 7.9.2004. A really handsome Cornish Rex of outstanding type, elegance and style! His wedge was medium with large ears set rather high; they were wide at the base and tapered to rounded tips. His skull was flat between the ears and curved gently at the brow with a straight nose and good depth to his chin. His eyes were oval shape with an almost straight set top line giving him that wise, gentle Cornish expression. His muzzle was nicely rounded. He had an elegant neck and proud head carriage. His body was hard and muscular with long, straight legs and neat oval paws. His tail was long, fine and tapering. His coat was just superb! It was short, dense, soft and silky with the most defined waving I have seen in a very long time …… from his forehead, down his neck, all over his body, down his legs and to the tip of his tail there were even ripples that were superb. He just knew this was his day and had real star quality!
RES: WHITBY’S IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER PIPPASTRO MAGIK FLUTE, 62 43fn, MN, 7.7.2007
Another very handsome cat of outstanding type who posed to great advantage, looking very impressive! He was beautifully balanced with elegance and style yet, when handled he had a lovely lithe, muscular feel to him. The head was long and even with width between his large, pricked ears forming a balanced triangle. His profile was straight and he had a strong chin to finish the wedge. His eyes were of oriental shape and set with a slant towards the nose and they were set well apart. The colour was a clear green and he had such a haughty expression. He had a long, slender neck with excellent head carriage. The body was long, svelte and muscular with long, slim legs and oval paws. The tail was long and tapering giving overall balance. His coat was semi-long, fine and silky. He was beautifully prepared and presented with the coat lying flat along the back with a slight frill around the neck. The tail made a lovely plume. He was a very good apricot colour that showed to advantage in the excellent light of the hall. He had a great deal of presence in addition to his type and quality.

I was so delighted with the huge entry in this class, I will make a personal comment on each exhibit (in pen order).
PEACHEY’S IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER CASHEL HEADBOY (54): A handsome golden Persian who was in a really good mood on the day. His eye colour is a wonderful green for his age. He was wearing his summer coat but it was well prepared and was a clear apricot to the roots with even black tipping.
BUNCE’S UK & IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER COONTASTIC NIJINSKY, 64 31t: A magnificent Maine Coon of outstanding type and boning. A lovely rich brown tabby and immaculate white, but he had rather a solid saddle. Superb presentation!
BOOTH’S GRAND CHAMPION & SUPREME IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER KOLINGA COUGAR, 16: A stunning British Blue, cobby and strong with excellent muscle and bone. He had a superb short, dense, crisp sound coat. He has excellent copper eye colour but his eyes appeared a little small for the size of his head and he would not open them!
ARNOLD’S UK & IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER PAPAVER PROMETHEUS, 33 31s: Brother to my winner who also had excellent type and style. On the day, he held his ears a fraction wider, his chin was rather shallow and his coat a fraction longer and though beautifully waved was not as evenly rippled overall.
HARBOTTLE-SEAR’S IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER KARESAMA SILVER SEAPRINCE, 72 43sbq: Handsome Asian of excellent type and expression; his tail was a fraction short for perfection and his coat was medium rather than short. His colour and shading were excellent. He had the most wonderful temperament that was very endearing.
TIMBERLAKE’S UK & IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER SYKRIS CHEZACER, 27, MN: A very handsome brown Burmese of excellent type who enjoys his food!! I loved his personality and he was a rich seal brown. His tail was slightly short for balance but I think that was because he was a little plump!
ELLIS’ IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER MAINMAN APOLLO, 27b, MN: Such a handsome chocolate Burmese of outstanding type and quality. He was a lovely warm colour and had a superb personality. I felt his coat was medium length rather than short but it was close-lying and glossy.
POWER’S UK & IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER MAINMAN RAJAH, 27b, MN: A stunning chocolate Burmese of outstanding type and quality. He was a warm chocolate with a sleek, glossy coat that was of medium length.
[bookmark: _GoBack]ELLIS’ IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER MYLYNN MOONSHADOW, 62 20, MN: A very handsome Oriental Longhair of excellent type and quality with style and elegance. He had a good pattern, but at this level I would have liked a warmer tone to the agouti ground.
AV ORIENTAL IMPERIAL CLASS, MALE
1 IGP ROPER’S GRAND PREMIER POLLYBEE SILK EMPEROR, 29c, MN, 6.10.2008
A beautifully balanced Oriental with a long, well-proportioned head and large, pricked ears set well. He had very expressive eyes or oriental shape and set with a slant towards the nose. The colour was an excellent green. He had a good profile and depth to the chin. He had a long neck and excellent head carriage. His body was long, lithe and muscular with long, slim legs and a very good tail. His coat was really short, fine and close-lying. He was a frosty grey and the coat was really sound. He was shown in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament.
2 (RES N/A) STANBRIDGE’S GRAND PREMIER GENTANTIQUE AVALON, 42k, MN, 18.12.2006
Rather a feisty cat who did not show himself to advantage on the day; his forehead was flat with a slight depression. His ears were large and well set. There was a very slight dip in the profile and a good chin. He had an elegant neck and a long, svelte, muscular body with slim legs and fine tail. The coat was short and had some ticking. The face looked smoke, but the silver was not clear on the body. The coat texture was a little coarse.
AV ORIENTAL IMPERIAL CLASS, FEMALE
1 IGP MILLER’S CHAMPION & GRAND PREMIER PASHTAN ISHKABIBBLE, 37h, FN, 20.1.2008
A female who was elegant and balanced overall but she had rather a flat forehead with a slight depression; her wedge showed a slight pinch but her ears were large and set well apart to form the triangle. She had a good profile and reasonable chin. Her eyes were of oriental shape but rather straight set. They were a good green. She had an elegant neck and muscular body with fine legs and tail. Her coat was short, fine, close-lying and glossy with lovely bright red in her tortie. Excellent condition and temperament.
BRITISH BLACK SILVER SPOTTED KITTEN
1 + BOB UEBELE’S ADELFSH ROXY KNIGHTS-PRINCE, 30s, M, 25.3.2011
A sweet kitten with a wonderfully friendly personality and a solid, muscular feel; he was a good size and substance for his age. His head had breadth with a round face and full cheeks. His ears look a little prominent at present. His nose was short and broad and he had a good chin. His eyes were round, well opened and a clear green. His coat was short and dense; it was a clean silver. His markings were there but a little fuzzy at present. He was shown in excellent condition and a superb temperament.
AC PERSIAN COLOURPOINTED NEUTER
1 DASHWOOD’S PREMIER MOONMARINER ZINGIBER, 13b5, MN, 2.5.2009
A solid, muscular cat who was cobby and well balanced. His head had breadth with neat ears set well apart. The cheeks were full and the muzzle well developed. His eyes were large, a good blue and he had a lovely bold expression. He had a very good body, legs and tail. His coat was long, fine, dense and silky with rich red points and excellent contrast. He was presented to perfection.
2 EMERY’S CHAMPION & PREMIER SWINGLETREE MINI MOUSE, 13B1, FN, 27.6.2007
A sweet queen who was beautifully prepared and presented; she had good type and balance overall. Her whisker pads were rather pale and brindled but otherwise her points were a warm seal and she had clear contrast. She was cobby with good boning and a firm feel to her.
3 BROCKLEHURST’S CHAMPION CUSHKA MIDNIGHT MADNESS, 13b1, MN, 28.5.2010
AC PERSIAN MAIDEN NEUTER
1 GILLOTT’S ZENDIQUE WHITETIE AFFAIR, 70 12a1t, MN, 5.9.2010
A stunning young male with excellent type, boning and substance, he was so confident and had a great deal of potential in my opinion. His head was broad with rounded contours and neat little ears. His eyes were large, set well apart, full, round and a deep orange with a bold, confident expression. He stood square and solid with sturdy short legs and an excellent tail to balance. Super coat quality, it was dense and stood well away from the body. The white was immaculate and I loved the way the tabby patches on his head had such clear, warm tabby lines and the one on his shoulder a butterfly! Looking great for his tender age!
AOC PERSIAN KITTEN
1 BRITTLETON’S LADYGEM PRINCE-HAL, 12a 1t, M, 9.2.2011
A promising well-balanced and well grown kitten of excellent type and balance; he felt solid and muscular with sturdy legs and a balanced tail. His head showed breadth of skull with full cheeks and well set ears. He has an excellent coat quality that was beautifully prepared and presented although there was some staining around the frill. Warm tabby patches on the face that enhanced his head type. He had full eyes that were a promising deep brown colour that augurs well for the future.
BIRMAN OR TURKISH VAN NON-BREEDERS NEUTER
1 KEMP’S GRAND PREMIER SHANDATAL IMABLUE TIGER, 13c12, MN, 29.3.2001
A very handsome senior! This blue tabbypoint had excellent type and quality with large, blue eyes that were almost round and very expressive. The head had breadth with rounded contours and full cheeks. His ears were well set. He had a good profile and chin. His body was long and muscular with good legs and tail. His coat was well presented with well-defined tabby points and good contrast. The gloves were scalloped and the gauntlets not even but they were snowy.
2 PARBUTT’S PREMIER KRAZIKLAUS KANDY KANE, 13c8, FN, 9.10.2009
Another pleasing Birman of lovely type and expression; she was well balanced overall with both colours on each of her points. She had excellent contrast and was very well presented.
3 DRANE’S PREMIER KRAZIKLAUS SOLAR SURPRISE, 13c1, MN, 29.9.2009
MAINE COON, NORWEGIAN FOREST, RAGDOLL OR SOMALI NON-BREEDERS NEUTER
1 BUNCE’S UK & IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER COONTASTIC NIJINSKY, 64 31t, MN, 27.10.2005
The handsome boy of outstanding type and quality from my Olympian Class, he is always a delight to judge.
2 FLEMING’S GRAND PREMIER COONTASTIC DANCING BRAVE, 64 31t, MN, 27.10.2005
Another very handsome Coonie, the litter brother of my winner; he is very similar in type and quality but does not have quite the strength of muzzle in my opinion.
3 LYLE’S PREMIER TASSARE RED SEREN, 64 41dw, MN, 18.8.2010
AC LIMIT SLH NEUTER
1 AGGETT’S ISADORYOU THEODORE, 64 41d, MN, 13.3.2010
A handsome young Maine Coon maturing well with lovely type and quality; his ears were set tall and he had a balanced head with a good, square muzzle. There was a slight bump on his profile. His eyes were a good shape and very expressive. He was long and muscular with strong legs and a super tail. He was beautifully presented and was a really rich red tabby with well-defined classic markings.
AC TITLED BURMESE NEUTER – A challenging class of seven ….. so sorry I was not allowed to give extra awards…… Their impressive titles give an indication of the quality I was faced with!
1 SIMPSON’S UK & IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER PAPAGENA NADINA, 27h, FN, 23.7.1998
A very beautiful female looking wonderful for her age with a real personality! Excellent short wedge with width at the cheeks and a blunt finish to the muzzle; her ears were set well apart and she had large, expressive eyes of excellent shape and set. She had a good nose break and depth to the chin. A little plump but not sufficiently to blur the type; her coat was short, fine, close-lying and glossy with excellent chocolate tortie colours. She looked so wicked but was a sweetie!
2 POWER’S UK & IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER MAINMAN RAJAH, 27b, MN, 11.8.2003
A handsome chocolate from my Olympian Class of excellent type, style and balance; he ran Nadina very close but it was her expression that won the day for me!
3 POWER’S UK & IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER MAINMAN BURMASTAR, 27, FN, 19.5.2001
AC BURMESE KITTEN
1 POWER’S INDIANSTAR SUMARA, 27c, F, 13.3.2011
A very promising baby of excellent type, balance and potential! She had well set ears and a short wedge with width at the cheeks and a blunt finish to the muzzle. Her eyes were of excellent shape and set with a promising yellow colour. She had a muscular body with slender legs and a good tail to balance. I was impressed with her short coat and she was a very pretty lilac with a slight pinkish tone. Later I was pleased to make her Best Kitten in Show – many congratulations!
AC ORIENTAL NON-BREEDERS KITTEN
1 CAMPBELL’S SHANTAI SAMURAI BOY, 35, M, 30.11.2010
A stylish, elegant and balanced Foreign White with excellent eyes for shape, colour and expression, they were a beautifully deep sapphire blue. His head formed a strong wedge with even lines. The ears were large and pricked; they were set well apart to form an even triangle. He had a good profile, it was virtually straight and the chin had depth. He had an elegant neck and a long, muscular body with fine legs and tail. His coat was short, close-lying and pure white with shell pink inside the ears and on the nose leather and paw pads. He had “presence” and enjoyed being judged.
2 ROPER’S TOGHAR PURRFIKLYY DELICIOUS, 38, F, 27.1.2011
Another pleasing kitten with good type and balance; her wedge had even lines with large ears that were well pricked and set well apart. Her eyes were of oriental shape and set. The green is coming through well. She was long, lithe and muscular with good legs and tail. Her coat was short and close- lying. The pattern was clearly defined. Excellent condition and temperament.
AC SIAMESE/BALINESE BREEDERS NEUTER
1 SIBLEY’S GRAND PREMIER ATARIQ FIORI, 24C, MN, 25.1.2009
An elegant, balanced cat with style and type; his head formed and even wedge with well-set ears. His eyes were of oriental shape set and a lovely blue with a proud expression. He had a good profile and chin. His body was long with fine legs and tail. His coat was short and close-lying; the points perhaps a little cool for perfection but he had excellent contrast.
2 BLORE’S CHAMPION & GRAND PREMIER LUPAZ WENDELLA, 32t1, FN, 10.12.2002
A female of pleasing type and expression, she gave me a withering look which amused! Her coat was short, close-lying and glossy. She had very good tortie tabby points but her body was rather shady.
3 MILLER’S PREMIER PASHTAN LIFTRASIR, 32a, FN, 17.5.2009
AC TITLED SIAMESE NEUTER
1 EMMENS’ GRAND PREMIER JOHPAS JACKSPARROW, 32c, MN, 5.9.2007
A handsome boy with even wedge and large, well-set ears; his head formed an even wedge with a straight profile and good chin. His eyes were of excellent shape, set and colour. They were very expressive. He had an elegant neck and a long, fine but muscular body with good legs and tail. His coat was close-lying. He had beautiful cream points and lovely contrast.
2 LAMBERT & CROWLEY’S GRAND PREMIER JOHPAS RAFAEL, 32fn, MN, 9.5.2008
Another very handsome boy of excellent type and quality; if I were to nit-pick, his tail could be a fraction longer for balance. He was really elegant. His coat was close-lying and he had good apricot points and clear contrast.
3 COSGROVE’S PREMIER BETHANJO THEODORE, 24n, MN, 18.6.2007
BEST IN SHOW
I was really pleased to be invited to judge the Overall Best in Show. My best neuter was DEAN’S AMAROGUE MORRIS MINOR, 84 31, MN, 3.11.2007; he was of outstanding type and quality, really firm and muscular and felt like a hot peach! He was in competition with the beautiful lilac Burmese kitten mentioned above, but the Sphynx won on the day because he was more the “finished article”. He has such a wonderful personality and I congratulate his owners and his breeder. 
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
