I was very grateful to my steward, Lizzie Edge, for her hard work and excellent company. She took a great interest in all of the cats across the breeds; I hope we can work together again soon. What an honour it was to judge the Olympian Adult classes – the competition was fierce and very challenging (I loved it!)
OLYMPIAN IMPERIAL GRAND CHAMPION, MALE – A PAIR OF HANDSOME GENTLEMEN!
1 OIGCC BULL’S IMPERIAL GRAND CHAMPION ADCINSH SOLITARES WISH, 76B 30, M, 11.1.2005
A handsome, strong, muscular male of excellent type and wonderful temperament! His wedge had breadth and balance with rounded contours and high cheek bones. He had a gentle curve to his profile and a lovely strong chin. His nose had breadth and he had pronounced whisker pads giving his muzzle the strength that is so important. The ears were of medium size and set well. His oval eyes were a beautiful deep blue and they were set with a slight slant. He had a thick neck. His body was long, sleek and muscular with strong legs and a reasonably thick tail with a rounded tip. His coat was short, dense and very soft to the touch. He had an ivory body with light brown markings that were well defined. He definitely had most attractive pearl dusting. He was in superb condition and was a pleasure to judge.
RES: DENNY’S IMPERIAL GRAND CHAMPION CHESLO EASTON CASPER, 15, M, 25.6.2007
A handsome, compact and powerful male of excellent type and balance with depth to his body and strong boning; he was solid and muscular. His head was broad and well-rounded with neat ears, rounded at the tips set well apart in the contours of the head. His cheeks were full. His nose was short, broad and straight and there was depth to the chin. His chest was full and broad and he stood low on strong legs. The tail was thick and balanced well. He had a beautiful coat that was short, dense and reasonably crisp. It was an excellent black and he looked very impressive. His temperament was superb and he was shown in excellent condition. I took some time debating between these two males but, in the end, although this boy had large, round and well opened eyes that were set well apart, I would prefer a deeper gold/orange tone.
OLYMPIAN GRAND CHAMPION, FEMALE – A TRIO OF BEAUTIES!
1 OIGCC CROW & GOSS’S IMPERIAL GRAND CHAMPION KAGURA GALADRIEL, 72 45Q, 31.7.2004
This female not only had superb type, excellent coat quality and a well-defined pattern, she really did have the WOW factor, a total star performance as she was judged! She was elegant and so stylish with confidence and charisma. Her head formed a short wedge with width at the cheeks and a blunt finish to the muzzle and was very well balanced. Her ears were moderately large, broad at the base and rounded at the tips. They were set well apart and continued the lines of the upper part of the face. Her eyes were large, really lustrous and set wide apart. The top lid slanted towards the nose and the lower lid was generously rounded. She had good depth to the head with a distinct nose break and firm chin. She had excellent head carriage. Her body was slender but really firm and muscular with deceptive weight. She had slender, elegant legs with neat oval paws and a tail that balanced well. She had a short, fine, glossy coat that was close-lying. She was a beautiful warm chocolate with well-defined ticking on a warm beige ground. Her facial markings were well defined and enhanced her excellent head type. She was shown in excellent condition and I thought she was very special!
RES: SIMMONDS’ IMPERIAL GRAND CHAMPION GAYEMAUDI RINGARINGA ROSY, 13C11, F, 1.4.2005. A very beautiful Birman with such a sweet, gentle expression in those large, almost round eyes! Her head showed strength of skull, there was excellent breadth and the contours were rounded. She had medium ears that were spaced well apart. She had a medium nose with a slight dip to the profile and there was good depth to the chin. Her cheeks were full and her muzzle strong and well developed. She had a long body with excellent boning and firm muscle tone. Her legs were of medium length and well boned with strong paws. Her tail was bushy and balanced well. She had a silky coat with a reasonable ruff and slight curling on the stomach. She was a very attractive tabby point with warm seal brown markings on a paler agouti ground. Her body was a warm, clear beige with that slight golden hue that is so attractive. She had a wonderful temperament and I loved her expression but I really had to “nit-pick” and I felt Galadriel had the edge on the day.
The third female was WOODLEY’S IMPERIAL GRAND CHAMPION HONPUSS CHARDONNAY, a beautiful brown Burmese of excellent type and style. She had such a wicked expression but was a pleasure to judge. She was very elegant and a rich seal brown, but again I had to “nit-pick” and felt her coat was not quite as close-lying as I would have liked. 
I have to say though that all three of these female were of the exceptional quality demanded by this prestigious class.
AV FOREIGN GRAND CHAMPION, MALE
1 IGC ALGER-STREET’S GRAND CHAMPION TYPHAST VESUVIUS, 76 30, M, 8.5.2006
A handsome, strong, masculine Bengal of excellent type and quality; his head formed a moderate wedge with neat ears set well. There was a curve to the profile and the chin had depth. He had high cheeks and a well formed muzzle with prominent whisker pads. His nose was broad. The eyes were almost oval, a very good colour and also very expressive. He had a hard, muscular body with good legs and tail. His colour was rich with excellent contrast and beautiful spotting. The coat was of medium length, dense and really soft. He had a superb temperament and showed himself well.
2 (RES W/H) PENFOLD’S GRAND CHAMPION JALANKAYU EMBARA, 77, M, 11.9.2009
A handsome male of medium size who was lithe and muscular; his skull was rounded and his ears were large, open at the base and cupped. They were set well with the outer line slightly wide of parallel. His eyes were large and wide open with a dark outline. The colour was a good hazel. His profile needed the slight stop required in Standard and I felt he lacked the definite whisker break which would have given breadth to the muzzle. His chin was weak. He had a very good body with good legs and neat oval paws. The tail was slender with a blunt tip. His coat was short, fine, silky and close lying. I felt the colouring was a little cool in tone but the light conditions in the hall were not flattering. He was well ticked and well-marked. I felt his fine muzzle and weak chin precluded my awarding a certificate at this prestigious level.
AV FOREIGN GRAND CHAMPION, FEMALE
1 IGC CROW & GOSS’S GRAND CHAMPION KAGURA KATISHA, 72 45Q, F, 23.11.2005
A beautiful queen of excellent type and quality with a short wedge showing width at the cheekbones and a blunt finish to the muzzle; her ears were of medium size and set well apart. They were broad at the base and rounded at the tips. She had very expressive large, lustrous eyes that were set wide apart and a pleasing green colour. She had a definite nose break and the brow was gently curved. She had excellent head carriage. Her body was of medium length, hard and muscular with slender legs and oval paws. Her tail was perhaps a little short for perfection. Her coat was short, fine and close-lying. It was beautifully ticked in seal brown on a creamy ground. She was shown in excellent condition and was assured and serene.
RES: CHERKAS’ GRAND CHAMPION JUSARKA PUSSYWILLOW, 34, F, 18.8.2002
A very attractive and balanced Korat with type and quality; her head was heart shaped with breadth across the eyes and a nicely rounded muzzle. Her forehead was large and flat and her ears large, rounded at the tips and set high. She had beautiful eyes when she opened them! They were a luminous green with a slant most of the time as she was in a sleepy mood! Her body was strong and muscular with a solid feel. She had good legs, oval paws and a tapering tail that was rounded at the tip. Her coat was of medium length, glossy, fine and close-lying. It was a medium blue with attractive silver tipping. She was shown in excellent condition and had a delightful temperament.
 BROWN OR BLUE TABBY MAINE COON ADULT
1 CC + BOB GILLMAN’S ADECILO AGRAFINA, 64 41W, F, 18.7.2010
A very attractive young female with promising type and substance; her head was medium in length with fairly full cheeks and high cheekbones. She had a lovely square muzzle with a good chin. Her ears were large, set tall and they were well furnished and tufted. She had beautiful eyes that were really expressive; they were full and round, set well apart with a slightly oblique setting. Her nose was of uniform width with a shallow, concave curve at the bridge. Her body was long and muscular; her legs were a good length with strong boning and her tail gave overall balance. She was beautifully presented in excellent condition; her topcoat was really glossy and the ruff is coming along. She had an excellent classic pattern and the ground colour warm and rich in tone. She has an excellent temperament and showed herself to advantage. I feel she has potential.
CHOCOLATE & LILAC POINT BIRMAN NEUTER, MALE
BOB  HATLEY’S PREMIER BIRMOON CHAMPAGNE FIZZ, 13C4, MN, 7.7.2009
A handsome boy of very good type, well-marked and a very attractive lilac colour with clear magnolia body.
CHOCOLATE & LILAC POINT BIRMAN NEUTER, FEMALE
I considered exhibit 86 for the BOB award. She was very attractive and of very good type but her mask was very brindled and incomplete.
USUAL ABYSSINIAN KITTEN
1 + BOB HOLDSWIRTH’S NAUGHTYPAWS AUBURN MIST, 23, F, 6.12.2010
A very pretty female of good type and balance; her head formed a moderate wedge with gently curving contours. Her ears were large, set well apart and well cupped. She had expressive almond shaped eyes in an Oriental setting. Slight indentations formed her rounded muzzle. In profile she had a slight nose break and a reasonable chin. She had an elegant neck and a lithe, muscular body with elegant legs and oval paws. Her tail was thick at the base and tapered to a rounded tip. Her coat was short and fine but had a resilient texture. She had a rich apricot base coat that was well ticked with black. Her facial markings were well defined. She had a black tip to the tail and reasonable heels. She was shown in excellent condition and had a pleasing, affectionate temperament.
SNOW SPOTTED BENGAL NEUTER
BOB MACLAINE’S GRAND PREMIER BOMBASTIC MIDNIGHT, 76B30, MN, 1.5.2007
A very handsome snow Bengal of excellent type with a wonderful expression and a beautifully dense coat that was luxuriously soft. He had an excellent pattern too.
AC TORTOISESHELL BURMESE ADULT
I considered 272 for the BOB award, she was of excellent type and style but her coat was longer than the CC winner’s.
1 CC + BOB MARRIOTT-POWER & MARRIOTT’S RUMBA MAGIC MOMENTS, 27H, F, 19.7.2008
A beautiful female of excellent type and expression; she had a short wedge with width at the cheeks and a blunt finish to the muzzle. Her ears were of moderately large size and set well apart. She had large, lustrous eyes of excellent shape and a wicked expression. She had a rounded forehead with a distinct nose break, a straight nose and good depth to the chin. She had a firm, muscular body with elegant legs and a tapering tail. Her coat was short, fine, silky and close-lying. She was a very attractive and rich chocolate tortie. She was confident and showed herself well.
2 TEGG’S BLOOMERS BELCHAMPS BROOKE, 27H, F, 2.7.2010
[bookmark: _GoBack]A young female of good type and overall balance; she had a short, blunt wedge with width at the cheeks. Her ears were well set and her eyes large, lustrous and very expressive. She had a good profile showing a distinct nose break. Her chin sloped away. She had a very good muscular body with elegant legs and a tail that balanced. Her coat was fine and glossy but a little long. She was shown in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament.
3 MACOY’S MACOYS VALENTINE GIRL, 27J, F, 14.2.2004
A mature female who had a short wedge but needed more width at the cheeks and a more blunt finish to the muzzle; her ears were large and set well apart and her eyes a good shape and set. She had a muscular body with elegant legs and a tapering tail. Her coat was short and a good balance of tortie but was rather dry in texture.
ORIENTAL LH NEUTER
BOB WHITBY’S IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER PIPPASTRO MAJIK FLUTE, 62 43FN, MN, 7.7.2007
A really handsome and balanced cat of excellent type and style with a beautiful coat; he was presented to perfection and smelt divine!!! He has a beautiful coat and such confidence and charisma – a real pleasure to judge!
TORTIE POINT SIAMESE KITTEN
1 + BOB HARRINGTON’S HELLFIRE KINKY MALINKI, 32B1, F, 12.2.2011
An elegant and well-balanced kitten of promising type and style; her wedge was long with the breadth to the top of the head to balance. She had large, well pricked ears set well apart. The muzzle lines were even and she had a good profile. Her eyes were or oriental shape and a good blue but marginally deep set. She had an elegant neck. Her body was long and muscular with long fine legs and neat spoon feet. Her whip tail was of excellent length. The tortie points are developing well and have a good balance of colours. There was excellent contrast to the body. The coat was of medium length, fine and close lying. She was beautifully shown in excellent condition and had a sweet temperament.
LILAC POINT SIAMESE NEUTER
BOB SIBLEY’S PREMIER ATARIQ FIORI, 24C, MN, 25.1.2009
A handsome and elegant boy of excellent type and a beautiful lilac colour with a frosty pink tone to the points and clear contrast to the magnolia body.
