ANY VARIETY FOREIGN IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER, MALE
1 IGP EVANS GRAND PREMIER MAIPENRAI DOWJAI, 34, MN, 20.8.2007

A very handsome Korat of excellent type with a firm, lithe feel to him and shown in superb condition; his head was heart-shaped with excellent breadth across the eyes. The latter were large and particularly luminous and prominent. They were an excellent depth of green and very expressive. His ears were large and set high on the head. They were rounded at the tips and flared at the base. His forehead was large and flat. The profile showed a slight stop and his nose was short with a very slight bump. His muzzle was well developed and rounded and his chin was firm. He had an excellent body that was strong and semi-cobby. His legs were in proportion with oval paws. His tail balanced well. He had a beautiful coat that was of medium length, close lying, fine and glossy. It was a medium blue with lovely silver tipping. He was so worthy of this award as he most certainly was a cat with "presence".
RES: TYLER GRAND PREMIER MEGGYMOO DONNCHA, 33 31S, MN, 23.3.2009

Another very handsome and elegant cat with style; his head formed a medium wedge with high cheekbones, a rounded muzzle and a chin that could have more strength. His ears were large and a good shape but he held them wide when in repose. His eyes were oval, of medium size and set with the top line almost straight to give the correct expression. His profile showed a flat skull between the ears; the forehead curved gently at the brow and his nose was virtually straight. He had an elegant neck. The body was hard and muscular with long legs and neat oval paws. The tail was long, fine and tapering. His coat was short and dense with a silky texture. He was well waved and those waves had depth. There was a stripe of bare skin down the tail. He was well shown in excellent condition and had an excellent temperament.
ANY VARIETY FOREIGN IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER, FEMALE

1 IGP/WH TAMS GRAND PREMIER POOLSIDE CHEEKY RASCAL, 33A 30BS, FN, 6.9.2005

This Devon Rex female had a lovely pixie face when viewed "straight on" but her profile was virtually straight and certainly did not have the "definite stop" demanded in the SOP. Her ears were large, set fairly low and wide apart. They were really wide at the base and tapered to rounded tips. She had beautiful eyes that were wide set and had that cheeky slope to the outer edges of the ear which gave her the correct expression. She had a whisker break but the chin could be stronger. She had a very good body with slim legs and oval paws. Her tail was long, tapering and well covered. Her coat was dense with pleasing waves on the sides though a little straight down the spine. She was shown in excellent condition and with a delightful temperament that matched her name.
AC SIAMESE/BALINESE IMPERIAL GRAND CHAMPION, MALE

1 IGC GIBBONS GRAND CHAMPION RICHDALE LONE RANGER, 24, M, 22.2.2007

A handsome, balanced Sealpoint male with a wonderfully wicked expression in those beautiful blue Oriental eyes! His head was long and well proportioned with large, well pricked ears that were wide at the base and set beautifully. His muzzle was fine with straight lines. The chin was good. He had superb head carriage (to me so important on a Siamese!). His body was long and svelte and felt far heavier than his appearance suggested. He had long, fine legs and a very good tail. His coat was short, fine and close-lying. It was marginally coarse down the lower spine (the curse of seal-point studs!!!). His points were a dark seal with contrast to the creamy body. He was confident and had real "presence" – a great pleasure to judge.
AC SIAMESE/BALINESE IMPERIAL GRAND CHAMPION, FEMALE

1 IGC/NA BROCK GRAND CHAMPION KEVELS PURRSONALITY, 24, F, 21.12.2007

A beautiful female of excellent head type and expression; she had a long, well proportioned head with even lines to the fine muzzle. Her ears were large, pricked, wide at the base and followed the lines of the wedge. She had a straight profile and a good chin. Her neck was elegant and she had excellent head carriage. Her body was long, fine and muscular with long legs and dainty spoon feet.

Sadly she had a short tail that only reached about half way along her back and completely spoiled her overall balance and proportion. She had warm seal brown points and lovely contrast. Her coat was short, fine and glossy. I was so sorry to withhold the Imperial award, but it has to be for exceptional quality and that tail completely ruined her for me. She was shown in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament.
2 PALMER GRAND CHAMPION STYPERSON TOP-DRAWER, 32/1, F, 1.7.2008
For me this female had exaggerated head type where the ears were set too low, giving a distorted appearance rather than a balanced, triangular effect. She also had a bump on her profile and bumps behind her ears on the back of her skull. Her eyes were too deep set. She had a very good body, legs and tail; her coat was short, fine and close-lying and she had well defined seal tabby points with fairly good contrast. 
RAGAMUFFIN KITTEN ASSESSMENT

MERIT AWARDED TO POWELL & WELLS CHEHAM PURE ILLUSION, 60 27ATWX, F, 13.9.2010

A little darling!! This was a really sweet, very pleasing kitten of excellent type and quality. Her head had lovely breadth with rounded contours. Her ears were well set. Her cheeks were rounded and she had a well developed muzzle with puffed whisker pads. She had a good nose break and a firm chin. Her eyes were large, walnut shaped and very expressive. The colour was a beautiful green/blue aqua shade. She had a rectangular body with a broad chest. She was an excellent weight with lovely boning and muscle for her age. Her tail was well furnished and in proportion. Her coat is developing well. It was soft and dense with an undercoat. She was a very pleasing colour and pattern. Her temperament and condition was superb! I could have easily slipped her into my handbag and kidnapped her.... she lay in my arms like a baby and purred!!!
MERIT AWARDED TO CANN CHEHAM TOTAL ECLIPSE, 60 31, F, 13.9.2010

Another really pleasing Ragamuffin baby with a very sweet, gentle expression; it was more difficult to "see" the type with a black but the head had breadth with well set ears. The contours were rounded with full cheeks and puffed whisker pads. She had a good profile and chin. The eyes were very expressive and green. Her body was long and rectangular with firm muscle tone and promising boning. She had very good legs and a tail that tapered and its furnishings developing. Her coat was soft and plush with the undercoat developing as was her ruff. She was a good black with a small white patch on her stomach. She was well shown in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament. I felt she was a promising, pleasing kitten.
BROWN/BLUE TABBY/TABBY & WHITE MAINE COON NEUTER

1 PR LAWSON OLTOMAINE LITTLE BOY BLUE, 64 41A, MN, 8.5.2009

A young male who is developing well and just coming up into his prime! He had a head of medium length with a square muzzle and very good depth to the chin. His ears were large, set tall and held well. They were wide at the base and tapered to appear pointed with good tufts and furnishings. He had an excellent profile that had a shallow concave curve at the bridge. His cheeks were fairly full with high cheek bones that helped to define the muzzle. His eyes were large and expressive, full and round with a slightly oblique setting. He had a strong neck. His body was long and rectangular with breadth to the chest. His neck was thick and muscular. His legs were long with excellent boning and large, tufted paws. The tail was long, well furnished and balanced well. His coat quality was excellent with a lovely glossy top coat. His pattern was well defined although there was a bit of a solid "saddle" on his back. He was shown in excellent condition and had a superb temperament.
SELKIRK REX NEUTER
BOB CREATON & WALKER CHAMPION & GRAND PREMIER CURLU NATE, 79L 15, MN, 19.4.2008
A big, strong, handsome Selkirk with a full coat and lovely type and expression; he handled well but hissed a few choice phrases when returned to his pen!
1 PR AMARILLI'S INSIDERS MANFRED, 79S 36, MN, 13.5.2005

A handsome Selkirk with a wonderful temperament and a superb thick, dense, plushy coat of virtually uniform length over his body; it was well waved and looked very impressive as it parted to show his silvery base coat. His head had breadth with rounded contours and full cheeks. His ears were a fraction small but broad at the base and spaced well apart in the contours of the head. His eyes were really expressive, large, round and well-opened. The forehead was rounded and his nose short, broad and straight with a slight downward curve. The chin sloped away. He had a cobby body with good boning to the legs and a thick tail of medium length. He was a pleasure to judge.
SPHYNX ADULT INTERMEDIATE

1 IC + BOB DALE ADNIOSH FANCY THAT, 84 22, F, 18.2.2009

This female had good type and balance overall. Her head formed a modified wedge and the contours were rounded. Her eyes were large with a slight upward slant and were very expressive. She had prominent cheekbones and a definite whisker break with prominent puffed whisker pads. Her profile was excellent showing a stop at the bridge of the nose. She had a good chin. Her neck was muscular and long. Her body was of medium length and it felt really hard and muscular with sturdy legs and oval paws with thick paw pads and long toes. Her tail was long and slender. She had some down on her nose but the body felt just like a warm peach. She was a little tense but sweet natured.
2 BLOXHAM WOOZLES OCTOPUSSY, 84 31T, F, 15.4.2006

A mature female of good type and balance; her eyes were expressive but she had a tendency to open them two wide and then they appeared round. There was a flat plane in front of her large ears. Her profile showed a slight break but her chin sloped away. I would prefer a stronger muzzle. She had a good neck, hard, muscular body, very good legs and an excellent tail. The skin had a fine down that made it feel like soft, warm chamois leather. It was a close run thing between these two females, I was just sorry Octopussy tended to open her eyes so wide.
LAPERM ADULT INTERMEDIATE

1 IC/NA GILLIES BALLEGO LOUNGELIZARD, 80S 20C, M, 9.4.2009
I felt this male had poor head type; it was too round and so lacked the gentle contours and the length required for balance. The whisker pads were not prominent; the forehead was rounded and there was a lack of definition to the cheeks. His muzzle fined and there was no whisker break. His ears were a little small and set in the rounded contours of his head. His body was of medium size, a good weight with muscle tone. His legs were of medium boning and his paws rounded. The tail was in proportion. The coat was of medium length and wavy with a textured feel.
However, I was extremely concerned about this boy's eyes, particularly as he is a full male. I called the Duty Vet and she agreed with my concern, promising to speak to the owner for me. They were shaped like full almonds but the pupils were very dilated and he seemed to have real problems with focussing them. He had an intermittent outward squint. I found these problems worrying and was not able to award the Intermediate Certificate. 
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
