AC PERSIAN GRAND PREMIER, MALE
1 IGP ABBOTT’S GRAND PREMIER TAMOSAH FIREFLY, 53, MN, 25.8.2007
A very handsome Pewter in excellent condition with a really affectionate and friendly personality; His head was broad and well-rounded with a broad, snub nose and full cheeks. In profile his forehead was rounded and he had a good chin. His eyes were large, round and wide open. The colour was a good orange, even in the hall lighting that was not flattering to orange eyes! His body was muscular and cobby but not coarse. He stood low on strong legs with large, tufted paws. He had a short tail that formed a full brush. His coat was long and dense, fine and silky with a good frill for the season. The undercoat was a silvery white shaded with black and even though it was a summer coat, you could see the mantle. I was pleased to award the Imperial as I felt he was an impressive cat.
RES: TAYLOR’S CHAMPION & PREMIER ANSTEYN DAKONOIR, 1, MN, 11.10.2007
This male was not showing himself off in the pen, he was sitting in his litter tray with his head drawn into his neck! He looked far more handsome out on the trolley and I could see he had been well presented even though he was wearing his summer coat. He was of very good type and balance overall. His head showed breadth of skull with rounded contours and neat little ears set well apart and low. He had a slightly heavy brow but his eyes were round and well-opened, a good shade of orange and a bold expression. He had a short, broad nose with a stop and lovely full nostrils. His cheeks were full as was his muzzle. He was cobby and solid with very good legs and tail. His coat had density and was silky in texture. He was virtually sound and shown in excellent condition with a sweet temperament.
AC PERSIAN GRAND PREMIER, FEMALE
1 IGP POUNDS’ GRAND PREMIER SHERRIAMOR NYTRAINTGEORGIA, 12/1, FN
A cheeky madam!!! She was of very good type and balance overall with very pretty black and red patches on pristine white; she had white socks and a white blouse peeping out from her tortie jacket! A white chevron on the face was very attractive too. Her head had breadth with full cheeks and muzzle; her neat little ears were well furnished and spaced well apart in the rounded contours of her head. Her eyes were large, full and round and she had a bold expression. Her nose was short and broad with a stop and she had a firm chin. She was cobby and well-muscled. She stood low on sturdy legs and had a short, bushy tail. She was well presented with a long, fairly thick coat that was fine and soft. She had a reasonable frill for the season. She was in excellent condition and had a lively personality.
AC BRITISH CHAMPION, MALE
1 GCC BOOTH’S CHAMPION RAYANSHELL ACE OF SPADES, 15, M, 24.5.2010
I thought this male was very handsome indeed; he had excellent type and balance. His head was broad and well-rounded with full cheeks. His ears were neat, rounded at the tips and set well apart in the rounded contours of the head. He was a fraction long in the body but was solid and muscular with lovely boning and a good tail to balance. His coat was short, dense and crisp. It was a good, jet black and virtually sound. He also had the most beautiful copper eyes that were round, well opened and very expressive. He was shown in beautiful condition and had a calm, confident temperament.
2 (RES W/H) WORSLEY-WARING’S CHAMPION ADMIRARI BILBO BAGGINS, 17, M, 26.4.2010
This young male was at the rangy stage and was not in balance. His body was rather long and, because he had a summer coat, he looked long in the leg. His head had breadth with a round face but he had rather a heavy brow and his muzzle fined. His eyes were fairly round and a reasonable colour. He was moulting heavily and could have had more of his loose coat taken out. The cream was rather hot and he had tabby markings with very heavy tail rings. 
ORIGINAL FOREIGN PREMIER, FEMALE
1 GPR PATEY’S PREMIER SILVERSMOKE ELLY MAY, 23a, FN, 22.4.2010
[bookmark: _GoBack]A beautiful sorrel Aby who was very well balanced and had a wonderful expression; her head formed a moderate wedge with gently curving contours and large, well cupped ears set well apart but not low. They had little tufts which contributed so much to her overall “look”. Her eyes were almond shaped with an oriental setting; they were a rich hazel tone and very expressive. She had a slight nose break and reasonable chin. She had elegant head carriage. Her body was lithe but solid and muscular with slender legs and oval paws. Her tail was thick at the base and tapered to a rounded tip. She had a beautiful coat that was short and resilient. She was a rich apricot with well defined chocolate ticking and markings. She was shown in superb condition …. I liked her so much I gave her an Imperial Grand Premier award at first ….. ooops!!!
RES: SMITH’S PREMIER PHILOKALIA DEE MONIQUE, 33a36, FN, 8.11.2007
I thought this girl looked really good when viewed “head on” as she had a short wedge with high cheeks and a good whisker break giving her a strong muzzle. Her ears were large, very wide at the base and set well apart. She had little tufts and ear muffs too. Her eyes were large, oval and set wide apart. She had a really cheeky, pixie expression that was full of mischief. I loved her head carriage but would have liked a definite stop rather than a slight break. Her body was hard and muscular with breadth to the chest. Her legs were slim with neat oval paws. Her tail tapered well and was well covered. She had an excellent coat that was short, dense and well waved. She had a delightful personality and was shown in excellent condition.
BRITISH BLACK SILVER TABBY ADULT
1 CC + BOB MASTERMAN’S SARGENTA SILVER BENTLEY, 18, M, 30.3.2010
I was very impressed with this handsome silver tabby; he has so much promise and showed himself to great advantage as he was calm and confident. His head shows great breadth and balance with a round face and full cheeks and breadth at the muzzle. His forehead was rounded and he had neat little ears, rounded at the tips and spaced well apart in the contours of the head. His eyes were large, well-opened and round but not bold. They were a lovely shade of green and very expressive. His nose was short, broad and of even width with a brick leather outlined with black. His body was cobby, compact and solid with breadth and depth to the chest. He stood low on strong legs with round paws. His tail balanced well. His coat was short, reasonably dense (particularly for the season), moulting slightly but still crisp to the touch. His pattern was very well defined in black against the silver agouti ground. His facials were most attractive with a clear “M” and a scarab on the forehead and lines extending over the head to form a butterfly on the shoulders. His 3 spine lines were well defined and he had well defined oysters. His tail was the typical classic broad rings that narrowed on the underside. He had necklaces and a spotted belly. His legs were well barred with little spots on his toes. He was shown in excellent condition and had a superb temperament.
SELKIRK REX ADULT
1 CC + BOB RYAN’S ARKTOS AOIFE, 79S 20, F, 30.7.2010
A really attractive and balanced young female who is maturing well and who has a great deal of promise in my opinion; her head was round but had breadth and full cheeks. She had medium sized ears that were broad at the base and set well apart in the contours of the head. Her whisker pads were well-padded giving a lovely finish to her rectangular muzzle. She had large eyes which were round, well-opened and very expressive. In profile she had a downward slant to the nose and a good nose break. The nose was short, broad and of even width. She had a good chin. Her body was cobby and is well muscled with promising boning to the legs. Her paws were round and firm. The tail was thick and a balanced length. I loved her coat! It was thick and dense, it stood out well from the body with unstructured waving and a soft, plush texture that just begged to be scrunched!!! I know there are no points for colour, but that brown tabby was so attractive and striking! She was shown in excellent condition and had a typical Selkirk adorable personality.
ASIAN SELF/TORTIE ADULT
1 CC + BOB ALGER-STREET’S KIMANI TYPHA FULL CIRCLE, 72, F, 23.8.2010
Another young female that I thought had a great deal of potential and was such a pleasure to judge; her head formed a short wedge with width at the cheeks and a blunt finish to the muzzle. Her ears were of medium size and set well apart. She had really expressive eyes; the top line slanted towards the nose and the lower line was generously rounded. They were a clear yellow in tone. In profile, her forehead was gently rounded; she had a good, distinct nose break and a reasonably firm chin. Her body was slender and elegant with a firm, muscular feel. Her legs were slender and her paws neat and oval. The tail balanced well. She had a medium coat that was close-lying and had a healthy gloss. It was jet black and virtually sound. She was shown in excellent condition and had a delightful temperament.
BENGAL SNOW SPOTTED ADULT
BOB N/A BULL’S IMPERIAL GRAND CHAMPION ADCINSH SOLITAIRES WISH, 76b 30, M, 11.1.2005
I thought this was a handsome and balanced Bengal of excellent type and appearance. He had a very good coat too but he had obviously been in the wars and there was a long scar on his side and huge chunks out of his tail. I am sorry but a cat show is a beauty contest and I felt, in the circumstances, I could not award the Best of Breed. He does have a delightful, affectionate and friendly temperament.  
SPHYNX NEUTER, MALE
1 PR + BOB DEAN’S AMAROGUE MORRIS MINOR, 84 31, MN, 3.11.2007
Such a handsome chap and he knows it! He had a moderate wedge with rounded contours that was well balanced. His ears were large, wide at the base and rounded at the tips. They were set at a slight angle giving him an alert, intelligent look. There was a flat plane in front of his ears and he had prominent cheek bones and whisker pads. He had a whisker break and the muzzle was rounded. In profile there was a break at the bridge of the nose where it changed angle. His eyes were very expressive; they were large and lemon shaped and set slightly obliquely with a slant to the outer edge of the ears. He had a long, muscular neck and excellent head carriage. His body was hard and muscular with a rounded chest and rump. His legs were strong and well-muscled with oval paws with long toes and thick paw pads. His tail was long and slender. He felt lovely with a suede texture to the soft, fine down on the skin. I know there are no points for colour but the black and white markings on his face make him look very distinguished. He was shown in excellent condition and has a charming personality. Later Best Foreign Exhibit ……. Many congratulations!
2 SMITH’S BOUNTIFUL AVATAR, 84 14, MN, 12.3.2010
Another very charismatic Sphynx who handled beautifully and looked handsome; he had very good type and balance overall. I felt his profile was too straight and his chin sloped away. He had beautiful eyes that were very expressive. He had large ears that were wide open at the base and set well but there were also little tufts at the base, almost like ear muffs. He had a hard, muscular body with very good legs and tail. He had a lovely peachy feel to him and was beautifully presented in sparkling condition. 
SPHYNX NEUTER, FEMALE
1 PR MACDONNELL’S AMAROGUE SHALYMAR, 84 27ex, FN, 3.11.2007
A very attractive and striking female who had style and elegance but was also solid and muscular; I liked her head and ears but I felt her profile was a little straight although I could feel a slight break. Her eyes were a beautiful lemon shape and very expressive. She had prominent cheek bones and whisker pads. Her body was of medium length and well balanced with good leg and long toes with thick paw pads. Her tail balanced. She had a lovely feel to her and carried herself well. She was well presented in sparkling condition.
BROWN BURMESE ADULT, MALE
BOB JEFFERY’S GRAND CHAMPION BERECHIAH BRUNO, 27, M, 11.10.2009
A handsome brown Burmese with a beautiful glossy coat; he had very good type and balance and was a pleasure to handle.
BLUE BURMESE ADULT, MALE
1CC MAGALDI’S CANDIBELLE SILVER SHADOW, 27a, M, 29.9.2010
A young male with potential I feel, he is maturing well and has a friendly, confident temperament. He had good type with a short wedge, wide at the cheeks and with a blunt finish to the muzzle. His ears were set well but were a little large at the moment. His eyes were large, set well apart with the top line slanting towards the nose and the lower line rounded. They were chartreuse. In profile, the forehead was gently curved and he had a distinct nose break with a good chin. He had a lithe, muscular body that was a good weight but elegant. He had slender legs and his tail balanced well. His coat was short, fine and close-lying. It was a medium blue with a pleasing silvery sheen on the rounded contours. He was shown in excellent condition.
BLUE BURMESE ADULT, FEMALE
BOB BONE’S CHAMPION SYKRIS DRESSTOIMPRESS, 27a, F, 8.1.2010
I just loved this female! She was such a character and used very strong language but was not aggressive. She had excellent type and balance and a wicked expression! She was a beautiful soft blue-grey with a short coat that had a beautiful silver sheen on the rounded areas. 
Also considered CHAPMAN-BEER’S CHAMPION CATAMARIAN EVITA, 27a, F, 13.8.2010
Another very attractive female with excellent type and balance overall; she felt really good to handle as she had solid muscle although she was feminine and elegant. She was slightly darker blue but still had that silvery sheen and her coat was not quite as short as the BOB winner.
CHOCOLATE BURMESE NEUTER
BOB POWER’S UK & IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER MAINMAN RAJAH, 27b, MN, 11.8.2003
A handsome Chocolate with excellent type although he obviously enjoys his food! He has really expressive eyes that looked slightly worried at first but he soon settled down and realised he had found another admirer! He has a superb coat that just gleams with health! I had a lovely cuddle and told him we share the same birthday!!!!
AOC TORTOISESHELL BURMESE NEUTER
BOB HUTCHISON’S IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER HYPNOS TIGERLILY OF IRREP, 27h, FN, 11.2.2000
A beautiful chocolate tortie with excellent type and a wonderfully wicked expression in her eyes! She was so confident and looked amazing for her age.
