AC GRAND PREMIER NEUTER, MALE
1 IGP CHAPPLE’S GRAND PREMIER ANTIKPATINA LOGIBEAR, 74b, MN, 13.8.2008
A handsome and balanced Tonkinese of very good type; his head formed a medium wedge with rounded contours and well set medium ears that were wide at the base and oval at the tips. He had a defined whisker pinch and a rounded muzzle. In profile there was a slight nose break and a chin with medium depth. His eyes were very expressive, almond shaped and an attractive bluish-green tone. He had a muscular body with good legs and tail. The coat was reasonably short and close-lying with a glossy sheen. He had dark chocolate points and there was quite a level of contrast with a fair amount of definition between the points and the body. I thought long and hard about the certificate, but I did like his type and he had such a wonderful expression and real “presence” I could not resist in the end!
AC GRAND PREMIER NEUTER, FEMALE
1 IGP HUDSON’S GRAND PREMIER ADOREATONK NORTIE TORTIE, 74e, FN, 14.5.2006
A beautiful female of excellent type that just said, “Tonkinese” to me! Her wedge was well proportioned with a gently rounded top of head and very good width between her medium sized ears. The latter were broad at the base with oval tips and continued the lines of the wedge. She had a slight bump to the profile but a good chin. Her eyes were almond shaped, very expressive and a beautiful aquamarine tone. She had a well-muscled body with slender legs and oval paws. The tail balanced well. She had a beautiful coat that was soft, fine and close-lying with an excellent sheen. Her tortie colouring was excellent with the correct subtle merging of tone between the points and the body. She was shown in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament.
2 (RES W/H) MACEY’S CHAMPION & GRAND PREMIER FECHELDEE VENUS, 74C, FN, 26.5.2001
A mature cat who was very sweet and gentle. She had good type and balance overall, but she did not look at all happy. I called the Duty Vet who agreed her eyes looked pink and sore although there was no discharge. Her coat was reasonably short but open and rather coarse in texture over the back. I felt that she was not in show condition and was not able to award the Reserve Grand.
RED SERIES; AC TABBY OR TORTIE TABBY ADULT, FEMALE
1 CC + BOB DURDEN’S SHINARHA LILYBELLE, 74t, F, 18.10.2010
A very attractive and balanced cat of good type; her wedge was gently rounded at the top and the muzzle with a defined pinch. Her ears were of good shape and size and set well apart to continue the lines of the head. Her eyes were of excellent shape, set and colour and they were very expressive. She had a well-muscled body with good legs and tail. Her pattern was excellent with a gentle merging of the tabby points into the body colour. Her coat was short, fine, silky and close-lying. 
2 RICHARDS’ TONKAHOLICS DONTFORGETME, 74g, F, 24.6.2009
Another very attractive cat of good type and balance overall. She had a balanced wedge with well- set ears and beautiful eyes that were very expressive. I thought she was a little rangy in the body but she had good legs and tail. Her coat was short, fine and close-lying and was a beautiful blue-cream with softly merging tones between the points and the body. 
3 GOODBURN’S HYLILY ROSETTA RUMPUNCH, 74fn, F, 10.8.2010
I thought this female had a long, even, triangular wedge with a virtually straight profile with just a slight bump but no nose break. Her eyes were a good shape and colour with a pleasing greenish-blue tone. Her body was fine as were her legs and tail. Her coat was rather long but fine and close-lying. She was a good apricot colour and the tones merged well. 
I also considered CHAPPLE’S GRAND CHAMPION ANTIKPATINA PRUNELLA, 74t, for the BOB award. She had good type and balance overall but her chin sloped away and her profile was rather straight. HUDSON’S CHAMPION ADOREATONK TIANA, 74e, was also entered for BOB Only; she was attractive but extremely nervous and I felt it kinder to let her return to her pen rather than agitating her further.
