AC BRITISH GRAND PREMIER, MALE

1 IGP WALKER'S GRAND PREMIER AMAZOLOU THE NEW SCHMOO, 79S 39D, MN, 13.4.2008

A very handsome cat of excellent type and with a beautiful curly coat; his head had breadth with medium ears set well apart in the contours. His eyes were large and very expressive. His forehead was rounded and his profile was excellent with a downward slant to the nose and depth to the chin. His cheeks were full and his muzzle strong and rectangular with puffed whisker pads to accentuate the look. He was solid, muscular and mature with excellent body, legs and tail. The coat was dense, fine and soft. It stood away from the body well and was well waved with a lovely curly stomach. He was beautifully presented in excellent condition and very worthy of this prestigious award.
RES: HEMMING'S CHAMPION & GRAND PREMIER HINDERSLYNE BLACK HEMLOCK, 15, MN, 17.8.2007

Another handsome, mature cat of strong, cobby type and a solid, muscular feel; his head had breadth with rounded contours and neat little round tipped ears set well apart in the contours of the head. His cheeks were full and he had breadth to the rounded muzzle. His eyes were large and expressive but golden rather than orange or copper in tone. His body was strong and compact with depth to the chest and he stood four square and low on strong legs and a very good tail. He had a dense coat that was virtually sound and a good jet black – it was lovely to see how it "cracked" as he moved his powerful shoulders! I really liked this boy but it was the eye colour that gave him the reserve placing.
AC BRITISH GRAND PREMIER, FEMALE – A strong class with 4 females
1 IGP GILLOTT'S GRAND PREMIER CURLU COCO, 79L 21, FN, 24.7.2005

I really loved this female's excellent type, wonderful expression and typically tortie attitude, she was a pleasure to judge and an expert at the withering look! Her head was round with breadth of skull and lovely full cheeks. Her ears were medium in size, broad at the base and slightly tufted at the tips. They were set well apart and fitted well into the rounded contours of the head. She had a rounded forehead and a slightly curved top to her head. Lovely muzzle of medium width with well-padded whisker pads to give that rectangular look. Her nose was short, broad and straight with the desired downward slant. She had a good chin with long fur that made it look really strong. Her eyes were large, round and very expressive. They were set well apart. She had a short, thick neck and a cobby body with a level back, strong legs and a good tail to balance. Her coat was dense and beautifully curled with a lovely ruff to frame her face and plumy curls on the tail. She just oozed quality and she knew she was beautiful!
RES: STEELE'S GRAND CHAMPIO & GRAND PREMIER STEELAWAY SAMSARA, 22, FN, 8.8.2004

Another mature and balanced female of excellent type and quality; she had an excellent head with a round face and full cheeks. Her ears were neat, rounded at the tips and set well apart in the contours of the head. She had large, expressive eyes that have begun to fade in colour. Her nose was short and broad and she had a good chin. She was compact, solid and muscular with an excellent body, legs and tail. Her coat was short and dense with a crisp texture. She had excellent tortie patches in dense black and rich red although there was some mingling of the colours at the base of the spine. There was a good balance of white and she was shown in excellent condition with a lovely temperament.
AC BIRMAN PREMIER, MALE

1 GPR NATION'S PREMIER SNOWSHADOW CAMPION, 13C1, MN, 25.3.2006

A very handsome seal Birman of excellent type, substance and expression; his head had breadth with well set medium ears, full cheeks and a well developed muzzle. In profile there was a slight dip and the nose was straight. He had a good chin. His eyes were large, almost round and a good blue. The expression was soft and gentle. He had a long body that was muscular and well boned with medium length legs and a bushy tail that was in proportion. His gloves and gauntlets were well shaped and white. He had dense, warm seal points and good contrast to the body which had an attractive golden glow. He was beautifully presented in sparkling condition and had a lovely temperament.
RES: COLLINS' CHAMPION & PREMIER DUBROVA ROMANY RED, 13C5, MN, 10.7.2005

Another very handsome Birman of excellent type and substance with breadth of head and lovely full cheeks; his ears were set well apart and he had a pleasing, well developed muzzle. His eyes were large, a good blue, almost round and expressive. He had a slight dip in the profile and a good chin. His body was long, well muscled and solid with very good legs and tail. He had a full, silky coat with lovely rich red points and good contrast to the pale cream body. His gloves and gauntlets were well shaped. He was beautifully shown in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament. It was a close run thing for the grand between these two lovely boys, but in the end, I felt the seal had the "edge" with his expression.
AC BIRMAN PREMIER, FEMALE

1 GPR BRIGLIADORI & ROBSON'S UK IMPERIAL GRAND CHAMPION & PREMIER SHWECHINTHE PELLAGRINA, 13C4, FN, 16.4.2002 A very beautiful senior female of outstanding type and quality, she was a real pleasure and privilege to judge. She had an excellent head with breadth and balance. Her ears were set well apart and her cheeks were full; the muzzle was well developed and she had a good chin. Her eyes were large, very expressive and a beautiful blue. She had a slight dip in the profile. Her body was well balanced with a firm, muscular feel and she had very good legs and bushy tail. Her lilac points were a beautiful colour with a soft, pinkish tone and there was excellent contrast to her magnolia body. Her gloves and gauntlets were well shaped and she was shown in superb condition, looking wonderful for her age and enjoying the show.
ORIGINAL FOREIGN SH CHAMPION, MALE

1 GCC W/H TRUMAN'S CHAMPION SASRAKU TIBERIUS TROUBLE, 33a 18, M, 2008

I could not award the Grand to this Devon Rex male as I felt he had too many serious faults with his head type. His wedge was too long, there was no stop in his profile and his muzzle fined with no evidence of the "well defined whisker break" asked for in the Standard. His ears were large and set fairly low. His eyes were set fairly wide and they were oval with a slope towards the outer edge of the ears. He had a slightly thick neck. His body was hard and muscular with slim legs and a long, tapering tail. His coat was short, dense and soft in texture. It was well waved, particularly on the back, sides and tail. With 40% of the weighting in the Devon Rex SOP for head type, I could not award the Grand.
ORIGINAL FOREIGN SH CHAMPION, FEMALE

1 GCC W/H ARNOLD'S CHAMPION PAPAVER ARIADNE, 33 36B, F, 20.9.2007

This female appeared young and immature. Her head formed a medium wedge with high cheekbones, a rounded muzzle but a weak chin. Her ears were large and set rather high on the head; they were wide at the base and tapered to rounded tips. Her eyes were rather round which gave her a bland expression. I felt she was rather small for her age and would have liked her body to feel harder and more muscular. She had slender legs and neat, oval paws. Her tail was long, fine and tapering. Her coat was dense and silky but felt a little greasy and it separated. The waves could have been more dense. I felt she was not of sufficient quality for the Grand certificate.
2 MISKELLY'S CHAMPION GLENDAVAN SPELLBOUND, 23, F, 3.10.2007

Another disappointing female who appeared rather small, fine and immature; the head was rather triangular in shape, lacking the gently rounded contours. Her ears were large, well cupped and set well apart. Her eyes were of almond shape with an oriental setting and hazel in tone. She had a slight nose break but I felt the muzzle was too fine. She had a fine body with slender legs and a tail that needed to be thicker at the base. Her coat was dense, fine, rather soft in texture and "fluffy". It was a ruddy orange at the base and was finely ticked with black. 
ANY OTHER FOREIGN PREMIER, MALE
1 GPR FURSE'S PREMIER NWELA CHARLIE MOONDUST, 73BS, MN, 26.6.2009

A well-balanced and muscular cat of excellent type and expression; he had a very good wedge with a broad and well defined muzzle and strong chin. His ears were moderately large and set at the correct angle. They were wide at the base and gently rounded at the tips. His eyes were large, almond shaped and very expressive. He had a slight dip in the profile and a moderate whisker pinch to define the muzzle. His body was solid with excellent boning and firm muscle tone. He had good legs and a fairly long tail. His coat was short, glossy, close-lying and sleek. He was a very attractive chocolate silver with well defined spots and markings. He was shown in excellent condition and had a superb temperament.
RES: COAK'S PREMIER TYPHAST ZSAMI, 76 30, MN, 7.12.2009

A handsome young cat of very good type and balance; his head had strength with well set ears that were of moderate size. His eyes were oval, set on a slight slant and very expressive. There was a gentle curve to the profile and the nose was fairly broad with a slightly puffed nose leather. The muzzle had breadth with a good chin. His body was long, sleek and muscular with good legs and a tail that was reasonably thick. His coat was short, dense and soft to the touch. He had a very good pattern with contrast and evidence of rosettes. He was shown in excellent condition and had an excellent temperament too.
ANY OTHER FOREIGN PREMIER, FEMALE

1 GPR/WH BEWLEY'S CHAMPION & GRAND PREMIER JANAMEL JELITAWAN, 77, FN, 2.8.2004

This female looked to have good head type when viewed "straight on" but she had a poor profile lacking the "slight stop" required in the Standard and she had a bump on the nose. Her ears were large, open at the base and well cupped. They were set at the correct angle. Her eyes were large, set well apart and with an attractive dark outline to emphasise their size and shape. The colour was a pale green. She had well defined cheetah markings and the nose leather was outlined. Her muzzle had breadth but she did puff her whisker pads which gave the appearance of a pinch. Her body was firm and muscular with very good legs but a very short tail. Her coat was short, fine and close-lying. The colour was cold with black ticking on the saddle. I felt there were too many faults for the Grand Certificate to be awarded.
2 BARBER'S PREMIER KINYOZI KAORI, 76 30, FN, 19.10.2008

This female had quite good type and overall balance but she did tend to hold her ears very low which spoiled the head type for me. She had a good profile showing a gentle curve and a reasonably strong chin. Her eyes were almost round, large and expressive. Her body was firm and muscular with good legs and tail. She had a moderately short coat that was dense and soft but I would have liked more contrast between the ground and the pattern and a richer, more rufous tone to the ground. She was shown in excellent condition and had a good temperament too.
CHOCOLATE OR LILAC POINT BIRMAN ADULT, MALE

I was sorry I was not able to handle exhibit 60. He had already been handled in Miscellaneous Classes and was extremely up tight and ready for battle when I reached him.
CHOCOLATE OR LILAC POINT BIRMAN ADULT, FEMALE

1 CC + BOB ALLEN'S CHAMPION NAMRIB TISANTI VIOLETTA, 13C4, F, 24.9.2007

A really attractive and feminine lilac point of excellent type and such a pretty, soft, gentle expression; her head had breadth with full cheeks and a well developed muzzle. Her ears were set well apart. Her eyes were large, almost round and a very good blue. She had a gentle dip in the profile and a good chin. Her body was long, firm and muscular with thick-set legs and a bushy tail that balanced well. She had a beautifully silky coat that was well presented. Her lilac points were a lovely colour and her body a clear magnolia. Her gloves and gauntlets were pristine and well shaped. She was beautifully shown in excellent condition with a sweet temperament.

2 QUENTIN'S SHAELITH JASMINE, 13C4, F, 1.5.2009
Another beautiful female of very good type and potential; she had a very good head with full cheeks, a good muzzle and well set ears. Her eyes were large, almost round and a good blue. She had a very sweet expression. In profile, there was a little bump on her nose. She had a very good body, legs and tail. Her coat was silky and beautifully presented. Her points were a very good lilac and she had excellent contrast. Her gloves and gauntlets were well marked. 
RED SERIES BIRMAN ADULT

I considered exhibit 65 for the BOB award but she had a bump on her nose and I would have liked more depth to the chin.
1 CC + BOB ALLEN'S TISANTI BETSY BUTTONS, 13C10, F, 31.3.2010

An extremely promising young female who was a lovely size and weight for her tender age and who showed herself to great advantage. Her head had breadth with well set ears, full cheeks and a muzzle that is developing nicely. She had beautiful eyes; they were large, almost round and a glorious depth of blue. There was a slight dip in the profile and her chin was full. She had a long body that was well boned and muscular. She had medium length legs that were of promising boning. Her tail was bushy and balanced well. Her tortie points were well mingled and all colours were evident on all her points. She had lovely contrast to the body and her coat was beautifully presented long and silky with a lovely ruff to frame her face. Her gloves and gauntlets were well shaped.
2 WELCH'S KLASSYKLOGS KRYSTALDAWN, 13C8, F, 5.5.2009

A blue tortie point of very good type overall but she would open her eyes so wide! They appeared too round but were a good blue. Her medium ears were spaced well apart. She had fairly full cheeks with a reasonable muzzle but I would have liked more strength to the chin. She was firm and muscular with good length to the body and nice boning to the legs. Her tail was bushy and balanced well. Her coat was a good length and silky. She had well mingled points and well marked gloves and gauntlets. She was shown in excellent condition and had an excellent temperament.
TABBY SERIES BIRMAN ADULT, MALE

1 CC/WH CRUSE'S GRAND CHAMPION FIONHAF ZACARIA OFEATONIA, 13C11, M, 29.7.2004

A mature male who looked masculine but I would have expected more width at the cheeks and more development to the muzzle in a Birman of his age. He was a good weight and had a firm, muscular feel to him. His coat was not of the quality I would expect. It was rather dry and coarse in texture. There was very little contrast between the points and the body and his gloves and gauntlets were stained.

TABBY SERIES BIRMAN ADULT, FEMALE

1 CC + BOB FISHER'S PANZALIA GEORGIEGIRL, 13C16, F, 5.3.2010

A young female who was looking really good for her age and has a great deal of potential in my opinion; her head is developing well with width at her full cheeks and a good muzzle. Her medium ears were set well. She had large eyes, almost round and a good tone of blue. Her expression was sweet and gentle. There was a slight dip in the profile and depth to the chin. Her body was firm and muscular with good legs and tail. Her silky coat was beautifully presented. She had good red tabby points and lovely contrast to the body. Her gloves and gauntlets were well shaped.
2 DE SWARTE'S SIMISOLA SELESTENNS, 13C11, F, 22.6.2009

A pretty female with good head type and well set ears; her eyes were almost round and had a soft, gentle expression. She had full round cheeks and a good muzzle. I would have liked more depth to the chin. She had a firm, muscular body with good legs and tail. Her seal tabby points were well defined and she had contrast to the body. Her gloves were scalloped but her gauntlets were well shaped. She was shown in excellent condition and had a delightful temperament.
3 FROST'S PANJANDRUM CHANDON, 13C12, F, 27.3.2010

A young female with promise! She had a very pretty face and expressive eyes. I felt her profile was too straight. Her ears were set well. She had a muscular body with good legs and tail. Her coat was silky in texture and well presented. She had well defined tabby points and excellent contrast to the body. Her gloves were scalloped but her gauntlets were well shaped. She was well shown and had a sweet temperament.

4 COCKWELL'S MUSCAR ANALISADREAM, 13C11, F, 2.3.2010

A young female but she was too fine. Her head was triangular in shape, her cheeks need to be rounded with more fullness and her muzzle to be more developed. She had a reasonable chin. Her eyes were almost round and expressive. She had a bump on her nose when viewed in profile. Her coat was silky and well presented. She had warm seal tabby points and very good contrast. Her gloves and gauntlets were well shaped.
NORWEGIAN FOREST KITTEN – I took over this class from Mrs Gillson 
1 + BOB PATTERSON'S FORESTMIST LORD BAILEY, 67 31ATS, MN, 2.6.2010
A very handsome kitten who was of excellent type and very well balanced. His head was triangular with a long, straight profile and good depth to his chin. His large, well furnished ears were very well set. His eyes were large and oval, obliquely set with a wonderfully alert and intelligent expression. He was solid and muscular but still with an elegance. He stood high with large, round, tufted paws. His tail was an excellent length, it reached his neck. He had a really promising coat that was double with long, glossy guard hairs covering his back, sides and tail. He was very promising and was thoroughly enjoying the show.
2 MANSELL'S FORESTMIST LORD BENSON, 67 31S, MN, 2.6.2010

Another strong, masculine kitten, litter brother to the winner; he was of excellent size, muscle and boning with a very promising coat but I did not feel he had such good head type and is brother. His eyes were a good shape but set too straight which spoiled the expression. His muzzle was broader and rounder too which affected the triangular shape of his head. He was shown in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament but did not have the star quality of Lord Bailey!
LAPERM NEUTER

1 IC + BOB TAYLOR'S AMORCATZ SCARLET OHARA, 80L 15D, FN, 10.4.2006

This mature female was big and strong with a solid, muscular feel to her and she did feel surprisingly heavy for her size!!! She had a moderate wedge with gentle contours with medium ears that were well cupped and set well. Her eyes were large and expressive; they were almond shaped with a slightly oblique setting. She had a gentle profile and reasonable chin. Her body was rather heavy and her legs a little chunky! Her tail was in proportion. She had a beautiful coat that was well curled with a really springy texture that was not coarse. It really was loose and bouncy and I was impressed by its quality. For that reason I forgave her rather heavy type.
AC BALINESE ADULT

1 CC + BOB SMITH'S JAYMAX KALIDOSCOPE, 61E, F, 2.7.2009

This female was of good type and balance overall. She had a triangular wedge with well set ears, but she did puff her whisker pads which gave the impression of a pinch. She had lovely oriental eyes for shape and set. They were a good colour and very expressive. She had a reasonable profile and chin. She had a good body that was well muscled, fine legs and plumed tail. Her coat was silky and fine. It was smooth over the back and formed fringes down the sides. She was a good tortie with all points showing both colours. She was shown in excellent condition and had a sweet temperament.
2 HART'S HARTRIDGE HIGGLEPIGGLE, 61G, F, 2.2.2010
This female also had good type and balance. Her ears were large and well set. Her eyes were of oriental shape and a lovely depth of blue but they were set rather straight. She had a good profile but her chin was rather weak. She had a long body with good legs and tail. Her coat was of good quality and silky texture. The points had both colours and the body had contrast. She was shown in good condition and had a sweet temperament.
TP SIAMESE NEUTER

BOB HUTCHINGS IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER MAFDET MACARTHUR, 32 8, MN, 23.4.2009

A very handsome caramel tabby point of excellent type and quality with a wonderfully smug expression!

1 PR BUDDEN'S PREMIER JOMESE MUMBO JUMBO, 32/1, MN, 6.11.2008
A handsome cat with good type and balance overall; he had an even wedge with large ears set well apart. The profile was long and virtually straight. His chin was reasonable. He had very good eye shape, colour and expression. He had elegant head carriage. His body was long and muscular with good legs and tail. He had well defined seal tabby points and good contrast to the body.
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
