I OLYMPIAN BUNCE'S UK IMPERIAL GRAND CHAMPION & IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER COONTASTIC LAMMTARA, 64 31t, FN, 27.10.2005 A very beautiful Maine Coon of outstanding type and quality who is totally serene and confident, she is such a pleasure to judge. Her type is superb with excellent ears set tall that are beautifully furnished and tufted. Her head is of medium length with high cheekbones to define her excellent square muzzle. Her nose is of uniform width and she has a perfect profile with a shallow concave curve at the bridge and excellent depth to her chin. Her eyes are large, round and set oblique with an alert expression. She has a long, strong neck with a very good ruff and excellent head carriage. Her body is long and rectangular with excellent muscle tone and substantial boning. Her legs are well boned and she has large paws with tufted paws. Her tail easily reaches her shoulders and is well furnished. She has a beautiful coat with a glossy top coat. She is a warm brown classic tabby with excellent markings and pristine white. Beautifully presented, she was very worthy of this prestigious award. Later awarded Best SLH Neuter.

Another beauty presented to perfection and of excellent type and quality; her head had excellent  breadth of skull with well-rounded contours and neat, well-furnished ears set wide apart and low. They were an excellent copper colour but I would have preferred a bolder expression. She had an excellent cobby body and stood low on sturdy legs with round, tufted paws. Her tail was short and bushy. Her coat was really fully with a fine, silky texture. She had an excellent frill to frame the face. The white was immaculate and her black and red patches dense, sound and very attractive. She had both colours and white on her face. She had an excellent temperament and in sparkling condition.

Her chin had depth. She had large, round, full eyes that were a deep orange and a bold expression. She had a large body with cobby type and she stood low on short, thick legs with round, tufted paws. Her tail was short and bushy. She had a really long, thick coat that was fine, soft and full of life. She had a full frill that covered the shoulders and continued between her front legs. The blue was a little dark but it was even in tone and the cream was well intermingled. She was shown in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament.

A very pretty and mature lilac female who had lovely type; her eyes were large, almost round and a beautiful blue with a sweet, gentle expression. She was presented in excellent condition and had good lilac points and excellent contrast to her magnolia body. Her gloves and gauntlets were well shaped and pristine. A pleasure to judge!

CHOCOLATE OR LILAC BIRMAN NEUTER

A young male who was well grown with substantial boning and a solid, muscular feel to him; his head had breadth with strength to the skull. The contours were rounded with full cheeks and muzzle. His ears were of medium size and spaced well apart. He had a medium length nose and a very slight dip to the profile. The chin was full. He had a long body that was muscular and strong with strong legs of medium length and strong paws. The tail was bushy and balanced well. He had an excellent coat that was well presented. The coat was a good length and silky in texture. He had a ruff to frame the face. His gloves were a little short but the gauntlets were well marked and all were pure white. His points were a good lilac with a pinkish tinge and the body clear. He was shown in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament.
RED SERIES BIRMAN NEUTER

I thought this female was absolutely beautiful with excellent type and a wonderful expression. Her head showed breadth and strength of skull with rounded contours. Her ears were of medium size and spaced well apart. She had excellent eyes, almost round, a beautiful blue and a sweet, gentle expression that was so attractive. Her nose was of medium length with a slight dip to the profile. She had a good chin. Her body was long, well-muscled and a good weight. She had medium length legs that were well boned and short, round paws. Her tail was of balanced length and bushy. She had an excellent coat that was full, silky and beautifully presented. She had a ruff to frame her face. Her points were an excellent tortie with bright shaded of red intermingled with seal brown. All points showed all colours. The body was a pale fawn with warmth that showed excellent contrast. She had pristine and well- shaped gloves and gauntlets. She was shown beautifully and had a wonderful temperament with character. I really loved her!

Another very attractive and balanced female who was unlucky to meet the winner of this class; she had very good type and balance overall with breadth to the head and rounded contours. Her ears were spaced well apart and of medium size. She had large eyes that were almost round and a good colour. Her nose was of medium length and she had a slight dip in the profile. I would have liked more strength to the chin. Her body was long with very good muscle tone. She had strong legs of medium length with short, round paws. Her tail was of medium length and bushy. She had bright red points and excellent contrast to her body. The coat was a good length and silky in texture. It was well presented and she had neat, pristine gloves and gauntlets. She was shown in excellent condition and had a lovely temperament. 
I was privileged to judge the Overall Best Semi-Longhair Exhibit which included a Usual Somali of 8 years; a delightful chocolate tabby-point Birman kitten and my Olympian Neuter winner. It was a very difficult choice as all three were of exceptional type and quality. I finally, after much consideration chose the beautiful Somali adult – Watts’ IMPERIAL GRAND CHAMPION BRIZLINCOAT TOOMAI, aged eight years and looking everything I would wish for in a Somali! She has exquisite type with a gentle, moderate wedge showing generously rounded contours; she had a slight nose break and a straight nose giving a perfect profile and her chin was firm. Her ears were large, set wide apart, well-cupped and furnished. Her eyes were large, almond shaped with a slight oblique setting and so expressive. Her muzzle was generously rounded to give the Somali smile. Her body was in wonderful condition for her age, it was firm, lithe and muscular with elegant legs and oval, tufted paws. Her tail formed a brush and balanced well. She was a rich golden brown made up of the clear apricot base superbly ticked with black. Her black heels stretched to the hocks. She had well defined facial markings to emphasize her beauty. But, not only did she have outstanding type, ticking and coat quality; she also had a wonderfully serene, confident temperament with her purrs and little nudges …. Totally irresistible, she could charm the birds from the trees!!!
